Representative Lang moved, seconded by Senator Rezin, that the minutes of the December 16, 

2014 meeting be approved. The motion passed by unanimous voice vote (9-0-0). 

 

REVIEW OF AGENCY RULEMAKINGS  

 

Department of Insurance – Health Carrier External Review (50 Ill. Adm. Code 5430; 38 Ill. 

Reg. 16596) 

 

Senator Harmon announced that this rulemaking, which received an Extension at the December 

meeting, would be considered at the February meeting. 
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Department of Insurance – Filing Policy and Endorsements Form (50 Ill. Adm. Code 753; 38 

Ill. Reg. 13131) and Viatical Settlement Provider Reporting Requirements (50 Ill. Adm. Code 

5701; 38 Ill. Reg. 18094)  

 

Senator Muñoz moved, seconded by Senator Althoff, that JCAR and the Department of Insurance 

agree to extend the Second Notice Period for these rulemakings for another 45 days. The motion 

passed by unanimous voice vote (9-0-0). 

 

Pollution Control Board – Organization, Public Information, and Types of Proceedings (2 Ill. 

Adm. Code 2175; 38 Ill. Reg. 22834) 

 

Representative Harris moved, seconded by Representative Thapedi, that JCAR recommend that 

the Pollution Control Board be more timely in updating its rules to reflect statutory changes. The 

motion passed by unanimous voice vote (9-0-0). 

 

Office of the State Fire Marshal – Fire Truck Revolving Loan Program (41 Ill. Adm. Code 290; 

38 Ill. Reg. 20092); Ambulance Revolving Loan Program (41 Ill. Adm. Code 292; 38 Ill. Reg. 

20106); and Fire Station Revolving Loan Program (41 Ill. Adm. Code 294; 38 Ill. Reg. 20121) 

 

Representative Moffitt said that JCAR needs to watch these rules very closely to ensure that they 

honor the original legislative intent of these loan programs; i.e., not to earn interest for the State 

but to help fire departments get trucks and equipment that they might not otherwise be able to 

afford. 

 

Representative Moffitt moved, seconded by Representative Leitch, that JCAR and the Office of 

the State Fire Marshal agree to extend the Second Notice Period for these rulemakings for another 

45 days. The motion passed by unanimous voice vote (9-0-0).

and Family Services agree to extend the Second Notice Period for this rulemaking for another 45
