The DEPARTMENT OF CENTRAL @& SURVEYOR LICENSURE

MANAGEMENT SERVICES adopted
amendmentsto "Pay Plan" (80 Il Adm
Code 310; 35 lllReg 19885), effective
3/19/12, updating various job titles
and pay rates to reflect earlier
rulemakings andtoreflectapay freeze
imposed upon employees of certain
State agencies who are represented
by collective bargaining units. The
rulemaking changes the job titles of
"pharmacist"technician and lead tech-
nician to "pharmacy" and changes
their numerical code classifications.
Further amendments add pay rates
for the public service administrator
(PSA) option 8L job title, senior public
service administrator (SPSA) option 7
job titles at the Department of Rev-
enue and lllinois Gaming Board, and
certain SPSA option 7 job titles of the
Illinois State Police to negotiated pay
rates affected by the Fiscal Year 2012
pay freeze. Accordingto DCMS, these
amendments apply changes madein
earlier rulemakings to portions of the
Part that had not been updated.

The DEPARTMENT OF FINANCIAL
AND PROFESSIONAL REGULATION
adopted amendments to rules titled
"lllinois Professional Land Surveyor
Actof 1989" (68 lll Adm Code 1270; 35
lIIReg 19570), effective 5/1/12, imple-
menting Public Acts 96-626 and 97-
543, that clarify minimum requirements
allowing a candidate to sit for the
Fundamentals of Surveying licensure
examination. The rulemaking also
clarifies the type of experience and
degree required for licensure applica-
tion, and applicants who receive their
education in a foreign country are
required to have their education evalu-
ated on a course-by-course basis.
The rulemaking also increases the li-
censure restoration fee from $20 to
$50 and strikes attendance at land
surveying education programs as a
demonstration of competence when
applying for license restoration. Fur-
ther amendments update the Ameri-
can Land Title Association's hand-
booktoreflect2011 standards. Small
businesses employing licensed, pro-
fessional land surveyors may be im-
pacted by this rulemaking.

DISABLED PARKING

The SECRETARY OF STATE proposed
an amendment to "Cancellation, Re-
vocation or Suspension of Licenses or
Permits" (92 Il Adm Code 1040; 36 llI
Reg 4696) thatincreases penalties for
misuse of a disabled parking placard
or decal. Effective 7/1/12, unautho-
rized use of adisabled parking permit
by a person who is not the permit
holder, or who is not transporting the
permit holder, will incur a 6-month
driver'slicense suspension (currently
1 month) upon conviction for the first
offense and a 12-month suspension
(currently 6 months) for the second
offense. (The penalty for a 3™ or sub-
sequentoffenseislicenserevocation.)

proposed repeal of the Part titled
"Professional Boxing and Martial Arts
Contests" (68 [llAdm Code 1371; 36 1lI

““"ENGINEER LICENSURE

DFPR also adopted amendments to
rules titled "The Structural Engineer-
ing Practice Act of 1989" (68 Ill Adm
Code 1480; 35 Ill Reg 19596), effec-
tive 5/1/12. Licensure applicants must
be ableto provide proof of passage of
atleast 18 semester hours of courses
in analysis, behavior and design of
structural elements and systems. The
rulemaking adds Test of English as a
Second Language (TOEFL) scores for
the computer-based version of the
testand updates the mailing address
for NCEES, the national organization
responsible for evaluating foreign ap-
plicants' educational credentials.
DFPR also differentiates requirements
forlicensure examinations before and
after April 2011. Licensure examina-
tions given prior to April 2011 con-
sisted of three 8-hour examinations
(Fundamentals of Engineering, Struc-
tural I, and Structural Il). After April
2011, licensure applicants are required
to take a Fundamentals of Engineer-
ing exam (unspecified time limit) and
a 16-hour Structural exam. The
rulemaking clarifies that credit will not
be givenifalicensure applicant passes
either Structural | or Structural Il but
not both prior to April 2011. (The text
also specifies that after the October
2010licensure examination, applicants
who did not pass both of the Struc-
tural I and Il exams were required to
take and pass the 16-hour Structural
exam.) The rulemaking also clarifies
that one continuing education hour or
credit must represent 50 minutes of
instruction or participation in a class
and increases the licensure restora-
tion fee from $20 to $50. Further
changes strike attendance at educa-
tional programs, graduate-level engi-
neering courses, or professionally ori-
ented continuing education classes
or special seminars as a demonstra-
tion of continued competence when

applying for license restoration. This
rulemaking may impact structural en-
gineer licensure applicants.

&HEALTH RECORDS

The DEPARTMENT OF HEALTHCARE
AND FAMILY SERVICES adopted a
new Part titled "Electronic Health In-
formation Technology" (89 Il Adm
Code 150; 35 lllReg 19392), effective
3/15/12,implementing the Electronic
Health Record Provider Incentive Pay-
ment (EHR/PIP) program. The pro-
gram, which is supported by federal
stimulus funds, providesincentive pay-
ments to qualifying medical providers
who participate in the Department's
Medical Electronic Data Interchange
and have adopted or upgraded to a
certified electronic healthrecord sys-
tem. Incentive payments to hospitals
will be disbursed over a period of 3to
5 years. Covered topics include defi-
nitions, eligibility, registration, pay-
ments, appeals, and audits. Hospitals
and other medical providers will be
affected by this rulemaking.

&"UNDERGROUND TANKS

The POLLUTION CONTROL BOARD
adopted amendments to "Under-
ground Storage Tanks" (35 Il Adm
Code 731; 351l Reg 16183) and "Pe-
troleum Underground Storage Tanks"
(35 Il Adm Code 734; 35 Il Reg
16338) and repealed the Part titled
"Petroleum Underground Storage

Tanks (Releases Reported Septem-
ber 23, 1994 through June 23, 2002)"
(35 Il Adm Code 732; 35 Il Reg
16191), all effective 3/19/12. The
rulemakings implement Public Act 96-
908, which amends provisions of the
lllinois Environmental Protection Act
concerning cleanup of leaking under-
ground petroleum storage tanks
(USTs). Amendmentsto Part 731 clarify
that owners and operators of heating
oil USTs are subject to rules in Part
734, while the repeal of Part 732 re-
flects removal of pre-2002 provisions
from the Act. The Part 734 amend-
ments list the types of corrective ac-
tion coststhat are and are not eligible
for reimbursement from the State's
UST Fund; establish procedures for
UST owners and operators to seek
competitive bids on cleanup projects
when the work cannot be donefor less
than the maximum paymentamounts
specified elsewhere in the Part; and
remove the requirement to obtain a
minimum of 3 bids on such projects.
Also, new sections are added con-
cerning use of PCB's Tiered Approach
to Corrective Action Objectives (TACO)
and corrective action costs that are
eligible for payment from the UST
Fund. Since 1%tNotice, PCB removed
the subheading "(Releases Reported
On or After June 24, 2002)" from Part
734, and kept a 14-day deadline for
reporting certain field activities (origi-
nally, to be shortened to 7 days).
Those affected by this rulemaking in-
clude small businesses, small munici-
palities, and nonprofit corporations
that own or operate USTs or perform
cleanup work on leaking USTs.

Proposed Regulations

Reg 4571) and proposed a new Part
titled "Boxing and Full-contact Martial
Arts Act" (68 Il Adm Code 1370; 36 1l
Reg 4467). The rulemakings imple-
ment Public Act97-119, which changes
thetitle ofthe Professional Boxing Act
tothe Boxing and Full-contact Martial
Arts Actand provides for regulation of
amateur full contact martial arts con-
tests as well as professional martial
arts and boxing matches. (The Act
defines "full contact martial arts" as
the use of techniques from one or
more martial arts disciplines, such as
full-force kicking, striking and grap-
pling, with the intent to injure or dis-
able one's opponent. Martial arts dis-
ciplines defined inthe Actinclude, but
are notlimited to, karate, jujitsu, kung
fu, tae kwon do, muay thai, and
kickboxing. The Act does not apply
to amateur martial arts events that
prohibit full contact.) The new Part
clarifies that boxing and full-contact
martial arts require separate licenses.
Promoters of amateur full-contact
martial arts contests must pay a $300
initial licensing fee and $150 license
renewal fee, plus a $500 permit fee for
each all-amateur contest. Aboxing or
martial arts contest promoter is sub-
ject to license suspension or revoca-
tion if he or she adds bouts to a
contest beyond the scheduled permit
fee bracket ($500 for 3-6 bouts, $750
for 7-10 bouts, and $1,000 for 11 or
more bouts) and fails to pay the addi-
tional fee within 24 hours after the
contest. The new Part also adds a
schedule of fees for restoration of
licenses after disciplinary action and
lists banned medications, with provi-
sions for exemptions for therapeutic
use. Other changes from the current
Partinclude: Contestants must wait at
least 15 days (currently 7 days) be-
tween contests, and contestants who
have lost their last 6 (currently 7)
bouts must obtain DFPR approval
before competing again. Contestants
who have lost 3 successive bouts by
knockout or technical knockout, lost
5boutsinarowforanyreason, orwho
have "an extensive losing record" may
be asked to submit results of a CT
scan or MRl before being permitted to
compete again. Each contestant is

allowed at least 2 seconds (assis-
tants), witha maximum of 5 at DFPR's
discretion (currently, no more than 3
seconds per contestant are allowed).
The current requirement that 2 para-
medics be present at every contestis
changed to 2 Emergency Medical
Technicians, at least one of whom
must be an EMT-Paramedic. Suspen-
sions for professional fighters who
competein non-DFPR approved con-
tests or in amateur contests are lim-
ited to 1 year. Suspension for failing
to appear or refusing to fight (without
a medical reason) in a contest for
which a fighter has signed a bout
agreementis limited to 6 months. Ifa
professional bout for which a contes-
tant has signed a contract is can-
celled due to the contestant's failure
to make weight, the contestant is
subject to a fine of no more than 25%
of the purse amount and any other
disciplinary action DFPR deems
proper. Those affected by these
rulemakingsinclude persons who com-
pete in, officiate, host, or promote
boxing and full-contact martial arts
contests.

HUNTING

The DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RE-
SOURCES proposed an amendment
to "White-Tailed Deer Hunting By Use
of Bow and Arrow" (17 Ill Adm Code
670; 36 1llReg 4314) stating that non-
residents may not purchase a combi-
nation archery permit after 9/20/12 if
they have previously purchased a
single antlerless-only archery deer
permit.

PUBLIC ASSISTANCE

The DEPARTMENT OF HUMAN
SERVICES proposed amendments to
"Child Care" (89 Ill Adm Code 50; 36
Ill. Reg. 4648) that change child care
service eligibility guidelines forits Non-
TANF Education and Training Pro-
gram. Therulemaking allows students
whose current GPA, instead of cumu-
lative GPA, is 2.0 on a scale of 4.0 to
participate in the program.

Also, DHS proposed amendments to
"Temporary Assistance for Needy
Families" (89 11l Adm Code 112; 36 11I.
Reg. 4658) and "Supplemental Nutri-
tion Assistance Program" (89 Ill Adm
Code 121; 3611IReg 4670) thatimple-
ment a provision of federal Public Law
111-226. The federal law repealed the
advance payment option for the
earned incometaxcredit (EITC), and,
beginning 12/31/10, workers were
unable to receive an advance pay-
ment of the EITC through their em-
ployers. (Underthe advance payment
system, eligible taxpayers could re-
ceive the EITC creditamountsin their
paychecks instead of waiting to claim
a refund on their federal income tax
return.) These rulemakings remove all
referencesto the advance payment of
EITC.

TAXES

The ATTORNEY GENERAL proposed
amendments to "lllinois Estate and
Generation-Skipping Transfer Tax Re-
turn"86 1l Adm Code 2000; 36 11l. Reg.
4462) to conform to the lllinois Reli-
gious Freedom Protection and Civil
Union Act, which grants parties to a
civil union the same legal status as
spouses in lllinois law. Civil union
partners who elect a marital deduc-
tion or qualified terminal interest prop-
erty (Q-TIP) election for lllinois estate
tax purposes are required to file the

following returns with the Attorney
General: a Form 700 lllinois Estate
and Generation-Skipping Transfer Tax
Return; aproformaFederal Form 706
United States Estate (and Generation-
Skipping Transfer) Tax Return; and for
afederally filed taxable estate, a copy
ofthe Federal Form 706 United States
Estate (and Generation-Skipping
Transfer) Tax Return actually filed with
the IRS.

Plans of
library service now will require a certi-
fication provided by the State Library
that a library's plan of service is up to
date, rather than a cover letter.
