&PRIVATE SECURITY

The DEPARTMENT OF FINANCIAL
AND PROFESSIONAL REGULATION
adopted amendmentsto the Parttitled
"Private Detective, Private Alarm, Pri-
vate Security, FingerprintVendor, and
Locksmith Act of 2004" (68 Ill Adm
Code 1240; 37 lll Reg 20571), effec-
tive 3/25/14, implementing recent
amendments to the Act. The amend-
ments provide that licensing examina-
tion scores will be valid for 3 years
(currently 6 years); allow commercial
orindustrial operators that employ up
to 4 armed security personnel to reg-
ister their security forces with DFPR
(registration is mandatory for security
forces of 5 or more persons) and
become subject to the rules in this
Part; and allow registered employees
of private detective agencies to use
the title "private investigator" if they
are not licensed private detectives.
Therulemaking clarifies thatlicensees
or employees who hold firearm con-
cealed carry licenses must continue
to use firearm control cards as re-
quired by the Act and this Part. Provi-
sions for licensure by endorsement of
personslicensed in otherjurisdictions
are repealed. Those affected by this
rulemaking include private detectives

and investigators, private security
guards, fingerprint vendors, and lock-
smiths.

&ROOFING

DFPR also adopted amendments to
the Part titled "lllinois Roofing Indus-
try Licensing Act" (68 Il Adm Code
1460; 37 lllReg 19796), effective 3/25/
14, changing the expiration date of
roofing licenses to December 31 of
odd-numbered years starting with the
2015 renewal. Regarding restoration
of expired licenses, the rulemaking
provides that payment of all lapsed
renewal fees is sufficient to renew li-
censes expired for5yearsorless. Ifa
license has been expired for more
than 5 years, the applicant must, in
addition to paying all lapsed renewal
fees, show the license designation
(limited or unlimited), proof of insur-
ance, proof of surety bond, the name
ofthe qualifying party who has passed
the exam, and produce one of the
following: sworn evidence of practice
in another jurisdiction, affidavit of mili-
tary service, ordocumentation of test-
ing or experience. Finally, the restora-
tion fee is raised from $20 to $50 and
the cap for lapsed renewal fees is

SUPERINTENDENTS

The STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION
proposed a new Parttitled "Programs
forthe Preparation of Superintendents
in lllinois" (23 1l Adm Code 33; 38 llI
Reg 7822). This Partimplements the
recommendations of the lllinois Su-
perintendent Advisory Group (ISAG),
whichredesigned the way superinten-
dents are to be prepared in lllinois.
The rule addresses general require-
ments, internship and coursework re-
quirements, candidate selection, pro-
gram approval and competency goals
for new superintendents. Superinten-
dentendorsements underthe current
standards will not be issued after 9/1/
19, and candidates will not be admit-
ted to superintendent endorsement
programs underthe current standards
after8/31/16.

WILD SWINE

[=a

The DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RE-
SOURCES adopted a new Part titled
"Wild Swine" (17 Ill Adm Code 700; 37
Il Reg 19817), effective 3/28/14, pro-
hibiting the possession, breeding,
transport, sale or transfer in lllinois of
feral swine (including unrestrained
domestic swine adapted to livingina
wild or free roaming environment),
Eurasian wild boars, and hybrids of
these species. Firearm deer hunters
with current unfilled deer permits and
appropriate licenses or stamps for
deer hunting may legally take wild
swine during the firearm,
muzzleloading, late-winter antlerless
and Chronic Wasting Disease deer
seasons and must report any wild
swine harvested to DNR. Hunting wild
swine outside of established deer sea-
sons requires a DNR permit or a De-
partment-approved agreementfor re-
moval of wild swine. Trapping, baiting
or chasing wild swine is prohibited
unlessthe action is specifically autho-
rized by DNR. Any wild swine that are
trapped or otherwise restrained must

be killed and not released into the
wild. The rule prohibits outfitting, guide
services and commercial enclosures
intended to facilitate or promote wild
swine hunting. Possession of live wild
swine, excepttemporarily in prepara-
tion for euthanization or in accor-
dance with a DNR permit, is prohib-
ited, but possession of legally har-
vested, dead wild swine carcasses
and meatis allowed. Permits to trans-
port or possess wild swine may be
granted to medical or research insti-
tutions for research purposes. DNR
mustinspectand approve facilities for
holding wild swine specimens before
issuing a permit. Any unintentional
release of wild swine specimens or
their progeny must be reported to
DNR within 24 hours. Intentional re-
lease of wild swine or "chronic ne-
glect" of domestic swine fencing that
could lead to establishment of a wild
swine population are classified as
Class A misdemeanor violations of the
Wildlife Code, but unintentional re-
lease of domestic swine is not consid-
ered a violation. Other violations of
this Part may result in revocation of
licenses, permits or other DNR privi-
leges. Those affected by this
rulemaking include hunters, outfitters,
animal researchers and persons who
raise domestic swine.

FIRE EQUIPMENT CONTRACTORS

The OFFICE OF THE STATE FIRE
MARSHAL adopted amendments to
"Fire Sprinkler Contractor Licensing
Rules" (41 1llAdm Code 109; 37 lllReg
18236) and "Fire Equipment Adminis-
trative Procedures" (41 lll Adm Code
109; 37 Ill Reg 18240), both effective
4/15/14.In Part 109, OSFM is setting
the fee for a duplicate license at $50.
In Part 280, OSFM is implementing a
flat $50 reinstatement fee instead of a
structured one for distributors and
individuals. These two rulemakings
may affect small businesses.

DRIVER'S LICENSES

The SECRETARY OF STATE adopted
amendmentsto "Issuance of Licenses"
(92 1l Adm Code 1030; 37 Il Reg
20117), effective 3/28/14, exempting
military personnel applying fora com-
mercial driver'slicense (CDL) fromthe
skills test under certain conditions. An
applicant must, in the 2 years before
applying for a CDL, not have had
more than one license (except for a
military-issued license); not have had
any driver's license suspended, re-
voked or cancelled; not have had
more than one conviction in any mo-
tor vehicle while driving impaired or
using the vehicle to commit a felony;
not have had more than one convic-
tion for speeding or other driving of-
fenseslisted infederal regulations (49
CFR383.51(c)); and not have had any
conviction for a violation of military,
state or local law relating to motor
vehicle traffic control or an automo-
bile accident. The applicant must cer-
tify that he or she is currently em-
ployed or was employed within the
last 90 days as military personnel
operating a commercial motor ve-
hicle (CMV); that he or she is exempt
from the regulation because of mili-
tary service; and that the CMV oper-
ated inthe military is representative of
that which the applicant operates or
intends to operate for at least 2 years
immediately prior to discharge. Addi-
tionally, SOS is updating the ques-
tions for driver's license applicants to
include a question asking graduated
license applicants if they have been
issued a citation whose disposition is
not yet finalized. Finally, peace offic-
ers may use their business addresses,
instead of their residential addresses,
on identification cards or driver's li-
censes by submitting a Secretary of
State Requestto Change Residence/
Mailing Address form and showing
their badge. Military personnel who
wish to drive CMVs, minors applying
for graduated driver's licenses, and
peace officers may be affected by this
rulemaking.

AIDS DRUG ASSISTANCE

HEALTH adopted emergency amend-
ments to "AIDS Drug Assistance Pro-

gram" (77 lllAdm Code 692; 38 Il Reg
7997) effective 3/28/14 that update its
rules to reflect the 2014 federal pov-
erty guidelines. The emergency rule
reflects the poverty guideline amount
relative to the number of persons in
the family and the maximum gross
annualincome 300% eligibility amount.

Referencesto DOl as asepa-
rate agency rather than as a division
of the Department of Financial and
Professional Regulation are added,
obsolete terms are repealed and other
definitions are updated. Filing proce-
durestoreflectthe federal Affordable
Care Act (ACA) are revised, including
that insurance companies, HMOs or
health service plans offering health
care coverage must file all proposed
rate increases with the Department
prior to use and must submit them
electronically through the Health Rate
Review Web Portal. Fees must now be
paid by electronic funds transfer
through SERFF. Policy forms to be
withdrawn must be reported using the
form numbers of the policy to be
withdrawn, along with the SERFF
tracking number or company tracking

number under which the form was
originally approved. Health insurance
contracts to be withdrawn subject to
the federal ACA shall include the re-
quirements in the Department's re-
cently revised (to accommodate
changes mandated by the ACA) rule
on health insurance portability and
accountability (50 Il Adm Code 2025).
Amendments to Part 2402 revise the
Department's administrative hearing
rules for the first time since 1979. By
mutual agreement or by order of the
hearing officer, parties may file docu-
ments by email or fax transmission,
butthe transmission must be received
no later than 5 p.m. on the date in
which the document is due. Certain
policies concerning transcripts and
records of a hearing are being re-
pealed, statutory provisions are up-
dated and other technical corrections
are being made.
