Dear Mr. Quinn:

We are delighted that you chose to attend our October 7t" groundbreaking ceremony for our Ray
& Joan Kroc Corp Community Center on the far south side of Chicago, one of the most
underserved and distressed communities in the State. Despite the many challenges, we are
excited about the future and truly believe that the Chicago Kroc Center will have the critical mass
necessary to become a beacon of hope and light for that community. As one of the largest and
most visible social service projects in the history of the city, the Center has enjoyed the generous
and unwavering support of Mayor Daley and local leadership, as we work collaboratively to
improve the lives of those living on the far south side.

In support of the Chicago Kroc Center, The Salvation Army Metropolitan Division respectfully
requests $5,000,000 of vital funding for the project from the State of Illinois. Support from the
grant will go to maintain a broad range of educational, arts, job training, family development,
character education, and recreational programs in perpetuity as detailed below.

The Need:

Currently, there are over 255,000 individuals living within a three mile radius of the future Chicago
Kroc Center site. Of these, 74,000 are under the age of eighteen and 56,000 are seniors. Within
that same area, 8,000 families were living below the poverty line in 2000, and one third (36%) of
the residents earned income below the poverty level in 2005. That figure represents close to
80,000 people. Furthermore, 91% of the elementary students in West Pullman, the community
immediately surrounding the Center, live below the poverty level, and over 83% of its high school
students are designated as low income.

Within the community, there is a desperate need for educational programs. Fourteen of the
sixteen CPS elementary schools in our service region are currently on probationary status for
their academic performance. Fenger Academy, the high school closest to the Center, reports an
average truancy rate of 14%. Its 2005 dropout rate was 23%, and its 4-year graduation rate was
only 49%. In 2007, Fenger scored second lowest of 100 Chicago Public Schools on standardized
tests. Also, the Chicago Tribune recently reported that only 3% of the males in this area have a
chance of graduating from college.

In addition to poverty and a lack of educational opportunities, research obtained through the Sinai
Health System’s Improving Community Health Survey shows that the community has also been
hard hit by numerous health issues including diabetes, smoking, adult and pediatric obesity,
HIV/AIDS, and high blood pressure. For example, nationally only 20% of black school aged
children are obese. In our immediate community, however, 51% of the children are obese.

Finally, recent struggles highlight the depth of the problems facing this south side community.
Over the three year period of 2003 to 2005, the community averaged 340 foreclosures per year.
Over the past twelve months, however, the community has seen 771 properties foreclosed, an
increase well over 100%. And recently, the community made national headlines for a number of
high-profile cases of violence, the most visible being the September 24, 2009 beating of a Fenger
High School student, which was caught on tape. As a result, many parents pulled their students
from school, choosing to keep them home rather than run the risk of street violence. These tragic
episodes underscore what community stake holders have informed us, that the presence of
gangs continues to grow, fueling an overall culture of fear within the community. As such, there is
a desperate need for healthy gang alternatives and a strong presence in the community. The
Chicago Kroc Center can provide both.

The Chicago Kroc Center:

The Chicago Kroc Center will not attempt to address these needs in isolation, but will address
them in a holistic and multi-faceted approach. The sad reality is that many of the families in this
neighborhood have numerous needs. They need financial assistance and support to attain
stability. They need counseling services, recreational opportunities, and education on healthy
living and eating. Their children require educational support systems, structured activities, and a
safe place to hang out free of drugs and gangs.

Yet, while the need is great, we believe the possibilities are even greater. The Salvation Army
Ray & Joan Kroc Corps Community Center represents the largest single investment ever made
by a social service organization in Chicago, a facility of unprecedented scope and size. Nowhere
else in the City will such an array of educational, art, recreational, and sports opportunities for
youth and families be available under one roof. And every program within the future Kroc Center
will be treated as a point-of-entry into every other program. Our goal is not just to get families
interested in baseball or basketball, but aiso to involve them in our educational support systems,
our health programs, and our art and cultural programs, allowing them to develop fully—
emotionally, mentally and physically.

In support of that goal, the Chicago Kroc Center's programs will encompass three main
categories:

The Family Life and Education Area will provide educational support services, life training
programs (financial seminars, job prep, mentoring, etc.), job training, health education, counseling
services and conflict resolution, as well as a wide range of character education programs. This
area will also include a Teen and Senior Center, which will provide important places of
socialization and activity for each respective group.

The Sports and Recreation Area will consist of state-of-the-art recreational facilities, including a
fitness center, an aquatic center, and a competition gym. Outside, the Sports and Recreation
Area will include two baseball fields, two tennis courts, two outdoor basketball courts, a walking
and running track and a stadium for housing local soccer and football games as well as track and
field meets. Beyond the world-class facilities, the Center will also provide trained professionals
who will provide health evaluations and help design workouts for individuals so that they can
attain their health and fitness goals.

The Academy for the Arts will consist of 23,000 square feet dedicated to the fine arts. it will
include programs in music, the plastic arts, dance, A/V training, creative writing and drama. The
centerpiece for the Academy will be a 600 person theater, which will house local concerts,
allowing students to showcase their talents and abilities for their loved ones and peers.

Sustainability:

Putting a state-of-the art community center in an underserved, under-resourced community
necessitates an intentional plan for program, staffing, and facility sustainability. Fortunately,







because of the structure of Joan Kroc's original gift, The Chicago Kroc Center’s programs have a
built-in sustainability plan. When Joan Kroc made her initial gift to The Salvation Army, she
wanted to ensure that the Kroc Centers did not drain resources away from other essential
Salvation Army programs and services. Consequently, she decided that half of the money would
be designated to help endow these Centers. These endowments would help subsidize the cost
of each Center, ensuring that the Center’s programs remain sustainable over the years and that
the Center remains accessible to every child regardless of their financial situation. As a result,
an investment in the future Chicago Kroc Center is a life-time investment.

Economic Impact on the Community and State:

The Chicago Kroc Center will not only be a great investment in the people of Hliinois, it will also be
a great economic investment for the State, since the Center will play an essential role in
revitalizing the far south side of Chicago. It will be situated on 32 acres of former brownfield,
reclaiming an abandoned and contaminated industrial park for community use.

During its construction, the Center will create approximately 200 jobs for an 18 month, $64 million
dollar project. Our entire team—general contractor, architect and owner's rep—are all lllinois
companies, bringing jobs and money into the community and the State. We have also committed
to a 24% minority owed business rate and a 4% women owned business rate for this project. .

Once the Center is fully operational, it will provide 201 new jobs for lllinois and pay out more than
$3 million per year in wages. Just as important is the Center’s expected impact on the economic
stability of the surrounding neighborhood as it attracts new business and creates additional jobs,
just as the original Kroc Center in San Diego did for the Rolando neighborhood of that city.

In 2008, SANDAG, San Diego’s Regional Planning Agency, performed an economic impact study
of the San Diego Kroc Center, a facility of comparable size and scope to the future Chicago Kroc
Center. The study measured three different types of impact—direct, indirect and induced.

In terms of direct impact, the Center had an operational budget of $6.1 million, supported 300
employees, and included an annual pay role of $3 million. Through its day to day operations, the
Kroc Center had an indirect impact on the community by relying on local businesses for its
functioning. This indirect impact generated $1.8 million in business and $533,000 in salaries.
Finally, the Center had an induced impact on the region through the expenditure of its employees.
This induced impact generated an estimated $857,000 in payroll for the region.

Once the direct, indirect and induced impact figures have been combined, the full economic
impact of the San Diego Kroc Center in 2008 can be seen. The economic study found that the
Center generated 380 jobs, paid out $4,737,000 in wages, produced $1,800,000 in sales and
$10,930,000 in output that year for the Rolando area.

It is important to note that this figure does not include the impact of the nearly one million
participants who came to the Rolando area of San Diego to visit the Center. Many of these
participants purchased goods and services at local stores, bought gasoline, and ate at local
restaurants. As a result, where massage parlors, pool halls and empty lots once ruled, the San
Diego Kroc Center is surrounded by over 42 businesses—including a Starbucks, a Play It Again
Sports, and a Bicycle & Skate Shop—as the local business occupancy rates have gone from 20%
to 90%.

While it is not possible to fully estimate the total economic impact of the Chicago Kroc Center,
what this study indicates is that the Center will help generate hundreds of thousands of dollars in
revue for the State in perpetuity, meaning the State’s original investment will be repaid many
times over throughout the life of the Center.







Conclusion:

The Chicago Kroc Center provides the State of lllinois with a unique opportunity to turn a one
time gift into a life time investment in the people of lilinois. Support from the State will not only
help provide life changing programs and services to a community in desperate need, it will also
help revitalize the economy of the far south side of Chicago, bringing jobs and self-sufficiency to a
community on the brink.

(e) 
is an individual with a disability whose own income meets the requirements of clause (a) or (b), but who is a member of a family whose income does not meet such requirements.



 In addition, the clients served must reside in the following target communities:  Albany Park, Auburn Gresham, Austin, Brighton Park, Cicero, East Garfield Park, Englewood, Grand Boulevard, Greater Grand Crossing, Humboldt Park, Logan Square, Maywood, North Lawndale, Lower West Side (Pilsen), Little Village, Rogers Park, Roseland, South Shore, Gage Park, Chicago Lawn, West Garfield Park, Woodlawn; or other communities  will be considered if the applicant can demonstrate a need based on community unemployment and poverty data.


DCEO's funding determination will be based on the CBO's capacity to provide an employment and training project that demonstrates the following elements:

Training provided to the participants exhibits a standard of quality and relevance to meet

Demonstration of job placement opportunities of disadvantaged persons in an 
occupation 
within the key sector; and/or demonstration of placement in additional training 
opportunities in the key sector pathway. 



The RFA will be released October 7, 2010 and the grants will run up to 12 months. All applications will be due by COB Friday, October 22, 2010.

Dear Mr. Quinn:

We are delighted that you chose to attend our October 7t" groundbreaking ceremony for our Ray
& Joan Kroc Corp Community Center on the far south side of Chicago, one of the most
underserved and distressed communities in the State. Despite the many challenges, we are
excited about the future and truly believe that the Chicago Kroc Center will have the critical mass
necessary to become a beacon of hope and light for that community. As one of the largest and
most visible social service projects in the history of the city, the Center has enjoyed the generous
and unwavering support of Mayor Daley and local leadership, as we work collaboratively to
improve the lives of those living on the far south side.

In support of the Chicago Kroc Center, The Salvation Army Metropolitan Division respectfully
requests $5,000,000 of vital funding for the project from the State of Illinois. Support from the
grant will go to maintain a broad range of educational, arts, job training, family development,
character education, and recreational programs in perpetuity as detailed below.

The Need:

Currently, there are over 255,000 individuals living within a three mile radius of the future Chicago
Kroc Center site. Of these, 74,000 are under the age of eighteen and 56,000 are seniors. Within
that same area, 8,000 families were living below the poverty line in 2000, and one third (36%) of
the residents earned income below the poverty level in 2005. That figure represents close to
80,000 people. Furthermore, 91% of the elementary students in West Pullman, the community
immediately surrounding the Center, live below the poverty level, and over 83% of its high school
students are designated as low income.

Within the community, there is a desperate need for educational programs. Fourteen of the
sixteen CPS elementary schools in our service region are currently on probationary status for
their academic performance. Fenger Academy, the high school closest to the Center, reports an
average truancy rate of 14%. Its 2005 dropout rate was 23%, and its 4-year graduation rate was
only 49%. In 2007, Fenger scored second lowest of 100 Chicago Public Schools on standardized
tests. Also, the Chicago Tribune recently reported that only 3% of the males in this area have a
chance of graduating from college.

In addition to poverty and a lack of educational opportunities, research obtained through the Sinai
Health System’s Improving Community Health Survey shows that the community has also been
hard hit by numerous health issues including diabetes, smoking, adult and pediatric obesity,
HIV/AIDS, and high blood pressure. For example, nationally only 20% of black school aged
children are obese. In our immediate community, however, 51% of the children are obese.

Finally, recent struggles highlight the depth of the problems facing this south side community.
Over the three year period of 2003 to 2005, the community averaged 340 foreclosures per year.
Over the past twelve months, however, the community has seen 771 properties foreclosed, an
increase well over 100%. And recently, the community made national headlines for a number of
high-profile cases of violence, the most visible being the September 24, 2009 beating of a Fenger
High School student, which was caught on tape. As a result, many parents pulled their students
from school, choosing to keep them home rather than run the risk of street violence. These tragic
episodes underscore what community stake holders have informed us, that the presence of
gangs continues to grow, fueling an overall culture of fear within the community. As such, there is
a desperate need for healthy gang alternatives and a strong presence in the community. The
Chicago Kroc Center can provide both.

The Chicago Kroc Center:

The Chicago Kroc Center will not attempt to address these needs in isolation, but will address
them in a holistic and multi-faceted approach. The sad reality is that many of the families in this
neighborhood have numerous needs. They need financial assistance and support to attain
stability. They need counseling services, recreational opportunities, and education on healthy
living and eating. Their children require educational support systems, structured activities, and a
safe place to hang out free of drugs and gangs.

Yet, while the need is great, we believe the possibilities are even greater. The Salvation Army
Ray & Joan Kroc Corps Community Center represents the largest single investment ever made
by a social service organization in Chicago, a facility of unprecedented scope and size. Nowhere
else in the City will such an array of educational, art, recreational, and sports opportunities for
youth and families be available under one roof. And every program within the future Kroc Center
will be treated as a point-of-entry into every other program. Our goal is not just to get families
interested in baseball or basketball, but aiso to involve them in our educational support systems,
our health programs, and our art and cultural programs, allowing them to develop fully—
emotionally, mentally and physically.

In support of that goal, the Chicago Kroc Center's programs will encompass three main
categories:

The Family Life and Education Area will provide educational support services, life training
programs (financial seminars, job prep, mentoring, etc.), job training, health education, counseling
services and conflict resolution, as well as a wide range of character education programs. This
area will also include a Teen and Senior Center, which will provide important places of
socialization and activity for each respective group.

The Sports and Recreation Area will consist of state-of-the-art recreational facilities, including a
fitness center, an aquatic center, and a competition gym. Outside, the Sports and Recreation
Area will include two baseball fields, two tennis courts, two outdoor basketball courts, a walking
and running track and a stadium for housing local soccer and football games as well as track and
field meets. Beyond the world-class facilities, the Center will also provide trained professionals
who will provide health evaluations and help design workouts for individuals so that they can
attain their health and fitness goals.

The Academy for the Arts will consist of 23,000 square feet dedicated to the fine arts. it will
include programs in music, the plastic arts, dance, A/V training, creative writing and drama. The
centerpiece for the Academy will be a 600 person theater, which will house local concerts,
allowing students to showcase their talents and abilities for their loved ones and peers.

Sustainability:

Putting a state-of-the art community center in an underserved, under-resourced community
necessitates an intentional plan for program, staffing, and facility sustainability. Fortunately,







because of the structure of Joan Kroc's original gift, The Chicago Kroc Center’s programs have a
built-in sustainability plan. When Joan Kroc made her initial gift to The Salvation Army, she
wanted to ensure that the Kroc Centers did not drain resources away from other essential
Salvation Army programs and services. Consequently, she decided that half of the money would
be designated to help endow these Centers. These endowments would help subsidize the cost
of each Center, ensuring that the Center’s programs remain sustainable over the years and that
the Center remains accessible to every child regardless of their financial situation. As a result,
an investment in the future Chicago Kroc Center is a life-time investment.

Economic Impact on the Community and State:

The Chicago Kroc Center will not only be a great investment in the people of Hliinois, it will also be
a great economic investment for the State, since the Center will play an essential role in
revitalizing the far south side of Chicago. It will be situated on 32 acres of former brownfield,
reclaiming an abandoned and contaminated industrial park for community use.

During its construction, the Center will create approximately 200 jobs for an 18 month, $64 million
dollar project. Our entire team—general contractor, architect and owner's rep—are all lllinois
companies, bringing jobs and money into the community and the State. We have also committed
to a 24% minority owed business rate and a 4% women owned business rate for this project. .

Once the Center is fully operational, it will provide 201 new jobs for lllinois and pay out more than
$3 million per year in wages. Just as important is the Center’s expected impact on the economic
stability of the surrounding neighborhood as it attracts new business and creates additional jobs,
just as the original Kroc Center in San Diego did for the Rolando neighborhood of that city.

In 2008, SANDAG, San Diego’s Regional Planning Agency, performed an economic impact study
of the San Diego Kroc Center, a facility of comparable size and scope to the future Chicago Kroc
Center. The study measured three different types of impact—direct, indirect and induced.

In terms of direct impact, the Center had an operational budget of $6.1 million, supported 300
employees, and included an annual pay role of $3 million. Through its day to day operations, the
Kroc Center had an indirect impact on the community by relying on local businesses for its
functioning. This indirect impact generated $1.8 million in business and $533,000 in salaries.
Finally, the Center had an induced impact on the region through the expenditure of its employees.
This induced impact generated an estimated $857,000 in payroll for the region.

Once the direct, indirect and induced impact figures have been combined, the full economic
impact of the San Diego Kroc Center in 2008 can be seen. The economic study found that the
Center generated 380 jobs, paid out $4,737,000 in wages, produced $1,800,000 in sales and
$10,930,000 in output that year for the Rolando area.

It is important to note that this figure does not include the impact of the nearly one million
participants who came to the Rolando area of San Diego to visit the Center. Many of these
participants purchased goods and services at local stores, bought gasoline, and ate at local
restaurants. As a result, where massage parlors, pool halls and empty lots once ruled, the San
Diego Kroc Center is surrounded by over 42 businesses—including a Starbucks, a Play It Again
Sports, and a Bicycle & Skate Shop—as the local business occupancy rates have gone from 20%
to 90%.

While it is not possible to fully estimate the total economic impact of the Chicago Kroc Center,
what this study indicates is that the Center will help generate hundreds of thousands of dollars in
revue for the State in perpetuity, meaning the State’s original investment will be repaid many
times over throughout the life of the Center.







Conclusion:

The Chicago Kroc Center provides the State of lllinois with a unique opportunity to turn a one
time gift into a life time investment in the people of lilinois. Support from the State will not only
help provide life changing programs and services to a community in desperate need, it will also
help revitalize the economy of the far south side of Chicago, bringing jobs and self-sufficiency to a
community on the brink.

The recession continues to force unprecedented challenges and tough decisions about what state programs Illinois and most other states – not to mention the federal government - can afford to fund. 
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At the same time, the Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity received $622 million from the federal stimulus infusion.

Health care still doesn’t have enough workers to meet the demand, so it continues to be one of our sectors of utmost interest. We are investing $5.3 million in health care training statewide. And in total, DCEO invested more than $1-million-dollars of those funds for training by three organizations serving the Latino community: MacNeal Hospital, Instituto del Progreso Latino, and National Latino Education Institute. 





By supporting clinical and technology-intensive nurse training to bicultural and bilingual individuals, the State can meet several needs: 1) develop an avenue for new and continuous careers; 2) provide quality postsecondary educational opportunities for those not heading to college; and 3) provide quality patient care for those of limited English proficiency.





The fact is that while the overall population of Chicago may be shrinking, preliminary census data shows the Latino community is growing, both in the city and the suburbs. These programs will put more nurses at all stages of the pipeline; from entry level diagnostics training, to moving nurses up to become leaders as nursing faculty.

Illinois also vied for and won $6 million in State Energy Sector Partnership (SESP) funds from ARRA.  SESP has allowed us to support job creation for wind, solar and energy efficiency by focusing on training unemployed workers in traditional manufacturing and construction industries.  To that end, in addition to training veterans, minority contractors and people in poverty, a portion of these funds was reserved for areas undergoing auto industry related restructuring. Illinois’ emphasis was on developing regional public-private partnerships to meet these goals.

One of the things we hear back from small business owners, especially, is that our young people aren't quite ready to face the demands of work. DCEO's summer work programs provide real-world experience with a heavy dose of work readiness skills including how to decide on a career, look for jobs, apply, interview and contribute. 





Last summer, thanks to ARRA, we were able to provide training to more than 17-thousand youth statewide; of those, nearly 1900 or 11 percent, self-identified as Latino. This summer, through the Illinois YES program, another 6700 received training.  Of those, 857, or 13%, self-identified themselves as Latino.

Another component of the Governor’s Plan focuses on small business.





National banks have tightened their belts in the last year, making it tougher than ever to get loans approved to cover reasonable start-up and operational costs.  





Another part of Governor Quinn's Neighborhood Recovery Program is the "Community Business Loan Program" targeted to businesses with fewer than 50 full-time employees. $Five (5)-million-dollars in loans will be made by community lenders including ACCION Chicago, Chicago Community Ventures (CCV), and Illinois Ventures for Community Action (IVCA).  The funding comes under the federal "IKE" Disaster Recovery program.  


  


Loans can be for a variety of business purposes, including construction, equipment and refinancing. The program will immediately begin making loans to start up businesses, from $500 to $50-thousand-dollars.  Existing businesses can apply for loans from $500 to $75-thousand-dollars. 





The fund is a revolving loan fund program, allowing the program to continue as loans are repaid, helping more business in the future. In addition, the lenders will network with each other in referring prospective loan prospects, to boost program coverage.

Let’s take a step back and think about why the state should focus more on small business efforts. It takes the creation of approximately 100-thousand jobs to lower the unemployment rate one point. There are 500-thousand small businesses in Illinois. You can do the math....if every small business in Illinois were supported to be able to create just one new job, we'd lower our unemployment rate by five points. Plus, the jobs created would be local and sustainable. So how do we get there?





Most of our outreach to small business is currently through our network of Illinois Small Business Development Centers. In recent years, $741,000 has gone to the Illinois Hispanic Chamber of Commerce to operate an Illinois Entrepreneurship Center, Illinois SBDC and a Procurement Technical Assistance Center. One way is through the Small Business Job Creation Tax Credit. The credit encourages hiring now, instead of waiting for next year or a few years down the road. It provides a $2500 tax credit to employers if a full time position is created and sustained for one year with the equivalent salary of $25,025. Business owners all over the state have utilized this credit to help grow their businesses – and it's available through June 2011. All of our representatives and senators here today voted for this important Tax Credit.

The Illinois Small Business Development Network will be able to help even more clients thanks to President Obama having signed the federal Small Business Jobs Act in September. DCEO is vigorously pursuing funds that will be available next year from the U.S. Department of Treasury and earmarked for Illinois to help in our efforts to revitalize lending programs to the tune of $78 million dollars. Two million dollars will also go to our existing Illinois Small Business Development Centers, or SBDCs, to serve more entrepreneurs and businesses. 





There is also money set aside for small businesses in the Illinois Jobs Now! Capital plan, including $15 million to assist small businesses operating or wanting to locate in economically depressed areas. Another $15 million is also set aside to help high-growth, small technology companies expand and put more people to work.





Speaking of the capital plan, which DCEO administers, Governor Quinn ensured that minorities, women and persons with disabilities have an equal shot at getting major state grants or loans for capital construction. In July, he signed legislation sponsored by Senator Sandoval and Rep Burns that grants or loans of more than $250-thousand-dollars must follow Business Enterprise Program, or BEP, practices.

We can't provide more jobs and a home for high-growth industry without developing a 21st century infrastructure, including the deployment of broadband and smart grid technologies.  





Governor Quinn and I are committed to improving the accessibility of broadband in Illinois. Our statewide goal is to bring broadband to underserved areas of the state, so that no matter where a person lives, they have fast Internet service available, which provides for greater opportunities for 21st century job growth and economic prosperity.





To determine where the gaps in service exist, DCEO has been working with the Partnership for a Connected Illinois, which has the responsibility of mapping the state's current broadband infrastructure. PCI is currently in the field building what they call "eTeams" of concerned citizens who will help trouble-shoot on broadband supply and demand.





To win the federal funds, DCEO supported Illinois-based broadband ARRA applications by providing technical and grant-writing assistance. The Governor also included funding in the “Illinois Jobs Now” Capital Plan as a match for projects that ultimately won awards. 





All in all, Illinois has received nearly $245-million in ARRA funds for our projects. The State has committed $67-million; and in total, with other private investment, nearly $351-million is being invested in broadband infrastructure, deployment and frontline programs to eliminate the digital divide. In addition, more than 2-thousand jobs are being created as a result of this investment.





Two of the recent federal awards went to the City of Chicago and total $16 million, matched by more than $1.5 million from the State, to help close the digital divide by establishing more Public Computer Centers and move forward with five pilot communities for its Smart Communities master plan. That press conference was held at the Instituto.





One last program I'd like to mention: DCEO has provided more than $350-thousand-dollars through our Digital Divide  program to UNO, to help provide computer access and training to the residents of Gage Park, Pilsen, Avondale, Brighton Park and Archer Heights. More than 2600 people have been served across the city in that program.

I also want to touch briefly on the FutureGen project. As you probably know, this project has been through its ups and downs over the last few years. The revised project plan is to retrofit a seldom-used 200 MW unit in Meredosia, IL, which is owned by Ameren Generating, to use an oxy-combustion system and develop a CO2 pipeline from Meredosia to an undetermined alternate sequestration site.


RFPs from potential municipalities vying to host the storage component were due earlier this week. The goal is to pick a provisional site some time in early 2011 to inject CO2, construct a skill trades training center and public access-visitors center.
