With the exception of the School Based Counseling
(SBC) Component, there are two sets for each component: Coordinating Partner and Provider
Partner for City and Other (Other refers to Cicero and Maywood), and Coordinating Partner and
Provider Partner for the Suburbs.  The SBC Component has three sets of Coordinating Partner and
Provider Partner subcontracts: one set for Chicago, one set for Other (Cicero and Maywood) and
one set for  the Suburbs. 
 
The attached subcontracts ,with the exception of the PLAN subcontracts (see explanation below)
have been revised to extend the term of the grant period for one month (consistent with the one
month extension in your Lead Agency Agreement term), correct some omissions and formatting,
 and adjust payment schedules where necessary (PLAN subcontracts are the only ones with adjusted
payment schedules).

5. Hire and train eighty (80) local low-income urban youth/young adults at $8.50/hour for ten (10) hours per week for twenty-six (26) weeks to conduct peer to peer outreach to deliver mental health promotion and violence prevention messages to their community in Community Action Teams (CATS).





6. Hire and train sixteen (16) Adult Coordinator/Mentors at $11.25 per hour for ten (10) hours per week for thirty (30) weeks to support and supervise the CATS teams.  Each Adult Coordinator/Mentor will be assigned between five and seven (5-7) CATS members. 





7. Maintain fiduciary/infrastructure capacity to collect, verify and submit to payroll participant timesheets on a weekly basis.





8. Ensure access to facility and physical space available evenings and weekend, with flexible service hours and access to public transportation.





9. Ensure that all budgeted staff members participate in training and technical assistance required by IVPA.





10. Provide required reporting and evaluation data in a format prescribed by IVPA.

The ______________________ (Lead Agency) and ____________________ (Partner Agency) hereby enter into this agreement (Agreement) on _____date_________ to implement the FY 11 Neighborhood Recovery Initiative School-Based Counseling Component as follows:





I	Services to be Provided by Lead Agency.





A. Pursuant to the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative, the Lead Agency will coordinate and manage the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative, and fulfill all programmatic and fiscal reporting requirements, as specified in the Grant Agreement between the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority (IVPA) and the Lead Agency.





B. The Lead Agency will enter into, manage, and monitor all subcontracts with specified provider partner agencies, including maintaining a system for Partner Agencies to report fiscal and program activities pursuant to the terms of the subcontract.  Before entering into this Agreement, the Lead Agency will obtain IVPA approval of this Agreement or any modifications or amendments.  The Lead Agency will then submit a copy of this Agreement to IVPA immediately upon execution of the Agreement or any modifications or amendments.





II.		Services to be Provided by Partner Agency





A.	The Partner Agency agrees to coordinate with the Coordinating Partner and the Lead Agency to implement the NRI model for the School-Based Counseling component as follows:





1.    Enter into any agreements and meet any requirements prescribed by the school district or schools in which the counseling interventions will occur.





2.    Ensure that all clinicians working in schools have a federal (fingerprint) background check and are TB free.





3.    Ensure that the Providing Partner agency has liability insurance for at least $1 million.





4.    Provide public elementary and high school students with school-based counseling interventions as described below.








a. Group: trauma focused (Cognitive Behavioral CBITS); anger management and emotional self-regulation (Anger Coping and Think First). 





b. Individual:  case management; assessment; psycho-educational, skills-building, problem-solving interventions, crisis stabilization and referral.





5.  Implement a staffing plan and budget that include the following:





a. ____FTE provider clinicians.  Clinicians must be Master’s level social workers, psychologists or counselors. The total number of clinicians for the component as a whole must be at least 1.5 FTE, with all clinicians at least fifty percent (50%) time.


b. Conduct background checks, assure that staff are TB-free and carry liability insurance


c. All clinicians must receive clinical supervision for one (1) hour per week (individual or groups) from a clinical supervisor who must be a licensed mental health professional (LCPC, LCSW, PhD Psychologist, PsyD).


d. All clinicians and clinical supervisors must participate in six to seven (6-7) days of initial trainings on the Tier II Inventions listed above, and must participate in eight (8) hours per month of clinical supervision (as described above) and technical assistance sessions.


e. Travel for providers to schools and to monthly technical assistance meetings.  Required ninety (90) minute technical assistance meetings will be held every two weeks-alternating between in-person and teleconference meetings).


f. Maximum of fifteen percent (15%) of total budget for administrative and project costs (accounting, phones, supplies, etc.).





6.  Ensure that all budgeted staff members participate in training and technical assistance required by IVPA.





7. Provide required reporting and evaluation data in a format prescribed by IVPA.





B.	Number of schools and number of students to be served:





1.    Each .5 FTE clinician is responsible for spending at least two days per week in one school and will perform the following services over a nine month period for each school:





a. Implement  four (4) twelve-week group interventions (see II B above for interventions) with a minimum of eight (8) youth per group 


b. Provide four (4) sets of six-week individual counseling interventions to a minimum of eight (8) youth at a time. 





C.	The Partner Agency shall submit to the Lead Agency quarterly data and quarterly fiscal reports by the 10th of the month following the end of the quarter.





D.		The Partner Agency shall indemnify and hold the Lead Agency, the Coordinating Partner Agency, the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority and the State of Illinois harmless from all claims, suits, judgments and damages arising from the conduct of the Partner Agency, its agents, and its volunteers in the performance of this Agreement, and in the providing of services as described in this Agreement.





E.		The Partner Agency shall comply with all laws, statutes, ordinances, rules and regulations of federal, State, county and municipal authorities now in force or which may hereafter be in force, pertaining to the performance of this Agreement.





F.		The Partner Agency shall maintain for a minimum of three (3) years after the completion of the contract, adequate books, records, and supporting documents to verify the amounts, recipients, and uses of all disbursements of funds passing in conjunction with this Agreement; the contract and all books, records and supporting documents related to the Agreement shall be available for review and audit by the Lead Agency, or the State of Illinois; and the Partner Agency agrees to cooperate fully with any audit conducted by the Lead Agency or the State of Illinois and to provide access to all relevant materials.  Failure to maintain the books, records, and supporting documents required under this section shall establish a presumption in favor of the Lead Agency or the State of Illinois for the recovery of any funds paid under the Agreement for which adequate books, record, and supporting documentation are not available to support their purported disbursement.





G.		The Partner Agency shall permit agents of the Lead Agency or the State of Illinois to inspect the financial records of the Partner Agency as they relate to this Agreement.  The Partner Agency shall also permit agents of the Lead Agency or the State of Illinois to enter the premises of the Partner Agency to observe the operations of the Partner Agency program.  The Lead Agency or the State of Illinois shall give the Partner Agency reasonable notice of intent to enter for purposes of observing, and such observation shall not reasonably interfere with the conduct of the Partner Agency in the providing of its services.





III.		Award





A. The Partner Agency is awarded a total of $___________ for the Partner Agency’s activities as outlined in Section II of the Agreement. The Partner Agency agrees to use such funds solely for conducting activities specified in Section II of this Agreement and strictly in accordance with the attached Project budget, marked as "Exhibit A". All requests for line item reallocations shall be submitted in writing and must be approved in advance by both the Lead Agency and IVPA.





B. Payments to the Partner Agency are subject to the availability of funds received by the Lead Agency.  Payments are scheduled to be made to the Partner Agency as follows:

This letter is in response to your letter dated January 5th regarding the outcome of the Englewood Lead Agency's process for selection of partners for the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative through which Liberated, Inc. was not accepted as a partner for the Mentoring Plus Jobs or Reentry components.  





We have reviewed your letter, and communications from Children's Home +Aid regarding the decision not to fund Liberated, Inc.  Children's Home + Aid informed us that Liberated, Inc's applications were reviewed by three reviewers (as were all applications) and that low scores resulted in awards being made to higher scoring agencies.





Children's Home + Aid described a through process and indicated that size of the organization and the fact that Liberated, Inc is funded through the Safety Net Works program were not factors in the decision, but rather were mentioned in a follow-up meeting after the decision had been made in the context of acknowledging Liberated, Inc's role and influence in the Englewood community.





IVPA regrets that Liberated, Inc. was not funded as a partner in the NRI Program in Englewood.  However, we support the process conducted by Children's Home + Aid and have accepted their recommendations for NRI partners in Englewood.





We hope that Liberated, Inc and Children's Home + Aid will continue to be able to work together to assist the youth of Englewood.

Greetings all.  Please take note of the following important information about NRI:
 


1.        Project Timeline:  Due to the number of issues that need to be resolved in the subcontract
budgets and the time it will take to resolve them, we need to change the timeline for the
subcontracts and for your Lead Agency contract.  The subcontracts will still be for 9 months,
but will have a term of Feb. 16, 2011 through November 15, 2011.  This weekend I will send
revised boilerplate subcontracts for you to use in finalizing your contracts with the
Coordinating and Providing Partners.  Next week we will be sending  subcontract and budget
issues for you to work on with your partners.   No subcontracts should be signed until we
have resolved all issues and approved revised budgets and subcontracts.
 


Relatedly, we need to extend your Lead Agency contract to November 15th.   Therefore, we
are cancelling and recalling the amendments that we sent out earlier this week in order to
add the term extension (the amendments we sent earlier just increased the grant amount
from ¼ of the budget to the full award).  Please don’t worry about having sufficient
operating funds for the extra month.  We will make sure that you have sufficient funds and
will discuss this at the Lead Agency meeting.   We’re sorry for the inconvenience, but this is
the most efficient way to do this in light of the need  to adjust the timelines. So, please
disregard the amendments previously sent and use the ones that Reshma will send you
 today or Monday morning.

This timeline change also means that the Mentoring Plus Jobs Administrative Coordinator

2.        Fiscal Accountability:  Because of the high visibility of this Initiative and the importance of all
agencies being accountable for these funds, the Governor’s Office has requested that IVPA
increase our verification and audit procedures.  We will be auditing expense verification for
 a number of Lead Agencies and subcontracts  on a sample basis each quarter.  This
underscores the importance of developing accurate budgets and maintaining complete
records that document and substantiate your expenses.

3.        Training and Launch of Services: Please keep in mind that there will be training provided to
all staff hired for all components during the first weeks of the program, including training on
use of the NRI data system,  so direct service activity will not likely begin until about May


1st.   At the next Lead Agency meeting we will provide a training timeline for all components
as well as guidance on next steps once subcontracts have been executed, including guidance
on how to handle background checks that reveal a background, guidance on selection of
schools for the School-Based Counseling initiative, etc.
 
There should be no outreach activity to schools or other agencies until subcontracts have
been signed, contracts with CPS and other school districts have been finalized, and training
on all components, other issues, and next steps has been provided.  We know that you and
your partners are eager to get started, but it is critical that everyone wait until we’re really
ready to launch.
 


All of these items and others will be discussed at the next Lead Agency meeting.  Please don’t forget
to let us know asap your availability on the dates Lorri sent to you for the Lead Agency meeting.

The “Anti-Violence” Commission Report is a summary of the public testimony gathered through four statewide public hearings held on the following dates and in the following locations:


· September 13, 2010: Kennedy-King College, Chicago


· September 20, 2010: Arturo Velasquez Institute, Chicago


· September 28, 2010: 2200 E. Washington St, East Peoria


· October 14, 2010: 601 James R. Thompson Blvd, East St. Louis


This report includes a summary of broad categories of recommendations developed based on public hearing comments as well as research provided by partner groups, including but not limited to the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority and the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority.  As you review the report, please keep in mind that several of the recommendations will require the continued support of commission members in smaller working groups and working collaboratively with an increased number of State Government partners.  We make recommendations related to policy and legislation, revenue generating changes to fees for programs, and program development and/or expansion.  A number of the recommendations may be controversial and result in continued negotiation and discussion.  For this reason, the key recommendation we submit is the re-appointment of the Commission with a review of the commission members and allowing for the replacement of commissioners who have not been able to participate.  We recognize that all of the commissioners are Chicago based and recommend the inclusion of commissioners from other parts of the state.  


The broad categories presented for consideration in this report are:


· Analysis and Modernization of Firearm Legislation


· Performance Based Expansion of School and Community Based Programs


· Development of Alternatives to Incarceration for Youth


· Workforce Development


Each of these categories is includes an overview of the public comment, a summary of research and deliberation considered by the commission, and a set of specific recommendations.  There are appendices outlining an overview of all the recommendations, a proposed timeline, and proposed fee schedules and use of expected additional resources.

COMMISSION REPORT


Testimony and recommendations have been categorically separated into four broad subject areas.


ANALYSIS AND MODERNIZATION OF FIREARM LEGISLATION


Concealed Carry


There was considerable discussion on the topic of “concealed carry” in Illinois.  The testimony provided highlighted legislation in multiple states supporting concealed carry, and other states opposed to such provisions.  Despite the sensitivity of this subject, given that every commissioner had lost a family member to gun violence, all commissioners listened objectively, posed questions, and also conducted our own research which indicates that states with concealed carry laws and provisions also have more deaths.   We did not hear from any victims in support of concealed carry.  After much deliberation, our recommendation is as follows:


	At this time, this commission does not have any evidence to make specific recommendations regarding “concealed carry” legislation.  It is recommended instead that we continue to work with proponents of this policy to educated them on the reasons why our commission will not recommend the adoption of “concealed carry” for Illinois. 


 Firearm Ownership Identification Program (FOID )


The Illinois State Police (ISP) currently manages the Firearm Owner’s Identification Program (FOID) and Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP).  Testimony regarding gun violence continuously suggested the need to update the current system in several ways; including but not limited the time interval for renewal, the management of the program, and the data system that supports the program and its ability to interact with information from other state resources.  While it is unclear that FOID card issuance is or is not directly linked to use of guns in violent ways, the commission sees this program as a key component of ensuring that only law abiding citizens in good standing with the law and in a health state of mind are able to participate in this program thereby being allowed to own a firearm.  In addition, the commission understands that the transfer of guns purchased by FOID card members to others was noted as one of the sources of illegal possession of guns.  The transfer of ownership is managed by a different but related program called the FTIP which will be the main focus on our recommendation.  Public hearing participants and commissioners recommended enhancing information sharing and technology between ISP and the Department of Human Services, Division of Mental Health (DMH). This information would be used in the processing of individual background checks necessary to obtain a FOID card.   Specifically, there were numerous suggestions to adjust fees and processes associated with both the FOID and the FTIP programs.  Current FTIP fees are not in line with the national average.  The Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) has recommended the adjusted of the interval of FOID card renewal from ten to five years.   Another area of need identified by the commission with little regulation is the sale of ammunition.  Currently there are no requirements for purchasing ammunition.  There is no limit to the amount or type of ammunition that can be sold in one purchase.  Vendors are not required to ask for proof of a FOID or registration information and have little recourse if they are worried about selling ammunition to a specific customer.


In appendix XX you will find projected fee scenarios and potential revenue created from the proposed changes to the FTIP and FOID programs.  The recommendations are as follows: 


	The commission recommends three legislative bills to enhance the FOID program, the FTIP program and improve the monitoring of the sale of ammunition.


We propose to develop legislation that will adjust the interval of FOID card renewal to $10.00 for five year coverage.  This will mean that the fee will not change but rather the frequency which will allow for more recent checks on FOID cardholders.  We recommend that the additional revenue generated from these recommendation changes remain following the current distribution among the agencies responsible for management and oversight of this program.  This recommendation is not to generate revenue, but rather to follow the recommendation of the FBI to reduce the interval of time from ten years to five years.  This subgroup of the commission will work with ISP and DHS to develop policies and procedures that will result in the enhanced exchange of information from Mental Health records to ensure that all factors are considered before issuing and renewal of FOID permits. These recommendations will expand on the work that has already been done to create pathways for the exchange of information. The commission calls for automating the process for State Police to obtain daily lists of potential matches from the DHS mental health database.  This will further expedite the process and improve the collaboration between the two agencies. 


Currently the private transfer of firearms does not require registry with the transfer program.  The FTIP fees which are a national requirement need to more closely reflect the national average. We propose to amend the FTIP program in two ways: the increase of current fees for transfer of firearms and the mandatory requirement to pay a transfer fee when private firearm transfers occur.  This will be a fee paid for by the gun dealers and private owners each time there is a transfer of a firearm.  The current fee is extremely below the national average and the transfer of firearms without registry for transfer has the potential of giving greater access to individuals who may use them for violent acts. 


Appendix XX outlines our recommended projected fee and potential revenue created from the fee changes.  We recommend that 50% of the additional revenue generated from this fee increase be used to expand the effective components of the “Neighborhood Recovery Initiative” (NRI) in Chicago land, as well as other target areas of Illinois.  We recommend that 10% of the additional revenue be used to develop victim services and family survivor services to be managed by an identified state agency.  Lastly an additional 10% of the revenue to be used for expansion of community based youth services, including but not limited to a Statewide Mentoring program which will be described later on in this report.  The remaining amounts should be used to cover expenses from ISP to manage the program and maintain the system.


The third and final legislation we proposed is related to the sale of ammunition.  We propose new legislation that will require for vendors of ammunition to request customers to produce valid FOID card prior to completing the sale of ammunition.  We also recommend limiting the amount of ammunition in one purchase to xxx and levying a 1% tax on the sale of ammunition.  The proceeds of this tax will be used for the development and maintenance of performance based community programs.


Our last recommendation in this area is related to the analysis of statewide local ordinances further monitoring the sale, use and transfer of firearms.  A review of the City of Chicago requirements for purchase, registration and use of a firearm indicates a four-step process with explicit limitations on the use of handguns.  Current state law (PL 92-0238) requires that every local unity of government, municipality or county, with their own firearm ordinances submit all local policies for firearm registration and usage to the ISP.    Currently there are 38 municipalities with their own firearm ordinances.  We recommend that cities with high crime rates adopt city ordinances that exceed the state requirements for owning an registering firearms.  Using the City of Chicago’s ordinance the commissioners will travel the state to meet with local officials to present an analysis of their city ordinance with recommendations for changes.  Sample cities to be targeted in the first year of the Commission’s extension will include but not be limited to Aurora, Elgin, Evanston, Rockford, East St. Louis, Peoria.  The Commission will work with the Latino Family Commission and the African American Family Commission to achieve this recommendation.


PERFORMANCE BASED EXPANSION OF SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS


Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


During the early phases of the existence of the, the commission noted broad recommendations that included the development of four components: 


· The creation of jobs and job training programs for at-risk youth and young adults and their families;


· Investment in alternative education and/or support  programs for out-of-school youth and those at-risk of being out-of-school;


· Increase in social and emotional support through individual and family counseling ; and


· Strong re-integration supports for youth and young adults exiting juvenile and adult correctional systems.


The response to these recommendations was the development of the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative (NRI) a Governor’s Office program that is being managed by the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority (IVPA).  The Commission has been involved with the NRI by providing input on the school-based counseling and youth programs components of the comprehensive model.  The commission feels strongly that having the voice of Commissioners representing a group of parents, children, and siblings that have lost a close family member to gun violence continuing to advise IVPA on the management of NRI is critical to its success.  The recommendation is as follows:


We recommend the Commission partner with the Governor’s office to provide advice and guidance on the evaluation of the impact of the NRI and the possibility for its continuation and potential expansion to other areas of the state.  The Commission’s role will be advisory in nature.  They will receive quarterly updates on the progress of the implementation and attainment of program goals, and have the opportunity to ask questions and provide suggestions throughout the implementation timeframe.  In addition to their involvement in the evaluation, smaller working groups of the Commission will “adopt” a community and its partners to provide input and guidance, and observe implementation.  This will be achieved through participation in the existing local advisory committees already required by the NRI.  


Alternative Education Programs


	A significant amount of testimony was given on the importance of education and schools’ role in preventing youth from engaging in criminal and violent behavior.  Participants of the public hearings spoke passionately on the need to re-focus resources on after school programs, extend hours for schools and/or park district programs, and explore alternative education programs for un-enrolled adolescents.  The commissioners, in concurrence with the public, acknowledge the need to strategically allocate educational resources from early childhood through higher education. It is critical to work in partnership with state agencies to explore the expansion of alternative education programs that include, but are not limited to, charter school models, online education, vocational training, and skills-based education, for older youth who may be deeply deficient in comparison to their peers, and as a result, are more likely not to finish their education. Furthermore, this demographic is statistically more prone to be engaged in illegal activity. 


We recommend the following:


	Form a working group of commissioners to work with Illinois State Board of Education, the Chicago Public Schools, the East St. Louis Schools, and the Peoria area schools, as well as the Illinois Network of Charter Schools (INCS) to inventory existing programs for alternative education.  The purpose of this working group will be to complete a gap analysis using data from each school district and current available programs.  The gap analysis will be used to make recommendations for expansion and/or development of alternative education programs in targeted locations as a means of positively engaging out-of-school youth and those at risk for dropping out.  Following the gap analysis the Commission will recommend effective state and national performance based alternative education programs for expansion in Illinois for various age groups.  Recommended age levels and number of years out of school will have differentiated interventions to address educational needs, e.g. youth under 15 will have a goal to remain in or re-enroll in school; youth ages 16-18 will have a goal to complete assessment of skill gaps, and recommend alternative education models, youth older than 18 will have a goal to develop plans for high school completion while enrolled in an occupational program of study in a variety of settings, including community colleges environments.  


Statewide Mentoring Initiative


	The role of mentoring was highlighted throughout the entire testimony as a key to violence prevention and positive engagement for youth, as well as parents.  Mentoring as an effective technique for addressing the needs of at-risk youth living in inner city environments has been well documented as a best practice, but not without some indicators that demonstrate specific, concrete outcomes coming out of mentoring relationships (Garate-Serafini, Balcazar, Keys & Weitlauf, 2001).  Additional comments on this topic focused on the need to increase positive role models in local communities, the need to provide training and support to those becoming mentors, and providing incentives for young adults to become mentors.  State agencies, local partners, and community based programs offer a wide array of mentoring programs to various groups of youth.  One of the challenges is the lack of information on the true long-lasting impact of said mentoring programs and identifying the ones that are most effective for various types of youth. 	Families reported looking for appropriate mentoring programs in their communities and having limited information and access to these programs resulting in the continue need for positive role models and influence on at-risk youth.    


Given the large amount of testimony on this topic, the Commission recommends the development of a comprehensive statewide mentoring program over the next two years.  The goal of this statewide mentoring program is to provide expanded opportunities for youth and families at risk to benefit from local mentors that can serve as role models, advisors, tutors (if necessary), and/or advocates, by building a statewide network of mentors that can be accessed by anyone in the state.   The development of said programs requires the following steps:


· Assessment/inventory of all state supported mentoring programs, by type and geographic region





· Partnership with Institutions of Higher Education (community colleges and universities)


· To identify mentoring program models that are considered evidence-based or promising practices 


· To develop training program of mentors


· Recruit students to serve as mentors


· Develop incentives for students serving as mentors


· student loan rebates


· Practicum hours toward course completion





· Develop statewide outreach and education campaign on statewide mentoring program


· Develop pilot in targeted locations (2 per geographic location)


· Chicago & Northern Illinois


· Central


· Southern


· Assess pilot


· Expand statewide





· Establish/Identify an office to coordinate statewide mentoring program


· Manage referrals for mentors needed


· Promote existing mentoring programs and the establishment of new evidence-based programs


· Establish supports needed within state universities and community colleges for recruitment and capacity building of mentors


· Match youth to mentors


· Provide on-going technical assistance or linkages to technical assistance resources


· Evaluate program


DEVELOPMENT OF ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION FOR YOUTH 


De-criminalization of Drugs


Testimony provided included a considerable amount of compelling research related to the de-criminalization of drugs.  Testimony provided at every public hearing emphasized the need to re-appoint a taskforce to assess the implications of legalizing marijuana, and how it would affect drug trafficking and gang violence in targeted communities.  The Commission posed the following questions: what is the relationship between gun violence and marijuana dealing in a community? Are there other communities in the US where de-criminalization has resulted in a reduction in gun violence? If so, how are these communities comparable to Illinois communities? Why was the taskforce created by the legislature several years ago, not active?


At this time the Commission felt it did not have sufficient time and authority to re-activate an interagency council to examine this issue.  However, it is recommended that the General Assembly examine past legislation that created an interagency council to consider this issue and determine whether it is necessary to re-activate such a taskforce.  


Alternatives to Incarceration


	Testimony and statistical research regarding the incarceration of youth emphasizes that most youth offenders do not necessarily need to be formally processed and incarcerated. Such measures often times result in serious damage by disrupting the bonds and relationships that connect youth to their families and communities and may actually increase the chances that the youth will commit more crimes upon release, thereby decreasing public safety. Unfortunately, the penal system often errs on the side of formal handling and incarceration. Sentencing should take into account not only the seriousness of the offense but also the risk level of the youth to re-offend, the needs of the youth for services to avoid re-offending and the strengthening of the assets of the youth that act as protective factors to avoid further criminal behavior.  The confinement of low-level youth is detrimental to communities, costly for the State of Illinois, and may actually increase crime, despite a common public perception to the contrary. “The juvenile justice system was created both to hold young people accountable and to provide for their rehabilitation, yet the boundaries and distinctive features of juvenile justice have become dangerously unsettled in the past few decades” ( Models For Change Inc). 


	Specific recommendations are to reduce sentencing for first offenders; re-assess sentences for offenses that do not involve violence or weapons; provide incentives of drug rehabilitation programs, and community based organizations as alternatives to incarceration. Fully implement the “Redeploy Illinois” program. The commission will work with the Sentencing Policy Advisory Council, the Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) and the Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) to examine current legislation language on first time offenders and juvenile offenders.  The commission will work with the Risk, Assets, Needs Assessment (RANA) Task Force to promote statewide adoption of the RANA tool identified by the Task Force at all decision points in the juvenile and criminal justice systems.  Statewide adoption of the RANA will be promoted through public speaking by commissioners, distribution of information on multiple state agencies as well as the Anti-Violence website, and any materials produced and distributed by the commission moving forward.  Additionally, we recommend the expansion of mandated day programs for drug offense by 10%, including but not limited to first time offenders.





DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITIES IN CHALLENGED COMMUNITIES


Workforce Development


	The need for employment opportunities in underserved communities was well documented in the testimony provided.  This means the need for an expansion of job training programs and opportunities for out-of-school youth as well as families living in poverty.  In addition to the creation of jobs, individuals also highlighted the need to have alternative hours of operation for state employees providing direct services to communities in need.


	The specific recommendation for this area of the report focuses on the identification of critical work-force needs through an analysis of projected labor sectors.  Having this information will provide the commission with information needed to develop skills training programs in high need area that are non-traditional and accessible to individuals living in poverty.  Extensive testimony at the public hearings identified the significant need for economic revitalization of disadvantaged communities through employment and vocational education.  A large part of Illinois residents will never attend a four-year institution of higher education and the dropout rate in specific communities is significantly higher for certain groups.  By providing for vocational educational opportunities that focus on basic skills development and trade instruction, the commission will work with targeted state agency partners such as the Illinois Department of Employment Security (IDES) and the Illinois Community College Board (ICCB) to conduct authentic assessments of referred youth and young adults as they are matched to direct employment, and/or continued education.  


	Our Governor is known as the Jobs Governor and we will work to support the development of new employment opportunities that will be sustained over time for projected areas of need.  For example, the Affordable Care Act will require an expansion of health service providers and public health workers at entry level positions that are culturally and linguistically competent.  The commission will provide recommendations for targeted groups of potential skilled workers who may need further skills development and preparation for meaningful employment.

As your meet with principals and schools to identify schools for participation in the project, the following are some key ideas/topics that you may want to consider as they are important factors in the success of partnering with the school.  


The key domains to consider: 


Administrative Leadership and Engagement


· Principal/Administrative  Leadership and Commitment to Addressing Behavioral Health Needs of Student


· Principal Understanding of Community-School Collaboration and Partnership Model for this work 


School Staff Readiness for Implementing these Services


· Readiness and Willingness to Develop Selection and Enrollment Procedures for Students to Participate


Logistics and Support


For each domain, it will be useful to consider a number of specific factors/variables to help agency to evaluate readiness:


Administrative Leadership and Engagement


Principal Leadership and Commitment to Addressing Behavioral Health Needs of Student


· Is the principal is supportive of the project and the interventions that are being offered to students?


· Are there established universal (Tier I) practices in the school building that support the implementation of small group (Tier II) and intensive individualized services?


· Does the principal have prior knowledge or experience implementing evidence-based strategies in his/her school? 


· Is the principal willing to provide time on the professional development calendar for agency staff to educate the school staff about trauma, the services being offered, and the systems and processes that will support the direct service provision?


· Is the principal supportive of the student identification process and committed to facilitating teacher completion of assessment measures (e.g., SDQ, RFA, etc)?


Principal Understanding of Community-School Collaboration and Partnership Model for this work 


· Has the principal had a previous or ongoing partnership with a mental health agency providing SBMH services to students?


· Is the principal willing to provide time for the agency staff to meet with families, to orient them to the project and provide them with an overview of the impact of trauma on students?


· Does the principal aware of and agrees to agency personnel participating in ongoing supervision and training that may take him/her out of the building on his/her designated days in the building?


· Does the principal have a plan to integrate these services into the resources already in the building (i.e., are the resources being offered by the agency through this initiative duplicative of services already provided through school resources or do build on the resources to provide additional services and supports to students)?


· Is the principal willing to allow the school clinician(s)/counselor(s) to support implementation of the supports through co-facilitation and participation in the school-based team?


School Staff Readiness for and Engagement in Implementation of Services


· Is there a school-based team in place to assist in identifying students, reviewing referrals, assisting in assigning students to appropriate interventions in the building, and to assist in problem solving?


· Are the school-based clinicians engaged and supportive of working with the agency to provide the Tier II group interventions?


· Do the principal and school team either have an existing referral mechanism for referrals to outside agencies in place or are willing to work with the agency to develop a referral system?


Logistics and Support


· Is the principal willing to provide dedicate space in the building for the provision of the services and a locked cabinet to store materials?


· Is the principal willing to allow service provision during the school day – with the understanding that every effort will be made to avoid core academic subjects and to rotate schedules so that students repeatedly do not miss the same classes?

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY


The “Anti-Violence” Commission Report is a summary of the public testimony gathered through four statewide public hearings held on the following dates and in the following locations:


· September 13, 2010: Kennedy-King College, Chicago


· September 20, 2010: Arturo Velasquez Institute, Chicago


· September 28, 2010: 2200 E. Washington St, East Peoria


· October 14, 2010: 601 James R. Thompson Blvd, East St. Louis


This report includes a summary of broad categories of recommendations developed based on public hearing comments as well as research provided by partner groups, including but not limited to the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority and the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority.  As you review the report, please keep in mind that several of the recommendations will require the continued support of commission members in smaller working groups and working collaboratively with an increased number of State Government partners.  We make recommendations related to policy and legislation, revenue generating changes to fees for programs, and program development and/or expansion.  A number of the recommendations may be controversial and result in continued negotiation and discussion.  For this reason, the key recommendation we submit is the re-appointment of the Commission with a review of the commission members and allowing for the replacement of commissioners who have not been able to participate.  We recognize that all of the commissioners are Chicago based and recommend the inclusion of commissioners from other parts of the state.  


The broad categories presented for consideration in this report are:


· Analysis and Modernization of Firearm Legislation


· Performance Based Expansion of School and Community Based Programs


· Development of Alternatives to Incarceration for Youth


· Workforce Development


Each of these categories is includes an overview of the public comment, a summary of research and deliberation considered by the commission, and a set of specific recommendations.  There are appendices outlining an overview of all the recommendations, a proposed timeline, and proposed fee schedules and use of expected additional resources.

COMMISSION REPORT


Testimony and recommendations have been categorically separated into four broad subject areas.


ANALYSIS AND MODERNIZATION OF FIREARM LEGISLATION


Concealed Carry


There was considerable discussion on the topic of “concealed carry” in Illinois.  The testimony provided highlighted legislation in multiple states supporting concealed carry, and other states opposed to such provisions.  Despite the sensitivity of this subject, given that every commissioner had lost a family member to gun violence, all commissioners listened objectively, posed questions, and also conducted our own research which indicates that states with concealed carry laws and provisions also have more deaths.   We did not hear from any victims in support of concealed carry.  After much deliberation, our recommendation is as follows:


	At this time, this commission does not have any evidence to make specific recommendations regarding “concealed carry” legislation.  It is recommended instead that we continue to work with proponents of this policy to educated them on the reasons why our commission will not recommend the adoption of “concealed carry” for Illinois. 


 Firearm Ownership Identification Program (FOID )


The Illinois State Police (ISP) currently manages the Firearm Owner’s Identification Program (FOID) and Firearm Transfer Inquiry Program (FTIP).  Testimony regarding gun violence continuously suggested the need to update the current system in several ways; including but not limited to the time interval for renewal of FOID cards, the management of the program, and the data system that supports the ability of the program  program and its ability to interact with information from other state resources.  While it is unclear that FOID card issuance is or is not directly linked to use of guns in violent ways, Tthe commission and the public view this sees this program as a key component of ensuring that only law abiding citizens in good standing with the law and in a healthy state of mind are able to participate in this program thereby being allowed to obtain FOID cards and  own a firearms.  In addition, the commission understands that the transfer of guns purchased by FOID card members to others was noted as one of the sources of illegal possession of guns.  The transfer of ownership is managed by a different but related program called the FTIP which will be the main focus on our recommendation.  Public hearing participants and commissioners recommended enhancing information sharing and technology between ISP and the Department of Human Services, Division of Mental Health (DMH). This information would be used in the processing of individual background checks necessary to obtain a FOID card.   Specifically, there were numerous suggestions to adjust fees and processes associated with both the FOID and the FTIP programs.  Current FTIP fees are not in line with the national average.  The Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) has recommended the adjusted of the interval of FOID card renewal from ten to five years.   Another area of need identified by the commission with little regulation is the sale of ammunition.  Currently there are no requirements for purchasing ammunition.  There is no limit to the amount or type of ammunition that can be sold in one purchase.  Vendors are not required to ask for proof of a FOID or registration information and have little recourse if they are worried about selling ammunition to a specific customer.


In appendix XX you will find projected fee scenarios and potential revenue created from the proposed changes to the FTIP and FOID programs.  The recommendations are as follows: 


	The commission recommends three legislative bills to enhance the FOID program, the FTIP program and improve the monitoring of the sale of ammunition.


We propose to develop legislation that will adjust the interval of FOID card renewal to $10.00 for five year coverage.  This will mean that the fee will not change but rather the frequency which will allow for more recent checks on FOID cardholders.  We recommend that the additional revenue generated from these recommendation changes remain following the current distribution among the agencies responsible for management and oversight of this program.  This recommendation is not to generate revenue, but rather to follow the recommendation of the FBI to reduce the interval of time from ten years to five years.  This subgroup of the commission will work with ISP and DHS to develop policies and procedures that will result in the enhanced exchange of information from Mental Health records to ensure that all factors are considered before issuing and renewal of FOID permits. These recommendations will expand on the work that has already been done to create pathways for the exchange of information. The commission calls for automating the process for State Police to obtain daily lists of potential matches from the DHS mental health database.  This will further expedite the process and improve the collaboration between the two agencies. 


Currently the private transfer of firearms does not require registry with the transfer program.  The FTIP fees which are a national requirement need to more closely reflect the national average. We propose to amend the FTIP program in two ways: the increase of current fees for transfer of firearms and the mandatory requirement to pay a transfer fee when private firearm transfers occur.  This will be a fee paid for by the gun dealers and private owners each time there is a transfer of a firearm.  The current fee is extremely below the national average and the transfer of firearms without registry for transfer has the potential of giving greater access to individuals who may use them for violent acts. 


Appendix XX outlines our recommended projected fee and potential revenue created from the fee changes.  We recommend that 50% of the additional revenue generated from this fee increase be used to expand the effective components of the “Neighborhood Recovery Initiative” (NRI) in Chicago land, as well as other target areas of Illinois.  We recommend that 10% of the additional revenue be used to develop victim services and family survivor services to be managed by an identified state agency.  Lastly an additional 10% of the revenue to be used for expansion of community based youth services, including but not limited to a Statewide Mentoring program which will be described later on in this report.  The remaining amounts should be used to cover expenses from ISP to manage the program and maintain the system.


The third and final legislation we proposed is related to the sale of ammunition.  We propose new legislation that will require for vendors of ammunition to request customers to produce valid FOID card prior to completing the sale of ammunition.  We also recommend limiting the amount of ammunition in one purchase to xxx and levying a 1% tax on the sale of ammunition.  The proceeds of this tax will be used for the development and maintenance of performance based community programs.


Our last recommendation in this area is related to the analysis of statewide local ordinances further monitoring the sale, use and transfer of firearms.  A review of the City of Chicago requirements for purchase, registration and use of a firearm indicates a four-step process with explicit limitations on the use of handguns.  Current state law (PL 92-0238) requires that every local unity of government, municipality or county, with their own firearm ordinances submit all local policies for firearm registration and usage to the ISP.    Currently there are 38 municipalities with their own firearm ordinances.  We recommend that cities with high crime rates adopt city ordinances that exceed the state requirements for owning an registering firearms.  Using the City of Chicago’s ordinance the commissioners will travel the state to meet with local officials to present an analysis of their city ordinance with recommendations for changes.  Sample cities to be targeted in the first year of the Commission’s extension will include but not be limited to Aurora, Elgin, Evanston, Rockford, East St. Louis, Peoria.  The Commission will work with the Latino Family Commission and the African American Family Commission to achieve this recommendation.


PERFORMANCE BASED EXPANSION OF SCHOOL AND COMMUNITY PROGRAMS


Neighborhood Recovery Initiative


During the early phases of the existence of the, the commission noted broad recommendations that included the development of four components: 


· The creation of jobs and job training programs for at-risk youth and young adults and their families;


· Investment in alternative education and/or support  programs for out-of-school youth and those at-risk of being out-of-school;


· Increase in social and emotional support through individual and family counseling ; and


· Strong re-integration supports for youth and young adults exiting juvenile and adult correctional systems.


The response to these recommendations was the development of the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative (NRI) a Governor’s Office program that is being managed by the Illinois Violence Prevention Authority (IVPA).  The Commission has been involved with the NRI by providing input on the school-based counseling and youth programs components of the comprehensive model.  The commission feels strongly that having the voice of Commissioners representing a group of parents, children, and siblings that have lost a close family member to gun violence continuing to advise IVPA on the management of NRI is critical to its success.  The recommendation is as follows:


We recommend the Commission partner with the Governor’s office to provide advice and guidance on the evaluation of the impact of the NRI and the possibility for its continuation and potential expansion to other areas of the state.  The Commission’s role will be advisory in nature.  They will receive quarterly updates on the progress of the implementation and attainment of program goals, and have the opportunity to ask questions and provide suggestions throughout the implementation timeframe.  In addition to their involvement in the evaluation, smaller working groups of the Commission will “adopt” a community and its partners to provide input and guidance, and observe implementation.  This will be achieved through participation in the existing local advisory committees already required by the NRI.  


Alternative Education Programs


	A significant amount of testimony was given on the importance of education and schools’ role in preventing youth from engaging in criminal and violent behavior.  Participants of the public hearings spoke passionately on the need to re-focus resources on after school programs, extend hours for schools and/or park district programs, and explore alternative education programs for un-enrolled adolescents.  The commissioners, in concurrence with the public, acknowledge the need to strategically allocate educational resources from early childhood through higher education. It is critical to work in partnership with state agencies to explore the expansion of alternative education programs that include, but are not limited to, charter school models, online education, vocational training, and skills-based education, for older youth who may be deeply deficient in comparison to their peers, and as a result, are more likely not to finish their education. Furthermore, this demographic is statistically more prone to be engaged in illegal activity. 


We recommend the following:


	Form a working group of commissioners to work with Illinois State Board of Education, the Chicago Public Schools, the East St. Louis Schools, and the Peoria area schools, as well as the Illinois Network of Charter Schools (INCS) to inventory existing programs for alternative education.  The purpose of this working group will be to complete a gap analysis using data from each school district and current available programs.  The gap analysis will be used to make recommendations for expansion and/or development of alternative education programs in targeted locations as a means of positively engaging out-of-school youth and those at risk for dropping out.  Following the gap analysis the Commission will recommend effective state and national performance based alternative education programs for expansion in Illinois for various age groups.  Recommended age levels and number of years out of school will have differentiated interventions to address educational needs, e.g. youth under 15 will have a goal to remain in or re-enroll in school; youth ages 16-18 will have a goal to complete assessment of skill gaps, and recommend alternative education models, youth older than 18 will have a goal to develop plans for high school completion while enrolled in an occupational program of study in a variety of settings, including community colleges environments.  


Statewide Mentoring Initiative


	The role of mentoring was highlighted throughout the entire testimony as a key to violence prevention and positive engagement for youth, as well as parents.  Mentoring as an effective technique for addressing the needs of at-risk youth living in inner city environments has been well documented as a best practice, but not without some indicators that demonstrate specific, concrete outcomes coming out of mentoring relationships (Garate-Serafini, Balcazar, Keys & Weitlauf, 2001).  Additional comments on this topic focused on the need to increase positive role models in local communities, the need to provide training and support to those becoming mentors, and providing incentives for young adults to become mentors.  State agencies, local partners, and community based programs offer a wide array of mentoring programs to various groups of youth.  One of the challenges is the lack of information on the true long-lasting impact of said mentoring programs and identifying the ones that are most effective for various types of youth. 	Families reported looking for appropriate mentoring programs in their communities and having limited information and access to these programs resulting in the continue need for positive role models and influence on at-risk youth.    


Given the large amount of testimony on this topic, the Commission recommends the development of a comprehensive statewide mentoring program over the next two years.  The goal of this statewide mentoring program is to provide expanded opportunities for youth and families at risk to benefit from local mentors that can serve as role models, advisors, tutors (if necessary), and/or advocates, by building a statewide network of mentors that can be accessed by anyone in the state.   The development of said programs requires the following steps:


· Assessment/inventory of all state supported mentoring programs, by type and geographic region





· Partnership with Institutions of Higher Education (community colleges and universities)


· To identify mentoring program models that are considered evidence-based or promising practices 


· To develop training program of mentors


· Recruit students to serve as mentors


· Develop incentives for students serving as mentors


· student loan rebates


· Practicum hours toward course completion





· Develop statewide outreach and education campaign on statewide mentoring program


· Develop pilot in targeted locations (2 per geographic location)


· Chicago & Northern Illinois


· Central


· Southern


· Assess pilot


· Expand statewide





· Establish/Identify an office to coordinate statewide mentoring program


· Manage referrals for mentors needed


· Promote existing mentoring programs and the establishment of new evidence-based programs


· Establish supports needed within state universities and community colleges for recruitment and capacity building of mentors


· Match youth to mentors


· Provide on-going technical assistance or linkages to technical assistance resources


· Evaluate program


DEVELOPMENT OF ALTERNATIVES TO INCARCERATION FOR YOUTH 


De-criminalization of Drugs


Testimony provided included a considerable amount of compelling research related to the de-criminalization of drugs.  Testimony provided at every public hearing emphasized the need to re-appoint a taskforce to assess the implications of legalizing marijuana, and how it would affect drug trafficking and gang violence in targeted communities.  The Commission posed the following questions: what is the relationship between gun violence and marijuana dealing in a community? Are there other communities in the US where de-criminalization has resulted in a reduction in gun violence? If so, how are these communities comparable to Illinois communities? Why was the taskforce created by the legislature several years ago, not active?


At this time the Commission felt it did not have sufficient time and authority to re-activate an interagency council to examine this issue.  However, it is recommended that the General Assembly examine past legislation that created an interagency council to consider this issue and determine whether it is necessary to re-activate such a taskforce.  


Alternatives to Incarceration


	Testimony and statistical research regarding the incarceration of youth emphasizes that most youth offenders do not necessarily need to be formally processed and incarcerated. Such measures often times result in serious damage by disrupting the bonds and relationships that connect youth to their families and communities and may actually increase the chances that the youth will commit more crimes upon release, thereby decreasing public safety. Unfortunately, the penal system often errs on the side of formal handling and incarceration. Sentencing should take into account not only the seriousness of the offense but also the risk level of the youth to re-offend, the needs of the youth for services to avoid re-offending and the strengthening of the assets of the youth that act as protective factors to avoid further criminal behavior.  The confinement of low-level youth is detrimental to communities, costly for the State of Illinois, and may actually increase crime, despite a common public perception to the contrary. “The juvenile justice system was created both to hold young people accountable and to provide for their rehabilitation, yet the boundaries and distinctive features of juvenile justice have become dangerously unsettled in the past few decades” ( Models For Change Inc). 


	Specific recommendations are to reduce sentencing for first offenders; re-assess sentences for offenses that do not involve violence or weapons; provide incentives of drug rehabilitation programs, and community based organizations as alternatives to incarceration. Fully implement the “Redeploy Illinois” program. The commission will work with the Sentencing Policy Advisory Council, the Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) and the Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) to examine current legislation language on first time offenders and juvenile offenders.  The commission will work with the Risk, Assets, Needs Assessment (RANA) Task Force to promote statewide adoption of the RANA tool identified by the Task Force at all decision points in the juvenile and criminal justice systems.  Statewide adoption of the RANA will be promoted through public speaking by commissioners, distribution of information on multiple state agencies as well as the Anti-Violence website, and any materials produced and distributed by the commission moving forward.  Additionally, we recommend the expansion of mandated day programs for drug offense by 10%, including but not limited to first time offenders.





DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITIES IN CHALLENGED COMMUNITIES


Workforce Development


	The need for employment opportunities in underserved communities was well documented in the testimony provided.  This means the need for an expansion of job training programs and opportunities for out-of-school youth as well as families living in poverty.  In addition to the creation of jobs, individuals also highlighted the need to have alternative hours of operation for state employees providing direct services to communities in need.


	The specific recommendation for this area of the report focuses on the identification of critical work-force needs through an analysis of projected labor sectors.  Having this information will provide the commission with information needed to develop skills training programs in high need area that are non-traditional and accessible to individuals living in poverty.  Extensive testimony at the public hearings identified the significant need for economic revitalization of disadvantaged communities through employment and vocational education.  A large part of Illinois residents will never attend a four-year institution of higher education and the dropout rate in specific communities is significantly higher for certain groups.  By providing for vocational educational opportunities that focus on basic skills development and trade instruction, the commission will work with targeted state agency partners such as the Illinois Department of Employment Security (IDES) and the Illinois Community College Board (ICCB) to conduct authentic assessments of referred youth and young adults as they are matched to direct employment, and/or continued education.  


	Our Governor is known as the Jobs Governor and we will work to support the development of new employment opportunities that will be sustained over time for projected areas of need.  For example, the Affordable Care Act will require an expansion of health service providers and public health workers at entry level positions that are culturally and linguistically competent.  The commission will provide recommendations for targeted groups of potential skilled workers who may need further skills development and preparation for meaningful employment.
