This reduces services
available to students in 18 of Chicago's highest risk communities by ~$4.5M per year.  This
provided evidence based CBT interventions to more than 2100 Chicago students last year
(end in June, 2012).  That is approximately the same number of students who received
services via CPS staff, so effectively reduces capacity in the City of Chicago by 50% as
violence is increasing.

continued after October 31st.   Jack Cutrone, ICJIA Executive Director, indicated that
part of the SBC decision was based on CPS and other districts  having some  level of
existing counseling capacity within the schools.

Just to update you and fill in a little more of the details from yesterday –
 
We are expecting the last two of the lead agency applications in today and will be making a decision
on Monday and notifying the agencies involved.  As of now, we are looking to name  a lead agency
in  Woodlawn  and are getting or have gotten applications from Children’s Home & Aid, Black United
Fund and the Woodlawn Preservation and Investment organization.  As to East Garfield UCAN will
be lead and that is already done, Hermosa (Fellowship Connection- done), Maywood (Proviso
Leyden…PLCCA-done).
 
As to Pilsen/Little Village – we can talk more later but wanted to fill you in a little bit.  Mike
Rodriguez stated very emphatically quite a number of times that removing them as lead, and
especially as to consolidating Pilsen/Little Village with another area was “unacceptable.”  In my
conversation with him I also said that part of the decision was based on performance and that while
Enlace had performed well as a provider which we intended to continue, suggesting that might
soften his disappointment somewhat, he said that Enlace had been reporting timely and accurately,
but he did acknowledge that there may have been some problems with subs.  I did speak with Lorri
thereafter and she reaffirmed that Enlace had been a problem as far as reporting and further
pointed out correctly, that if their subs were a problem, it was really Enlace’s obligation to correct
that situation anyway.

2. Briefly describe why you think your organization would be a good partner for this program component (answer for each component you are interested in).





Children’s Home + Aid would be an excellent Lead Agency of the Woodlawn Neighborhood Recovery Initiative, based on the organization’s history of leading similar service coalitions and success in achieving improved outcomes for youth. Children’s Home + Aid has strong relationships with important Woodlawn stakeholders. Alderman Cochran supports Children’s Home + Aid to be the lead NRI agency in Woodlawn. Additionally, Children’s Home + Aid has a longstanding relationship with KLEO, a prominent organization serving the Woodlawn community. KLEO is a partner in the Englewood Neighborhood Recovery Initiative. 





[bookmark: _GoBack]Children’s Home + Aid has been the Lead Agency of the Englewood Neighborhood Recovery Initiative since the program’s inception, and has successfully administered the program components and strengthened the Advisory Committee. The Initiative has seen continued support from all five of the Aldermen serving the Englewood area including Wards 3, 6, 15, 16 and 20. In year 2, the Englewood Neighborhood Recovery Initiative created mentoring jobs for 117 youth and 26 adults in Englewood and created parent leadership jobs for 50 adults in Englewood. The School-Based Counseling component secured a contract to provide trauma-informed counseling services in 6 Englewood elementary schools. Based on this success, State Senator Jacqueline Collins recommended Children’s Home + Aid for an IVPA special projects grant for violence prevention, which was awarded. 





Children’s Home + Aid will replicate this success as the Lead Agency of the Woodlawn Neighborhood Recovery Initiative.








3. Describe your experience providing similar services to the target population for each component you are interested in.





Children’s Home + Aid has significant experience in both leading service coalitions and serving low-income, at-risk youth. 





Starting in 2012, Children’s Home + Aid has provided the state-funded Comprehensive Community-Based Youth Services (CCBYS) program on the south side of Chicago, and has provided this program in Madison and St. Clair Counties since 1982. The CCBYS program serves youth at risk, runaways, and locked out youth. The program is designed to preserve and reunify families, preventing placement in the state foster care system, or further penetration into the criminal justice system. Children’s Home + Aid maintains the highest success rate in reuniting children with their families and in preventing their involvement in the State Child Welfare system and the juvenile court system. 





In Chicago, Children’s Home + Aid is the lead agency in the Englewood Safety NetWorks Coalition, which provides anti-violence programming to over 400 youth ages 10-21 in the Englewood community of Chicago. 





Children’s Home + Aid has extensive experience in providing primary mental health programs in both the school and community setting. The Encuentro and Bridges programs, both implemented in Chicago, provide comprehensive and coordinated multi-system services for severely emotionally disturbed children, ages three to seventeen, who meet DSM-IV criteria, and their families.





Children’s Home + Aid is the lead nonprofit partner in 10 CPS K-12th grade schools, providing in-school and after-school mental health counseling and enrichment activities through the Community Schools Initiative. 





Children’s Home + Aid was selected by the Illinois Department of Child and Family Services to implement the Excellence Academy, extended-day program serving 50 adolescents in foster care. The Excellence Academy provides after-school academic, social-emotional, and family support to adolescent youth in foster care placements, ensuring that youth have the support and skills necessary to successfully transition to adulthood. The goals of the Excellence Academy are to help youth remain stable in their foster placements, graduate from high school, and secure employment or enter a post-secondary institution. The ultimate objective is to help youth avoid the prevalent risks faced by youth aging out of foster care, such as incarceration, homelessness, and untreated mental illness. 





4. Describe your organization's fiscal and management capacity to coordinate each program component you are interested in.





Children’s Home + Aid is a multi-million dollar not-for-profit organization that is a state-wide Agency but locally managed to ensure that needed services are delivered in the identified community. Our staff  have the benefit of a Human Resources and Training department, whose staff manage all background checks and needed documentation for employees as well as providing training in CPR, safety, and other topics relevant to practice. Our newly rehabbed building on Marshfield Avenue houses staff and has space for meetings, group/family sessions, and individual sessions if needed. 





Children’s Home + Aid has established an internal control system that includes mechanisms for: review by the governing body’s audit committee; management review by more than one individual; assurance that management directives are carried out; prevention of error, mismanagement, or fraud; safeguarding and verification of assets; and segregation of duties to the extent possible. The safeguard and control of all Children’s Home + Aid assets is the responsibility of senior management with oversight from the Board of Trustees. The Finance and Audit Committee of the Board of Trustees oversees the financial reporting process. 





Children’s Home + Aid is in the process of converting to a secure database system, Efforts To Outcomes (ETO), to enhance our ability to evaluate the effectiveness of our programs. The collection of data and opportunity to run a variety of reports will allow for more sophisticated data analysis and aid in the further development of effective services for students and families.

Approximately 85 percent of Children’s Home + Aid’s 55 million dollar agency budget consists of public funding, and Children’s Home + Aid is experienced in grant administration.  Children’s Home + Aid is funded through the Illinois Department of Human Services (DHS) to provide Medicaid-funded counseling services in a variety of programs and the Illinois Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) for child welfare services. Children’s Home + Aid has funding through the Chicago Public School system for school-based counseling services and state and federal funding for Early Head Start, Head Start, and preschool programs. The agency is funded through the US Department of Justice, Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention to provide youth services, and holds a grant from the US Department of Health and Human Services to administer a Teen Pregnancy Prevention program, among other federal grants. 








6. Describe your organization's experience with conducting collaborative projects with other organizations in the community.








Children’s Home + Aid has a wealth of experience collaborating with organizations to serve communities on the South side of Chicago. Some collaborations that have been entered into are: Young Men Christian Leadership Breakfast; Demoiselle le Semme (Urban Coalition for Girls); Feed, Clothe and Help the Needy; CAPS; Team Work Englewood; Englewood Safety Net; Salvation Army; Mitzi Freidheim Early Childhood Services; and Chicago Public Schools. Children’s Home + Aid was recently awarded a five-year contract to provide the Carrera Adolescent Pregnancy Prevention Program. This funding will begin in 2011 and will allow for more collaborative work within the community to provide services to middle school-age girls in three Englewood Schools. 


Children’s Home + Aid has experience in both being the lead agency as well as working in a partner role providing services in a collaborative manner. Children’s Home + Aid is also looking at expanding our collaborative projects as the Lead Agency in the Woodlawn Neighborhood Recovery Initiative.

During its 27 years of service to Illinois nonprofit organizations, BUFI has provided both grant support and technical and capacity building assistance to dozens of organizations that improve the quality of life for disadvantaged youth, children and families. BUFI is one of the pioneer organizations involved in the workplace giving campaigns statewide and nationally, paving the way for hundreds of affiliate organizations to come under their funding and technical assistance “umbrella” for more than two decades.  As Lead Agency for both Safety Net Works and the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative, Black United Fund of Illinois demonstrates a minimum of four years of directly related experience in overseeing the delivery of services as well as the management and monitoring of subcontractor funding, budgets and on-line data entry through the ETO System. In addition to providing oversight to the Mentoring + jobs and Parent leadership Programs, BUFI served as both Lead Agency and Coordinating Partner for Reentry Program activities in South Shore for the past two years.


3. Describe your experience providing similar services to the target population for each component you are interested in.



As Lead Agency for both Safety Net Works and the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative, Black United Fund of Illinois demonstrates a minimum of four years of directly related experience in overseeing the delivery of services as well as the management and monitoring of subcontractor funding , budgets and on-line data entry through the ETO System. Additional attributes that highlight our meeting the criteria of the program components which we seek to manage in the Woodlawn community are indicated below:



MENTORING PLUS JOBS: In addition to the funding, technical assistance and monitoring of nonprofit organizations that provide mentoring, pre-employment  and life-skills training to youth through Safety Net Works and NRI, BUFI has provided capacity building assistance, training and funding support to hundreds of youth service organizations throughout the State of Illinois during its 27 year existence.


PARENT LEADERSHIP ACTION NETWORK: BUFI’s work with neighborhood parents is not limited to the Parent Leadership (PLAN) Program.  Staff and board members at BUFI have a rich history of community organizing and advocacy efforts that unite nonprofit leaders, parents, educators, business owners, clergy students, youth and seniors. Two historic examples were the organizing efforts included the movement in the late 1970’s to keep South Shore Bank in the neighborhood and to transform the South Shore Country Club into the South Shore Cultural Center. A more recent example was the movement to establish an international baccalaureate college preparatory curriculum in the newly constructed South Shore High School. 


REENTRY:  Prior to the formal implementation of a Reentry Program in 2010 through the Neighborhood Recovery Initiative, BUFI had its outreach staff working the streets to intervene in gang-active pockets of South Shore.  Using what they called “mini-meals” – meet-and-greet events for neighborhood residents that provided them with free food and beverages along with non-threatening staff with a caring attitude and a cadre of referral resources – BUFI successfully attracted many youth and young adults from the corner to education programs, employment opportunities, counseling, housing and a better life for themselves and their families.


4. Describe your organization's fiscal, management and program capacity to implement each program component you are interested in.



Black United Fund of Illinois (BUFI), Inc. is a 501 (c) (3) not-for-profit organization for social change. Incorporated in 1985, BUFI was founded on the principles of self-help, mutual aid and voluntary civic participation. Headquartered in the South Shore community of Chicago, BUFI is a statewide organization whose mission is: To improve the quality of life through reliance on self-help at the local community level. BUFI provides funding, technical assistance and supportive services to non-profit agencies and programs to support their growth and self-sufficiency. Since its inception, BUFI has assisted more than 500 organizations in building their capacity. BUFI has also been instrumental in building and coordinating coalitions, working collectively to address community concerns.  



In January 2008, CONNECTS@ South Shore was launched by BUFI with a grant from the Safety Net Works program of the Illinois Department of Human Services. CONNECTS is the Coalition of Organizational, Neighborhood and Network Empowerment through Culture, Talent and Spirituality, a youth violence prevention initiative designed to reduce violence among youth ages 12 through 24 in 17 target communities statewide including South Shore. CONNECTS, with BUFI as the lead agency, coordinates coalitional resources that provide services and supportive assistance to youth and families for a safe and secure environment, fostering healthy growth and development. With the launching of CONNECTS, BUFI initiated youth leadership, recreation and violence prevention programs as part of the Safety Net Works Program. As Lead Agency for Safety Net Works in South Shore, BUFI demonstrated the fiscal, management and program capacity to serve as Lead Agency for the Governor’s Neighborhood Recovery Initiative when it was implemented in 23 Chicago area communities in the fall of 2010.


The fiscal, management and program capacity of BUFI has demonstrated capability of serving both South shore as well as its surrounding neighborhoods. In 2010, BUFI was awarded a contract of $614,000 from Chicago Public Schools to provide Safe Passages – Neighborhood Watch services to three high schools two in South Shore (South Shore HS and South shore International HS) and one in the surrounding community of South Chicago (Chicago Vocational Career Academy). The contract was increased in 2012 to $1.3 M for services to six schools, the existing three and three new communities and schools; Beverly (Morgan Park HS), Roseland (Fenger HS) and Washington Heights (Julian HS).

6. Describe your organization's experience with conducting collaborative projects with other organizations in the community.



For almost 12 years BUFI has been engaged in the work of affecting the educational system in South Shore to strategically transform it into a high achieving environment for students.  From 2000-03, BUFI served as an external partner in collaboration with three other organizations to turn the campus of South Shore High School into four small high schools and then assisted the School of Technology in its early development. 


For two years (FY 2007-2008) Black United Fund of Illinois was contracted by the Illinois Department of Public Health to serve as the Monitoring and Evaluation entity for grantees funded through the African-American HIV/AIDS Response Fund. In addition to monitoring compliance to funding scopes of service by the more than 50 grantees, BUFI also provided them with some technical assistance and worked collaboratively to develop trainings and workshops. 


BUFI is also a founding member and active participant of the South Shore Chamber, Inc., a civic organization made up of several dozen local businesses concerned with the economic and physical growth of the community.  BUFI continues to work with the Chamber to meet the challenges of enhancing the community’s economic health.  



In January 2008, CONNECTS@ South Shore was launched by BUFI as a youth violence prevention initiative designed to reduce violence among youth ages 12 through 24. CONNECTS, with BUFI as the lead agency, coordinates coalitional resources that provide services and supportive assistance to youth and families for a safe and secure environment, fostering healthy growth and development. With the launching of CONNECTS, BUFI initiated youth leadership, recreation and violence prevention programs directly through a Youth Organizer on staff and coalitionally through members and subcontracting partner agencies. Partners in South Shore include Amani-Trinity, ABJ Community Services, Amer-I-Can, Illinois, Inc., The Nation of Islam, Chicago Youth Centers – Rebecca Crown Center, Global Girls, Inc., Chicago Police Department, Coalition for Improved Education in South Shore, South Shore Planning and Preservation Coalition, Impact Ministries, New Spiritual Light Youth Development, Ray of Hope Center of the Arts, Center for Community Development, eta Creative Arts Foundation, Come Alive Ministries, Serving At-Risk Families (SARF), South Shore Chamber and Healing to Heal Another.


In the Woodlawn community, BUFI has partnered with The Woodlawn Organization for Summer Youth Employment during the summers of 2009 and 2010.  The Brotherhood is a Woodlawn based nonprofit – one of several organizations to whom we provide fiscal agency services. The University of Chicago has partnered with BUFI on several projects including 2012 Summer Youth Employment and a 2009 research study as part of a process to implement Promise Zones in Chicago neighborhoods similar to the Harlem Children’s Zone in New York.
