ASTHMA CONTROL SUGGESTIONS

• Keep home clean

• Properly maintain heating, ventilation and air  
 condition systems by regularly changing   
 filters and cleaning humidifiers.  Use high   
 efficiency particle filters to remove particles   
 from the indoor environment. 

• Relative humidity in the home should be   
 less than 60 percent.  If humidifiers are used  
 in the home, change the water daily and   
 clean the tank weekly to prevent bacteria   
 and mold growth.

• Avoid the use of pesticides in the home.  Use  
 non-chemical methods of control, such as   
 traps, when possible.  

• Immediately replace or clean building   
 materials that have been water damaged.

• Do not allow cigarette smoking in your   
 home.  Avoid second-hand smoke.

Employment opportunities
 Veterans receive preference in state 

government hiring.

preference to veterans when hiring 
for projects funded with state tax 
dollars.

 Veterans on leave from their job 
and who have been honorably 
discharged may return to work with 
full restoration of seniority and all 
other employee benefits.

 The Veterans Outreach Program 
provides employment and 
counseling services to veterans. 
For more information, contact the 
Department of Veterans Affairs at 
800-437-9824.

Housing assistance
 Veterans qualifying for federal 

disability benefits are eligible for 
up to $4,100 in home remodeling 
assistance.  

 Grants to help Illinois veterans buy 
or rent homes are available through 
the Department of Commerce and 
Economic Opportunity. Home loans 
are available the U.S. Department of 
Veterans Affairs.

 Disabled veterans are allowed a 
property tax exemption of up to 
$70,000 to purchase or construct 
specially adapted housing.

Educational opportunities
 The Illinois Veterans Grant offers 

free tuition and fees at any state 

university or community college. 
Contact the Illinois Student 
Assistance Commission at 800-899-
ISAC or visit www.collegezone.com 
for more information.

 Veterans’ children between the ages 
of 10 and 18 are eligible for up to 
$250 per school year to help with 
their education.

 Children of wartime veterans may 
be eligible for free tuition at the 
University of Illinois. Each county 
in the state may annually send one 
student to the university under the 
honorary scholarship. 

 MIA/POW scholarships are available 
to all dependents of Illinois veterans 
listed as prisoners of war or missing 
in action. Free tuition is offered at 
any state university for four years of 
full-time enrollment or equivalent 
part-time coursework.  

Admission to veterans 
homes expanded

 Honorably discharged Illinois Guard 
members receive admission to 
veterans homes in Anna, Quincy, 
Manteno or La Salle if the veteran 
has been retired for 20 years. 
Reservists who have completed 20 
years of service also qualify.

 Illinois veterans of a recognized 
wartime period and their spouses 
may also qualify for admittance to 
the Quincy facility. Veterans with 
one year of peacetime service may 
qualify for domiciliary care.
