W nust also recognize that from
tinme to time a contractor m ght have a problem but could
resurrect thenselves, perhaps convince |IDOTl or CMS that
they're not going to do this again and we wanted to nmake
sure we put enough teeth in the law to get the bad appl es
out but also give state agencies the discretion to do what

they feel is appropriate after a period of tine."

So, | think it would be on a case by case basis as
to what type of injury or accident the individual fire
fighter would have and whether he or she was killed in the
line of duty. | think that would be the biggest note on
what the inpact would be."

undergo the x-rays procedure, because of the downsides of
x-ray and so forth."

Mffitt: "It's held until there is court action on it, and so
then the court's going to decide, 'yes you the taxpayer are
entitled to a refund or no you're not', and then if you're
entitled to a refund, you get sone noney back.

As aresult, there is a group of people who bought
their nobile homes prior to 1991. They bought nobile hones
that had unpaid real...unpaid taxes due. There was no way
for these people to have known that these wunpaid taxes
existed. This year, WII County and several other counties
t hroughout the state are aggressively trying to collect
t hese unpai d taxes, but sone of these taxes relate to a
prior owner, a prior owner that these people had no
knowl edge, had not paid their taxes. House Bill 1444
attenpts to correct that situation. It specifically
provi des that the people...owners of nobile hones are only
liable for the taxes that accrued while they owned the
homes, that they have no liability for the taxes that
accrued while the prior owner had title to the nobile hone.
We ask for your favorable consideration of this Bill."

People will not
car-pool and they will not use <carpool |anes wunless you
give them an incentive to do it. Wuat this wwuld do is
require fromjust 7:00 a.m to 9:00 am and 3:00 p.m to
6:00 p.m that you have to have at |east two people in the
car. The next argunent that people made was that if you
have car pool lanes, you're going to backlog the I|ocal
| anes even nore than they already are. That is true in one
condition and one condition only and that is if nobody uses
the car pool lanes. |If you give people the incentive to
use the carpool |anes by having |ower travel tinmes, the
express lanes will nove faster and the local Ilanes wll
move faster as well. And it is a key point here because
there will be fewer cars on the road. |In addition, to the
reduced travel tine, you have fewer em ssions, so it's a
strong environnental Bill. There's less traffic on the

Black: "Well, I think that's a great idea because these 23,000
truants are going to get left behind, and if we don't
encourage themto get that education and to sonehow regain
their interest in that education, these kids are dooned in
all probability in the 21st century.

"There are other forms of contenpt that one can be...you
could be found in contenpt for just failure to pay support
right now, is ny understanding. |Is that civil contenpt?"

"There is civil contenpt in a civil case and crimnal
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contenpt in a crimnal case."

"My failure to pay child support when you are pursuing
summary crimnal contenpt, is the state's attorney's office
going to pursue that?"

"No, this isn't something that would be pursued by the
state's attorney's office. This would be given by a judge
in a case where, in the judge's opinion a deadbeat parent
has been brought back tinme and tine again and is unwilling
to pay support that they could afford to pay. This covers
a situation where the judge |ooks the person in the eye and
says, 'Look, vyou can afford to pay your child support but
you' re refusing to pay your child support.” And in other
states that have this kind of law, it's amazing how fast
the people pay. As soon as you say to them 'If you don't
give ne a check in five hours, you're going to jail in five
hours." Sonehow that person that said they couldn't pay,

conmes up with the noney."

"And Lou, we're...l don't disagree wth that, | guess
maybe the different counties from where we cone, in
Kendall, our judges are doing that right now They send

them over to court to the jail and say, 'For the $5,000 or
$3200 vyou can get out', and you're right, mracul ously the
nmoney shows. And | don't know why, | don't think there is
any problemwith this. The only other issue |I'm concerned,
not concerned, but what kicks in the |icense suspension and
what all is affected? Wat areas...what professions are
affected? Do you | ose your |license as an attorney?"

"You could |l ose your license as an attorney. Any |icense
the state gives. The purpose of this, Representative, is
to go after just that kind of person, the white collar
deadbeat, if you will.

So, no, you don't need to go through that process and
that's part of what the Bill is for. The purpose of this
i s because we know that there are many child support cases
that cone into court 10 tinmes, 12 tines, 20 tinmes, and the
person still doesn't pay. They have every manner or reason
of defense, any excuse in the book for not paying and this
woul d give the judge one nore tool to say, 'Look, I'mtired
of your excuses. | know you can pay.' This wouldn't
happen in a situation where the person really cannot pay.

Does a sunmmary crim nal
proceeding as conpared to a civil contenpt proceedi ng nean
that there just is no due process afforded whatsoever, in
case there is an legitimte defense?"

MGQuire: "Well, M. Lawer, I'll agree that the increase should
go to the personal assistants, but the vendors are their
bosses, and they are the ones that make the contracts wth
the State of |Illinois, and they claim that a certain
percentage of that noney has to go to their adm nistration,
just as our good friend Saviano said an hour or tw ago
wth his increase, sone of it has to go to the vendors
before it goes to the personal assistants.™
