The Gentl eman indicates he does not
wish to nove the Bill. M. Flider, you re the Sponsor of
Senate Bill 96. D d you wish to nove the Bill? M. derk,
what is the status of the Bill?”

Clerk Rossi: “Senate Bill 96, a Bill for an Act in relation to
transportation. Second Reading of this Senate Bill.
Amendnent #1 was adopted in comittee. No Mdtions have

been filed. Fl oor Amendnent #2, offered by Representative
Fl i der, has been approved for consideration.”

Speaker Madigan: “M. Flider on the Anendnent.”

Flider: “Thank you, M. Speaker. The intent of Senate Bill 96
is to create the offense of aggravated DU for individuals
who cause the death of another individual in a vehicle
accident where intoxication was the approximate cause of
t he accident. And the need for this legislation is that
the [Illinois Supreme Court had invalidated certain
provi sions which previously had been utilized by state’s
att or neys. House Anendnent #2 is a...an Amendnent that was
suggested by the Cook County State’'s Attorney and it’s a
clarification Arendnment and what it does is it changes the

sentence for the offense of aggravated DU from 3 to 13
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years and from6 to 16 years of inprisonment with regard to
an offender. And the purpose is to nake the sentence equal
to the sentence for reckless homcide and thus avoid a
proportionality problem This...the.. And | would encourage
your approval of Amendnent #2.”

Speaker Madi gan: “The Gentleman noves the adoption of the
Amendnent . Those in favor say ‘aye ; those opposed say
‘no’. The ‘ayes’ have it. The Amendnent is adopted. Are

there any further Amendnents?”

Clerk Rossi: “Fl oor Anendnment #3, offered by Representative
Fl i der, has been approved for consideration.”

Speaker Madigan: “M. Flider.”

Flider: “Thank you, M. Speaker. House Anendment #3 is sinply
a texical...a technical Anmendnent in that it fixes a problem
with truth-in-sentencing by altering all of the sections

that are required to be subject to the offense of truth-in-

sentencing. |’'d encourage your adoption.”

Speaker Madi gan: “The Gentleman noves for the adoption of the
Amendnent . Those in favor say ‘aye’ ; those opposed say
‘no’. The ‘ayes’ have it. The Anendnent is adopted. Are

there any further Anmendnents?”

Clerk Rossi: “No further Anendnents.”

Speaker Madi gan: “Third Readi ng. M. Mlaro, did you wish to
nmove 153? M. derk, what is the status of the Bill?”

Clerk Rossi: “Senate Bill 153, a Bill for an Act in relation to
| ocal governnent. Second Reading of this Senate Bill.
Amendnent #1 was adopted in committee. No Motions have
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been fil ed. Fl oor Amendnent #2, offered by Representative
Col vin, has been approved for consideration.”

Speaker Madigan: “M. Mdlaro.”

Mol ar o: “Thank vyou. | see Representative Colvin is in the
chanmber at his chair. He put on this Amendnent wthout
telling me upfront, but | forgave himand | allowed himto
proceed wth his Amrendnent. But, however, |'m gonna |et
him explain his Amendnent if that...if the Chair will allow
t hat . Representative Colvin, are you ready, Sir? Wy
don’t you put your light on, Sir and may be the..!

Col vi n: “The Amendnent to Senate Bill #2 essentially does two
t hi ngs. One, it provides that community colleges be

treated as nunicipalities, so they would be subject to the

provisions of the Public Building Conmssions Act. In
addition, it deals with bond... excuse me, |’m sorry. It
deals with bid limt increases. In other words, it would

allow for city colleges to, excuse ne, those who are
subject to the Public Building Comrission to raise their

bidding limt increases from$5 thousand to 25 thousand.”

Speaker Madi gan: “M. Colvin noves for the adoption of the
Amendnent . And on that question, the Chair recognizes M.
Par ke.”

Par ke: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WIl the Sponsor of the
Amendnent s yi el d?”

Speaker Madi gan: “Sponsor yi el ds. Sponsor of the Amendnent
yield.”

Par ke: “Now, your first Anendnment changes the way conmmunity

col |l eges are viewed, in what way?”
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Col vi n: “No, what it does is it allows that the provisions
under the Public Building Conmmssions Act to cover
community colleges, as well. In other words, so comunity
coll eges are asked to be treated as nunicipalities the sane
way court houses and those other entities that are covered
under the Public Building Comm ssions Act.”

Par ke: “Can you give us an exanple of why this is necessary?
What is wong and needs to be corrected wth this
Amendnent ?”

Colvin: *“l1 don’t think there’s anything that’s wong, in fact |
should say that this Anendnent becones the Bill, so what |
j ust explained becones the entirety of the Bill.”

Parke: “M . Speaker, | cannot hear the Gentleman’s comments.”

Speaker Madi gan: “Ladies and CGentlenen, if we could give our
attention to M. Colvin and M. Parke. M. Colvin.”

Colvin: “Wat | was saying was, the Arendnent becones the Bill
so the two provisions | laid out becomes the on... the
essence of the entire Bill. But for city colleges what it
woul d eventually do would help to extend bonding authority
those...to those entities, as well, and any other effects of
the Public Building Comm ssions Act would be subject to
community colleges. This was an initiative of the Chicago
City colleges which will give them another way perhaps
somewhere in the future to raise additional funds, but it
woul d only be done through...you d have to ask perm ssion of
the voters, nunber one and nunber two, the bond limt

increases from 5 thousand to 25 thousand. Excuse ne,
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Representative Parke, it would be done through a referendum
for that bonding authority.”

Par ke: “Well, do you have any estimate of what this will cost
and who will pay for this shifting of status?”

Colvin: *“There is no...there is nothing to be paid, all they are
sinply asking is to be treated under the provisions of...all
they’'re asking is to be treated under provisions of the
Public Building Commissions Act. So, in other words, that
Act would just be extending to city colleges.”

Par ke: “Well, now you ve nentioned city colleges and you’ ve
mentioned community <colleges. Does this only apply to
Chi cago city coll eges and Chicago community col | eges?”

Colvin: “No, Sir.”

Parke: “It applies evenly throughout the State of Illinois?”

Colvin: “Yes.”

Parke: “To all community coll eges?”

Colvin: *“Yes.”

Par ke: “Now, | do not see that the community colleges have
wei ghed in on this Amendnent. Do you know how they stand
on it?”

Colvin: “They're in support of the Bill.”

Parke: “Do you know if there is anybody in opposition to your
| egi sl ati on?”

Col vi n: “No one has cone to ny know edge... no one has cone
forward in opposition.”

Par ke: “Well, it says here that it provides in the definition
of nmunicipal corporation does include a comunity college

district, a school district, and a Board of Education of a
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school district, now includes only in those counties of
three mllion or nore. So, you're saying it wa... they
originally applied to the Cty of Chicago colleges only and
now we wanna expand it to all conmunity coll eges?”

Colvin: “I believe that's the intent.”

Par ke: “Well, it... now, it also says that it changes the

contracts through conpetitive bidding from5 thousand to 25

t housand.”
Colvin: “That’s..
Parke: “Is that in there?”
Col vi n: “That’s correct. And that’s what | was referring to

when | said the bond |limt increases. Excuse ne, bidding
[imt increases.”

Parke: “Right. So it’s not...so it’s not conpetitively bid, the
board can just out of hand say that we can give this to...
from 5 thousand to 25 thousand that they don’t have to
conpetitively bidit. |Is that your understandi ng?”

Col vi n: “Anything below the $25 thousand threshold and the
purpose which is not new, given that it has been a very
long time and I’ m not gonna say how long, but it’'s been a
long time since that...that issue has been revisited. So
for a lot of smaller contracts, dealing with construction
we're talking about construction and inprovenents to
physical structures, which routinely surpass that anount
would give thema little nore flexibility and probably cut
down on a lot of that adm nistrative paperwork, as well.”

Parke: “Do you know if that threshold has been raised in other

areas from 5 thousand to 25 thousand, other areas of
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conpetitively bidding on other ki nds of contracts
t hroughout the state?”

Colvin: “Can you repeat that? | couldn’t..

Par ke: “Yeah, you said that it’s..

Colvin: “I think I...1 think I understood what you said.”

Par ke: “You said that it’s done. Well, where else is it done?
VWhere is it now.”

Col vi n: “What | said, that it has been done. The Water
Recl amation District as recently dated as |ast year right
here in this chanber and there have been other entities of
governnent that have asked for the sane authority to raise
the bond |imt, excuse nme, bidding thresholds to deal wth

cost of inflation and adjustnents and so forth of that

nature.”
Par ke: “Well, what was the...l noticed that it passed 13-6. So
there was controversy on this... on this Amendnent, it was

not...it did not have snoboth sailing. Do you know what the

obj ections were in conmttee on this?”

Col vi n: “The objections and I'’m not trying to mslead you or
what have you, but | couldn’t honestly tell vyou. There
were questions along the sanme |line that you raised. I

believe the objections cane from Menbers of the commttee
on your side of the aisle, but I couldn't tell you in verse
what they were.”

Parke: “Okay. Well, Ladies and Gentlenen, to the Bill. There
obviously is sonme concern about Floor Amendnent 2 and so
therefore I’mnot sure that this is the way we wanna do it
and | would ask the Menbers to consider this Amendnent and
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whet her or not it makes the Bill better or worse. You did
say that..they did say the conmunity college systemis in
support of this and that it applies to all of the comunity
col | eges throughout the state. Thank you, Representative.”
Colvin: “Representative, again | just would like to rem nd you

that this was brought forth at that request... at their

request.”

Speaker Madi gan: “Representative Kosel.”

Kosel : “Thank you, M. Speaker. I’d like to know if this Bill
has the approval of Joliet Junior College? Is this the

Bill that deals with the bookstore issue that they had up
t here? And is this the one that both Representative
McGuire and | have been approached by the community coll ege

to be aware of ?”

Col vi n: “Can you repeat that? | didn't hear the first part,
you sai d sonet hi ng about a bookstore.”

Kosel: *“1"m | ooking at what..what the effect of this Amendnent
would have on the selling of books wthin comunity
col | eges..!

Colvin: “I’mnot ...

Colvin: “I don’t think this Bill has an inpact on the issue and
| vaguely renenber the issue of the bookstore, but | don't

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Kosel : “Thank you.”

previously. Amendnents 1, 2, and 4 have been adopted to
the Bill. No Modtions have been fil ed. No further Floor

Amendnent s approved for consideration.”
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Speaker Madi gan: “Put the Bill on the Order of Third Readi ng.
M. GOsterman, did you wish to call the Bill today? M.
Clerk, read the Bill for a third tine.”

Clerk Rossi: “Senate Bill 947, a Bill for an Act concerning
crimnal law. Third Reading of this Senate Bill.”

Gst er man: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Centlenen of the
House. | have before you today Senate Bill 947 which
requi res crimnal background checks for nonlicensed deal ers
at gun shows. This Bill is subsequently different from a
previous Bill before you, Senate Bill...or House Bill 2356.
This Bill would require the State Police to set up a system

to check background checks for potential purchasers of guns

at a gun show. It shall establish the process for the
checks State... wll be conducted by State Police. State
Police will also develop forns to be filled out by
purchasers of firearns and those forns will be kept by the

owners of the firearns or owners of the... seller of the
firearm It also requires State Police shall conduct
background checks consistent with State and Federal Law
under the tinme franme established by State and Federal Law
and give approval or denial to the seller. It will require
that the seller of the firearm conplete a form that shal

be given to the purchaser of the... seller of the firearm
shall have the buyer conplete a form they shall request
from State Police through a dial-up system that a
background check is done on the seller...the purchaser of
the firearm And they shall, before they sell the firearm

recei ve approval or denial fromthe State Police. They Il
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al so require that they shall keep those fornms for 10 years.
Also requires that gun show pronoters shall provide forns
to those individuals that are selling firearnms and post the
| aws there. It also makes clear that the sellers and the
purchasers shall conply with all current State and Federal
Law. What this Bill does is allow for crimnal background
checks for individuals that are selling firearns at gun
shows, which currently is not done. Currently there are
individuals selling guns sitting next to the federal
licensed dealers and those dealers are required to conduct
background checks, the nonlicensed dealer is not required
to. Wat this Bill does not do, it does not require that
sonmeone selling a firearm at a gun show transfer that gun
to a federal |icensed dealer to conduct a background check,
whi ch was what was done previously. What this does not do
is provide a sales tax on the sale of firearns. This Bill
has been anended several tinmes. Listening to the concerns
raised by Menbers of this Body in trying to address
| awabiding citizens that are selling or are purchasing
firearms at gun shows. \What this Bill also addresses what
a scope of the gun showis and that is to be an event where
there are three or nore vendors or an event where there are
25 or nore guns that are being sold. Ladies and Gentl enen
of the House, what this Bill will do is allow for State
Police to conduct crimnal background checks at gun shows
on nonlicensed deal ers. The need for that is that there
are people besides |awabiding citizens that frequent these

events and are circunmventing the law and the national
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background check to purchase firearns and what we wanna try
to do is to insure any person with firearm at a gun show
goes through an instant background check. And | would ask
for an ‘aye’ vote and I'mw lling to answer any questions.”

Speaker Madi gan: “The Centleman noves for the passage of the
Bill. And the Chair recognizes M. Phel ps.”

Phel ps: “WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Madi gan: “Sponsor yields.”

Phel ps: “Representative, your Bill requires conpliance wth
Section 922 (t) of the Gun Control Act of 1968. Correct?”

Gsterman: “That’s correct.”

Phel ps: “Section 922 (t) (a) states that before the conpletion
of a transfer the licensee contacts the National |[nstant
Crimnal Background Check System So, your Bill stil
requires the use of federal |icensee to conduct background

checks, doesn't it?”

Gsterman: “Actually, Representative, the intent of that section
is sinple and I'd like... I’m glad you brought that up,
‘cause | want to convey that to the Body. Currently,
federal licen...in the State of Illinois there are holding

periods for long guns, which is 24 hours and which is 72
hours for a handgun. State Police is required to conduct
background checks in those tinme frames to release those
guns. However, under Federal Statute which you referenced
and what is in the Bill, State Police can extend that to
three working days to conplete the background check. What
we wanna have is wuniformty in the Federal Law and the

State Law so that sonmeone that is selling a firearm knows
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that they have to be in conpliance. What we al so want,
Representative Phelps, is State Police to have that

ability, that in those very rare situations that they need
up to three days to conplete a firearm check, a crimna
background check, they're able to do that. And | wanna
add, Representative Phelps, that over the last tw years
when there’ s been over 300 thousand checks done through the
Nat i onal Background Check Systemthat six tines, Ladies and
Gentlenmen, six tinmes has it taken the State of Illinois
State Police three days to do that. That is why that
provision is in there, to be uniform That is why we wanna
have that in there, Representative.”

Phel ps: “So, Representative, in all due respect, your Bill
still requires the federal |icensee to conduct these
background checks.”

Ost er man: “That’s not the intent, Representative. Under the
Bill it would require that the State Police...someone who is

a nonlicensed dealer, they would request the check to be

conpleted by State Police. So, that is the intent and
that’s the way | read the Bill, Representative.”

Phel ps: “I still don’t understand..’

GCsterman: “The provision...the intent of the provision in there
speaks only to the issue of the three days. So, that is

what the intent of having that neasure in there is,
Representative.”

Phel ps: “Ckay. But | still don’t understand how you get around
t he | anguage of 922 (t), which your Bill requires people to
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fol | ow. The Federal Law clearly requires a federal gun
deal er to nake that inquiry where you describe.”

Gst er man: “Again, Representative, |1’'Il read this to you.
‘However, if the prov...approval or denial is not provided
in accordance wth the Brady Handgun Violence Act or
Section 24 of the Illinois Gimnal Code the transfer may
proceed.’ That | anguage speaks to the three day business
day waiting period. And that is the intent of what we're
trying to get at by putting that nmneasure in there,
Representative.”

Phel ps: “Okay, so we agree that there’s a...for handguns there’'s
a 72-hour waiting period, we agree that for rifles and
shotguns there is a 24-hour waiting period.”

Gsterman: “Yes.”

Phel ps: “Well here’s the problem | have with that. Your Bill
by requiring conpliance with the Federal Law of 922 (t) you
do and | do agree three business days. So actually, you're
going to extend the waiting period on these sal es because
you said three business days. So, let’s take for exanple,
if I buy a firearm on a... fill out the paperwork on a
Wednesday, Thursday is the first business day, Friday is
the second business day and then Saturday, Sunday and in
case of a holiday, Mnday, you' re talking another waiting
period of five or six days.”

Ost er man: “Representative, 1'd like to be very clear. The
current systemright now is an automated system with live
bodi es that are there. The background checks that are done

are done instantaneously. | f you were to |eave here
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today, go to a gun show and buy a gun from a |icensed
deal er, he is gonna pick up the phone, make a phone call to
State Police and through an automated system that check
will be done right then, right there. Ei ghty percent of
the time I would say nost of these are done within m nutes,
if they take longer they take within an hour or two. And
as | said earlier in ny remarks, six tinmes, Representative,
six times in the last two years, 300 thousand checks that
were done, six tinmes did it take that | ong. So, it’'s not
the intent of the Sponsor, ne, or State Police to drag this
on. We wanna nake sure that a lawabiding citizen and the
person selling the gun, if you wanna sell some guns that
you inherited or were given to you, you could go to a gun
show, sell those, but first you d be required to conduct a
backgr ound check. Those checks woul d be done
i nstantaneously. It would happen right then and there over
t he phone. The only time that they would drag on woul d be
if State Police needed information to clarify who the
seller is and if he is legally bound by State and Federal

Law to buy the gun. But we agree, Representative Osternan,
we agree that it do...it could extend the waiting period?
If there was soneone who... if there was sonmeone with a
simlar nanme to you on a simlar block that had a crim na

background and you went to buy a gun and they checked your
FOD card and the other person who had a crimna

background cane up, that mght take an extended period of
time. But, Representative, six tines in three hundred

t housand checks is mnuscule, | think and they only do that
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when they have to provide and nmake sure that they are not

selling a gun or releasing a gun to be sold to soneone who

is a crimnal. So, they try to do this in a very quick
time frame, | think that they...they work hard to get that
done. And that was...is what the intent. So, that’'s the
only time that | would see this being extended. It’s not

sonmething to drag on so that we cannot... that | awabiding
citizens cannot purchase firearns.”

Phel ps: “Representative, your Bill requires that the State
Police to develop a form that is wused in these
transactions, is that correct?”

OCsterman: “That’'s correct.”

Phel ps: “So, why should soneone who |oses that formor if the
gun show pronmoter runs out of them then why should they

face spending between one and seven years facing jail tine

for their failing to fill out this piece of paper?”’
Ost er man: “I"'m glad you answered or asked ne that question,
t 0o, Representati ve. Under State Law right now a

nonli censed deal er, the average person who wants to sell a

firearmis required to keep a copy of the receipt. That
recei pt can be on the back of this Bill, it could be on a
mat chbook cover, it could be on anything that's there.

State Police is gonna draft a basic form with some basic
information that’s gonna be kept by the seller of the gun.
The inportance of that is this, when State Police conducts
t he background check they will grant an approval nunber, a
deni al nunber, or a transaction nunber while they conplete

that transaction. That is inportant, Representative, so

that you know as a seller of the gun that you got an
approval nunber that was granted by State Police that said
that the se...the person buying the gun from you, that that
i ndi vidual was found by State Police to legally to able to
pur...to buy that gun, so that you don’t get in trouble down
the road if sonmeone previously had a crimnal background
and you got a clearance fromthe State Police. So, that's
why it’s inportant, that approval nunber wll be on the
form”

Phel ps: “I guess | just would...l guess 1'd just feel better if
we had sone | anguage in there that, ya know, describes what
you said but your Bill says though, in all fairness, that
if you lose the formyou still could face up one to seven
years in jail ..

OGsterman: “Representative..

Phel ps: “.just by losing the form”

GCsterman: “.right..right..right now though, if you are a seller
of a firearm you sell ne a gun or soneone else,

Representative Brun... forner Representative Brunsvold, you
sell him a gun. You're required to keep a copy of that
receipt. Now if you go honme and your dog eats it or you
lose it or you nove and sonething happened to it, you're
still bound by current State Law to produce that receipt.
It doesn’t say, ya know, there’s no provision in the |aw
now saying your dog ate it or ya know you noved and
sonet hi ng happened to the form Al we’'re trying to say is
we want a uniform form and the form is needed so an

approval or denial nunber could be put onto that form So,
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that’s the intent and let nme go one other step if nmay,
Representative. | would think that if you, a seller of a
gun or someone who is soneone who is not a |icensed deal er
but may trade in guns or things like that, on the form
there m ght be |anguage including what the law is, which
woul d think could be helpful to you so that you know what
the statute is. So, | would think that this would be
sonmething that you would want so that you knew that you
were in conpliance of the law and you knew to keep the
form?”

Phel ps: “M. Speaker, to the Bill.”

Speaker Novak: “To the Bill.”

Phel ps: “Menbers of the House, | strongly rise in opposition of
this Bill. Nunmber one, there’s no good reason to increase
the waiting period from 24 hours to...to could... perhaps be
six days for the private sale of a rifle or for a shotgun.
Nunber two, there’'s no good reason for the waiting period
of a handgun from 72 hours to a possible six days, on the
private sale of a handgun. Number three, the Bill
according to Federal Law cited, still requires the use of a
dealer to conduct the part of the sale. And lastly, if
| awabiding citizens conplies with all these regulations
they still could face one to seven years in jail for |osing
a form And M. Speaker, if this Bill receives a Majority
Vote | seek verification.”

Speaker Novak: “Representative Novak in the Chair. Furt her
di scussion? The Gentleman from Randol ph, M. Reitz.”

Reitz: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII the Sponsor yield?”
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Speaker Novak: “Sponsor yields.”

Reitz: “Representative, does this Bill.. does this affect
everything and does it preenpt Honme Rule, basically | guess
is the question |I'mgetting to?”

Gsterman:  “lI’mnot a |lawer or the Cerk, but my understanding
was that it did not preenpt Hone Rule.”

Reitz: “So it doesn't, so | guess for the record if a Hone Rule
community decides that they do not like this |legislation
and they pass an ordinance that says that they don't have
to conply with this then that...that community would not be...
this law would not be applicable to that conmmunity if it
does not preenpt Honme Rul e?”

Ost er man: “I don’t know what Home Rule would wanna do that,
but ..”

Reitz: “But if they, | nmean, just in case they do.”

Ost er man: “I’"’m not sure, Representative, we'd have to direct

that to the derk.”

Reit z: “Well, in your...l guess in your estimation then of the
Bill does it...if a community such as Carbondal e or Kankakee
or whatever Honme Rule comrunities, if they would not |ike

their gun shows that they have within their communities to
be... this law to be applicable to them 1is it in your
estimation, does this law apply to them if they pass a
Resol ution that says that they can have their own gun shows
and they don’t have to register these?”

Osterman: “Possibly they could, Representative, but I’'Il again...
"1l defer to the Cerk on that.”
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Reitz: “Well, | guess then could... M. Speaker, ruling fromthe
Chair, could you check with the Parlianentarian and see if
this is.

Speaker Novak: “Wat is your inquiry, M. Reitz?”

Rei tz: “Whet her this preenpts Home Rule and the requisite
nunmber of votes for this piece of |egislation?”

Speaker Novak: “We will confer with the Parlianmentarian and get
back to you as soon as possible.”

Reitz: “Can you not do that on your own? They deserted you

Oh, here he cones.”

Speaker Novak: “The Parlianentarian is on the podium?”

Reitz: “I"'m kinda like O for three or four this year, but |
have faith in the Parlianmentarian. To the Bill. | guess..
Wll, | do have one nore question of the Sponsor if he
woul d yi el d. Does this af f ect al | firearns,
Representative? | nmean, not only.. this is not only

handguns, this is all firearns, shotguns, sporting... guns
that are normally used for sporting events.”

Osterman: “Sem autonmati c weapons that are legally covered, yes,
it would include all firearns.”

Reit z: “Okay, well, [I...To the Bill. | appreciate the effort
that Representative Gsterman has made... Osterman has nmade to
try and work this out and nmake this nore, | guess nore easy
for the people that are going to go to gun shows and try to
do what he wants to...the purpose that he has for this Bill.
But | still think it gets back to the bottom line that we
have, if we enforce our current |aws that are on the books

we could take care of the gun problens that we have here.
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The City of Chicago already has laws that prohibit...

carrying guns that prohibit the use of guns in an illegal
manner. |f we take care of the people that have guns and
use those for an illegal purpose | think that would take
care of all our problenms. And |I’'d appreciate a ‘no’ vote.
Thank you.”

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The Centleman from Lake,

M . Washi ngton.”

Washi ngton: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Novak: “Sponsor yields.”

Washi ngton: “Representative, | just have a question and | think
in this particular case we have nore in common than we
differ as to the intent and the notive of dealing with guns
of any kind, in the city in particular. But I|I...1 guess |I'm
kinda |ost because there’s a part of nme that understands
those that use guns for recreational activity and | do
believe that the constitutional right to carry arns is one
that I don’t wanna see ever change unless there’s a rea
val id reason. So, trying to balance out the needs of the
so-call ed urban area versus the needs of other people, can
you... can you...can you give ne a little distinct difference
why that not..why we are not able to reach a little nore
har nony when we’re dealing with the gun issue?”

Ost er man: “Representative Washington, | have done ny best to
reach out and provide harnony as best | can. |’ ve tal ked
to the staunchest sportsnmen in this Body. |’ve asked for
input from a lot of different people. | don't see that

this Bill affects the constitutional rights of anyone in
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purchasing a firearmor selling a firearm Ckay? |’'m not
trying to infringe upon that. Al I'mtrying to do is at
gun shows in Illinois and specifically gun shows and not

personal sales, we wanna conduct crimnal background
checks. @un shows are advertised on the Internet, they're
advertised in newspapers, lawabiding citizens, famlies,

peopl e have told nme about their famlies that conme to these
things, go to those. However, there’s not a uniform code
for doing background checks so crimnals can go and try to
circunvent the law to get a gun at a gun show. Al we
wanna do and ny main focus of this Representative, is to
provide crimnal background checks for individuals buying
guns at gun shows. | don’t think that any Menber of this
Body should have a problem wth conducting crimna

background checks. Since the crimnal background check
system has gone into effect tens of thousands of crimnals
have been prevented from purchasing firearns. | see that

as a goal that is common with ne fromthe City of Chicago
and should be common with every person in this Body. I

don’t know that one person’s gonna get up and say we...ya
know, we think that crimnal background checks are a bad
thing and we don’t want...ya know, we wanna prevent soneone
from doing a background check. So, | think that this is

sonething that people from both sides of the aisle, from
both parts of the sta...all parts of the State of Illinois
can agree on one thing, and that’'s that we want crim nal

background checks to be conducted. Gun shows in the past

have been shown to be high volume and we wanna try it just
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for that. So, | think this is a positive step in the right

direction.”
Washi ngt on: “Representative, | hope this is not a..not a kind
of a crazy question. Can you give nme an explanation of

your understanding as to the other point of view because I
t hought | heard... | thought | heard that you say in this
legislation and | t hought I heard ny coll eagues,
Representative Phelps, nention that there would be an
expanded tine of wait. And | can't...and | was trying to
rationali ze what he was sayi ng versus how you responded and
trying to cone to grip, what’s wong with an extra day to
try to prevent the preventable and at the sanme tine
allowing those who use firearnms for recreational purposes
continue to do so. Can you give ne your spin on what you
understood that to be?”

Gsterman:  “It’s...it’s twofold. One is that, the person selling
the guns, we wanna make sure that they are aware of what
the Federal lawis as well as what the State Lawis. Also
we wanna give the State Police the ability, that rare,
rare, rare ability that if there’s a problemw th doing the
background check and ensuring that the person buying the
gun is not a crimnal or is not prevented under State or
Federal Law from buying a gun, we wanna give them the
ability to take that extra tine. In the last two years
t hough, and | wanna stress this, twic...or six tinmes in the
| ast two years after 300 thousand checks were done did it
go to the three-day waiting period. So, it’s not ny

i ntent, it’s not State Police and 1’ve had many
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conversations that they' re gonna string along buyers of
firearns, this is done instantaneously over the phone. The
only tinme that it takes extended amount of tine, if they
have to clarify an issue on who the individual seller is or
they have to check records. There m ght be tinmes when a
warrant was out and the individual wth a warrant was
against..went in and legally got that warrant taken off.
That m ght be a case where it shows up on the system but
there needs to be a clarification. That’s one exanpl e,
there are other exanples, but this just gives only in those
rare instances a tine that they can look to extend the...the
background check.”

Washi ngt on: “Recently, in the Chicago papers, about two weeks
ago, | think a former cop or ex-cop, | think they found
maybe |ike 400 guns in his possession. Do you think that
if this legislation had been in effect would that have been
a different outconme with that officer’s... former officer’s
accessibility to have that many guns in one pl ace?”

Gst er man: “I'n all honesty, Representative, | can’'t say yes or

no, | mean, that depends on a couple things, that depends
on when he bought those guns, that depends on where he
bought those guns, and how he attained those guns. But in
a..in a situation where...there was another situation where
a young girl, Ashley Pool, on Easter Sunday, was shot and
t he individual who sold her those guns, sone of those guns
he bought from a gun dealer. There's other guns that are
unaccounted for and how he bought those guns. Through the

court process we'll find out. He may have sought to get
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those guns at a gun show, but | don’t know. But the goal,
Representative, is to nmake sure that in the future, that if
this Bill becones a law, in the future that crimnals wl
not look to circunvent the law by going to a gun show to
get a gun. And all we wanna do is nmake sure the background
check is done.”

Washi ngton: “To the Bill, M. Speaker. Thank you, Sponsor.”

Speaker Novak: “To the Bill.”

Washi ngt on: “M. Speaker, | really wanna grasp the concept of
this Bill, because...and the different sides of it, because
it comes up quite often and |’ mreally open-m nded to get a
good education for those who use weapons for recreationa
pur poses. But | really haven’'t heard an argunent made on
the other side of the issue that really kinda defeats the
request that there’'s an expanded tine in ternms of checks
and bal ances for those who are selling guns. And if there
i s anybody who can give a little nore clarity here I would
love to hear it. Thank you.”

Speaker Novak: “M. Unhe, for a statenent.”
Parl i amentarian Unhe: “Representative Reitz, on behalf of the
Speaker, in response to your inquiry, Senate Bill 947 does

not preenpt Hone Rule powers and will require 60 votes.”
Speaker Novak: “Are you satisfied, M. Uhe? | nean, |’'m sorry,
M. Reitz? GCkay. Further discussion? The Lady from Cook,
Representati ve G aham”
Graham  “Thank you, M. Speaker. To the Bill. | wanna comend
the Sponsor on this Bill. He has worked very hard to

answer all of the questions and inquiries done to...asked of
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himof this Bill. He's conplied with, junped through every
hoop, talked and worked with every Menber of this chanber
who had sonme questions and concerns, |obbyists as well.
The Gentleman has repeatedly said it’s only six tines that
there has been a delay in the process at a gun show, siXx
times out of three hundred (sic-thousand) and sone tines.
| think he has worked very hard to produce a... an Agreed
Bill that we all here should be for to nake sure that no
crimnal is buying guns. | mean he has worked very hard
and for the questions to continue to come up repeatedly and
you know the things that he has put forward, reducing fees,
everything that you conplained about, he made an effort,
all the Amendnents, he nade an effort to go to it and bring

this Bill and make it a piece of work that everyone in this

room should be able to vote an ‘aye’ on it. So, it’'s
really annoying to sit here and watch the gane play out and
people don't fully wunderstand what’s going on or they
understand or they just need to get on record saying
sonet hi ng. | a...l urge everyone to vote ‘aye’ on this
Bill. It’s a sinple neasure. It does not extend the
waiting period, he said six tines out of a period.. six
times out of three hundred and sone incidents. So, | urge
you all to vote ‘aye’ on the Bill. Vote ‘aye’.”

Speaker Novak: “Thank you. M. Osterman to close.”

Ost er man: “Ladies and GCentlenen of the House, this Bill has
been a work in progress since the opening days of Session
and | have worked with Menbers of this Body to address a

|l ot of issues, costs of selling the firearnms, costs of
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possi ble transfers. In this Bill, as it is before us
today, there is a tw dollar fee that would be included.
Two dollars is what is charged to a licensed dealer right
now to conduct a background check, two dollars would be
required of a nonlicensed dealer. That’s two dollars. I
do not find that to be a.. an overwhelm ng burden on
sonmeone. And we wanna do this why, to make sure that the
i ndividuals that are purchasing firearnms are not crimnals
or not prevented for whatever reason under State and
Federal Law from purchasing firearns. Many tinmes in this
Body there have been people that got up and spoke about
enforcing the present l|laws, well, Ladies and Gentlenen,
t hroughout the State of Illinois law enforcenment, state’s
attorneys are prosecuting the laws to the fullest of their
ability. Qur jails are burgeoning with nore and nore
crimnals that are bring arrested. 1In the Gty of Chicago,
the Federal Government is working with county and city...
|l ocal officials to go after crimnals that are transferring
guns, selling guns illegally wth the harshest of
penalties. So, work is being done in that effort. This is
a neasure that does a basic thing, it requires crimnal
background checks at gun shows. Ladies and GCentlenen, |
woul d be happy to get two outcomes if this Bill gets signed
by the Governor. The first outcone, is two years from now
to have soneone who's an opponent of this Bill today cone
to nme and say, Representative, over the last tw years
there has been 20 thousand checks from nonlicensed deal ers

at gun shows and of those 20 thousand checks there has not
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been one crimmnal, one person that should not have been
able to buy a gun that has gone through that the police
have st opped. | would accept that outcome, as would every
Menber of this Body. But a nore |likely outcone is this, if
this Bill is signed into |aw and goes into effect, the nore
likely outcone is we are gonna find that, yes, in fact, gun
shows in Illinois, there are people that should not be
buyi ng guns. There are people that should not under State
and Federal Law.. possessing guns. And that is what we're
trying to get at we're trying to prevent those individuals
from purchasing firearns. That is sonething that | think
that every Menber of this Body should be able to accept,
somet hing that we should all be vigilant and strive for,

keeping guns out of crimnals hands. And | would ask for

an ‘aye’ vote.”
Speaker Novak: “Thank you. The question is, ‘Shall Senate Bil
947 pass? All those in favor vote ‘aye’; all those

opposed vote ‘no’. The voting is open. Have all voted who
wi sh?

Bi ggi ns: “Thank you, M. Speaker. | rise in support of the
Bill. I think it’s a reasonable action for our |[ocal
governnents to take. I know that many of ‘em don't Iike

it, but I think it’s in the best interest of the public and
they' Il be well-served by the passage of this Bill.”

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The Lady from MHenry,
Representative Kurtz.”

Kurtz: “M. Speaker, WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Novak: “Sponsor yields.”
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Kurtz: “l have a question. My concern is where wll these

t apes be stored?”

Currie: “1"m sorry. I’m sorry, Speaker, | couldn’t hear the
guestion.”

Kurtz: “Were will the tapes be stored?”

Currie: “Well, I would assune that the |ocal unit of governnent

would store this tape safely, just the way they store
enpl oyee records of disciplinary action or issues involving
land acquisition when those issues have not yet becone
publ i c. There are many docunents, many itenms within the
control of |ocal governnment that are sensitive and that
| ocal governnent would want to make sure do not becone
available to the casual passerby. And | would certainly
suggest to local governnents that they keep the little
cassette wunder that same lock and key that they keep
val uabl e, confidential information today.”

Kurtz: *“Thank you. M big concern was that it was going to be
shipped off to the county and sit in the... a judge’'s
anteroom and sonebody could lift the tape and it could be
used in political canpaigns or to light sone nedia scanda
or sonething like that. But you ve answered or allayed ny
fears. Thank you very nuch.”

Currie: “Thank you.”

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The Gentleman from Macon
M. Mtchell. Bill Mtchell.”
Mtchell, B.: “Thank you. Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and

This is just a good legislation, it’s a good Bill. And I
urge an ‘aye’ vote.”

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The Gentlenman from Macon
M. Flider.”

Flider: *“Thank you, M. Speaker. WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Novak: “The Sponsor yields.”

Flider: *“Representative Currie, one of the concerns | have and
| speak about this because of ny involvenent in |ocal
governnent as a trustee and as a mayor is that sonetines
during closed proceedings we have a need to talk about
personnel matters, disciplinary matters, nmatters that are
extrenely personal to the person involved and certainly
while a body of gover nnment may have  supervisory
responsibilities it cannot avoid having certain Kkinds of
di scussions with regard to personnel matters. And | was
wondering in your opinion, what kinds of safeguards there

are under this Bill to ensure that those kinds of
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di scussions would not be nade public for the safety of the
person invol ved?”

Currie: “Well, first of all, Representative, | would inmagine
that if there are discussions... if there are decisions,
disciplinary actions, for exanple, that are taken against
an enployee, that witten record today would be avail able
to the public body and would be kept from public view And
| would say that the sanme discussion on this audio tape
woul d al so be kept from public view This material would
only be available to a judge in chanbers if there were a
serious enough allegation that a neeting had Dbeen
i nproperly closed that the judge felt checking the evidence
was wort hwhil e. Note that under this Bill, a disgruntled
enpl oyee for exanple, feeling as if he or she had not been
pronoted for inproper reasons or had been fired inproperly,
they would not have access to the material on this tape
recording in order to bring that separate charge. The only
way that this nmaterial becones open is through a judge and
only on the question, was that neeting properly or
i nproperly available for closure. So, | think the concern
about whether the tape recorder cones into inappropriate
hands is one that |ocal governnents face day in and day
out . Sensitive materials about the possibility of |and
acqui sition, where you don’'t want the owner to know that
you' re |ooking before you establish a price, sensitive
i nformati on about enployee substance abuse, for exanple,
that material is in your files and you certainly don t want

that material to beconme available to any Tom Dick or Harry
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who happens by the village hall. So, | think that the
protections first of all, that conplaints only deal wth

the i ssue whether the neeting should be closed and the kind
of materials that |ocal governments currently have wthin
their possession that they know they nust keep under | ock

and key, the sane would apply to this tape recording.”

Fl i der: “Thank you, Representative. If 1 mght ask one other

Curri

guesti on. It relates to how... why one m ght believe that
sonet hi ng m ght have occurred or a discussion that should
not have occurred in the closed session had occurred. How
woul d one cone to that conclusion to actually go to the
length to have a judge exam ne the tape?”

e: “l think the idea would be, first of all, were a public
body to take an action in open session that perhaps there
had been no public discussion about in an open neeting that
soneone mght suspect that the determ nation had been
reached behind closed doors, even if it were not a subject
that would entitle the local government to close the
session from public view Second, there mght be
scuttlebutt, maybe sonebody tells sonebody who tells
sonebody that sonething inproper went on at a public
meet i ng. Maybe that sonebody was not there or it was
sonebody who decides not to cone forward wth that
al | egati on. Again, a judge wuld have to see sone
significant reason even to |look at the tape, even to begin
to listen to it under this Bill and as | say, sonetines the
trigger mght be a decision that seens to be groundless in

terms of public discussion... open discussion within the
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public body or information that conmes either from a nenber
of that public body or soneone who has inside know edge.”

Flider: “Thank you, Representative.”

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The Lady from Cook,
Representative Krause.”

Krause: “Thank you, M. Speaker. To the Bill.”

Speaker Novak: “To the Bill.”

Krause: “l rise in opposition to this |egislation. I am wel
aware of the inportance of |legislation and that in any
executive or closed session that a local municipality or
any |ocal governnent may have that it be restrictive as to
what is discussed in there. As sonmeone who has served as a
mayor of a local community, | am sensitive that any
meetings that are held enclosed be in strict conpliance
with the statute. But | am also aware, having been in
those closed sessions of the discussions that occur, the
exchanges that are nade and that no one in that discussion
should feel that as a result of what is being said that
lawsuits wll entail. And fromthe mayors who have witten
to me and my own opinion that there is a danger that com ng
out of here will be the litigation that, in fact, we had
hoped would not occur. In the current |aw that we have as
far as enforcement of violations of the current Act, |
believe that both a state’'s attorney of a county, as well
as the State Attorney General have anple laws to protect
abuses to the current |aw | am also aware that nmany of
our governnents on the local Ilevel are dependent upon

volunteers. They are not paid. They becone part of a
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gover nment because of their belief in governnent and their

willingness to serve. W are however, |osing people on the

| ocal | evel from serving as volunteers and this
| egislation, | believe, has the adverse affect on those who
we want to step forward. Many of them are not paid for
their services, they are indeed volunteers. I have no

doubt of the intention that we are seeking in this
| egi sl ation. | feel that the laws that are current would
cover abuses and | feel though as having been sonmeone who

has been in those executive sessions that this | aw does not

further what we are trying to do, but instead, | think,
woul d have an adverse affect. Based on that, | shall vote
‘no’ "

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The Gentleman from Lake,
M. Mathias.”

Mat hi as: “Thank you, M. Speaker. As a former mayor, | think I
al so have firsthand know edge of the workings of executive
sessi ons. And basically, nmy fear with this Bill, is that
if you really wanted to get around it, | nean if you were
intentionally trying to avoid the Open Meetings Act and
everyone in that room would be a coconspirator obviously to
do that, then you just wouldn't turn on that tape recorder
until after you discussed those itens which would violate
the law or at the end of the neeting you would do the sane.
So, | think it would be very, very easy to get around the
| aw. It...this is not a quick fix and ny fear is and not
just the nunicipalities, but especially on school boards

where there are volunteers such as Representative Krause
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ment i oned. If there was an incident of sexual abuse or
sexual m sconduct in the school, would you take the chance
as a school board nenber, the chance that you nmay get sued
because you brought this to the attention of the board in a
closed neeting and felt maybe | don’t have enough evidence
to warrant this, but we need to discuss it, we need to

follow through on it? Wuld you wanna do that if you think

you' re gonna get sued. After sonme judge and | respect
judges, but all they have to do is say, well, mybe this
shoul d be nade public. Are you willing to take that chance
that we’'re gonna stifle legitimate discussion? | am not
willing to take that chance. But even beyond that, this is
an initiative of the Illinois Press Association. You have
seen many, many editorials supporting the Bill. That’ s
their job, that’'s the press association. Wat | resent is,

when the press association threatens this Body as the Daily
Herald did when they threatened our forner Menber, Kay
Wjcik, and they threatened Senator Wndell Jones for
voting their conscience in voting for this Bill. And the
way they did it, they did it subtly. It wasn't a threat as
much to them as it was to us, because they had already
voted. So, what did they say? They said, ‘well, ya know,

we’ ve al ways endorsed you but don't take that for granted

anynore.’ Now, they have a legitimte right to speak on
the Bill. They have a legitimate right to pursue the Bill.
But they don’'t have a right to threaten wus. And so
therefore, | feel 1| amgoing to vote ‘present’ on this Bill

and the reason | am going to vote ‘present’ on this Bill,
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and | wurge everyone in this chanber to vote °‘present’,
because | have a conflict on interest. You see, | wanna

get the editorial endorsenent of the Daily Herald, but if I

get that endorsenment by voting ‘yes’, it’s because of their
threat and, of course, | don’t wanna |ose that endorsenent
so |I'm gonna vote... if | vote ‘no | may |lose that
endorsenent. So, | feel | have a conflict of interest and
|’m gonna vote ‘present’ and | wurge everyone in this
chanmber to say we are the ones that neke the laws in this
chanber, not the press association.”

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The GCentleman from
W nnebago, M. Sacia.”

Saci a: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Novak: “Sponsor yields.”

Saci a: “Ladies and Gentlenen, there isn't a person in this
| earned Body that doesn’'t recognize that the Sponsor of
this Bill is considered the pinnacle of bringing forth
excellent legislation. However, with this particular piece
of legislation and wth this piece of paper that was
brought around to each of us today, encouraging us to
support this Bill, isn't it interesting that this panphlet
has 21 individual organizations speaking in favor of the
Bill, each and every one of them a nenber of our great
American news nedia. They seem to be the only people
supporting it and wunlike the last speaker, | am not
encunbered by ny |ocal newspaper endorsing ne. They sl am
me in the primary, they slam nme the general and | beat al

my opponents both tines. This legislation... Ladies and
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Gentl enen, ny local newspaper has taken ne to task over the
past three weeks over this. | have responded to their
editorials by stating, and |I think it’s an absolute fact,
that what they wanna create is their own big brother
system Having served on a public body for many years,
both as a school board nenber and a county board nenber, |
woul d inplore each and every one of you while this matter
is in debate on this House Floor to call your myors, to
call your school board nenbers, to call your county board
officials, ask them where they stand on this. An
i ndi vidual as so eloquently put out by several of the other
speakers so far today regarding this issue, when a person
goes into closed session dealing with a highly sensitive
issue you nust have the confort Ievel of believing that
what you are saying will never becone public. | can recal

several ‘for instances’ when we discussed teachers who
acted inappropriately with young people and that would ve
been devastating if the confort |evel of those school board
menbers ever becane public. And Ladies and Centlenen, if
it’s a recorded mnessage, soneday, sonmehow it’s going to
becone public and it’s going to drastically, drastically
enbarrass soneone. This is not good legislation. The only
people, the only people, Ladies and Gentlenen, that want
this legislation is the press association. We have an
obligation to stand up to them Yes, it is our greatest
freedom in this country, the freedom of the press, and |
endorse it whol eheartedly and support it. But why aren’'t

school board officials speaking out in favor of it? Wy
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aren’t organi zed mayors, why aren’t county board
chairpersons, why aren’'t any public bodies? They're all
contacting you individually and asking you to oppose this

| egi sl ation because it is detrinental to our great way of a

free way of life. And | would strongly encourage a ‘no
vote. Thank you.”

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The Gentleman from
Vermlion, M. Black.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker. Having been endorsed
by a few newspapers, although one said | had a violent
tenmper, | don’t know where they cone up with that idea.
Wul d the Speaker...would the Speaker...or I'’m sorry. Wuld
t he Sponsor yiel d?”

Speaker Novak: “Sponsor yields.”

Bl ack: “Representative, on page 2 of the Bill, line 110 and
line 116, there appear...on line 110 appears ‘the court may
conduct’, on line 116 it says, ‘under this Act is valid it
may for the purposes of discovery redact fromthe mnutes.’
It is ny understanding that the press association over
spring break told sone of the Senators that that needed to
be changed for the very reasons that nmany people have
pointed out and that those words ‘may’ should in fact be
anended to say ‘shall’. [It’s further my understandi ng that
this Amendnent was drafted but has not been filed. D d the
press association approach you on evidently why they
decided not to file the Anmendnent ?”

Currie: “I have not heard anything about this Anmendnent. I

don’t...I don’t believe that | did, but | can’t imagi ne that
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a court would nmake available information that is subject to
the attorney-client privilege. As far as | know, judges
tend to be lawers and they tend to understand better than
| do, a lay person, the neaning of the attorney-client
privilege. And | would be happy to |look at that issue down
the road, Representative, but | was not aware of that
i ssue.”

Black: “All right. Representative, staff inforns ne that this
was an absol ute agreenent nmade by the press association to

vari ous Senators in the Senate that these two ‘nmays’ should

be changed to ‘shall’. Gven that... given that fact, or
what | amtold is fact, I'"'mnot privy to that discussion
M.

Currie: “Could...could I just ask a question of you? Are you
tal king on page 2? | don’t have the |onger nunber. Li ne

19 on the...on page 27?”

Bl ack: “Yes, and on also then would be page...line 27.”

Currie: “There was sonme discussion of that. | don’t know why...
| don’t know why we would want to say that the court
‘shall’, even if the court believes for exanple, that the
petition is a frivolous petition. I mean, if soneone cones
along with a wacky charge about a neeting that was cl osed,
| would want the court to be able to dismss it wthout
having to go and listen to the tape recording in canera
Now, that issue was discussed by the press association with
me and ny view was that was not an Anendnent that woul d’ ve
protected public bodies under this Act. So, that was ny

response and they seemed to think that that was probably
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accurate. The second issue you raised is not one that was
posed to ne. The first issue, whether the court ‘nust’
listen to the tape recording or whether the court has
di scretion to toss out the suit, seenms to ne we're better
off with “may’ than ‘shall’.”

will leave it that way. | tend to favor this Bill, but |
want you to focus...nost of you don’t have the Bill with ya,
you Il have to follow your analysis. On line 19 on page 2,

it says, ‘the court may conduct such in canmera exam nation
of the verbatim record.’ We all have read stories about
j udges. One judge threw the county board chairman in the

jail because he was gonna paint his courtroom a color he

didnt like. This says he ‘may’ examne it. It’s supposed
to say he ‘shall’ examne it because that neans he nust do
it in private. |If you leave the word ‘may’ he can exam ne

the tape in a public courtroom and it beconmes a matter of
public discussion or a candidate for a public search of
what was on the tape. That is not the Illinois Press
Association’s discussion with ne as to what they wanted in
this Bill. That is a mgjor, nmgjor change in how they have

reported this Bill to be. The second ‘may’ and | advise
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those of you who are attorneys, |’ m not. Att orneys’ have
told nme that on line 27, ‘a conplaint or suit brought for
nonconpl i ance under this Act is valid, it ‘may’ for the
purposes of discovery redact from the mnutes of the

neeting closed to the public.. ta da, ta da. |If that word

remai ns may’, what that neans is the attorney-client
privilege is not protected by that court. That that word
‘“may’ cannot be in this Bill if the attorney who is the
attorney to the board who may be being sued, wthout the
word ‘shall’ the attorney-client privilege may not exist.
And | don’'t want that I|eft open to any judge. That 1is
sacrosanct. And |’ve been told this by many menbers of the
Bar and | was told this by a nenber who serves as an unpaid
el ected nenber of a board in ny district who is a retired

judge, a Denocrat by the way, but he’'s one heck o a nice

fellow and | have the greatest respect for him Thi s
retired judge said, that can’'t be, it nust be ‘shall’. If
you leave it at ‘may’ you will destroy...you can allow the

court to destroy the attorney-client privilege by opening

the process to discovery in an open court of law. | don’t
think that’'s the Illinois Press Association’s intent
either. | would sinply submt to you this Bill was agreed

to in the Senate to be anmended, it has not been anended.
And |’ve had people who | trust explicitly, who have |aw
degrees that tell nme these two ‘mays’ meke this Bill very,
very dangerous and it’s for that reason I'I|l vote ‘no’.”

Speaker Novak: “Thank you. Further discussion? The Lady from
Lake, Representative Ryg.”
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Ryg: “Thank you, M. Speaker. To the Bill.”
Speaker Novak: “To the Bill.”

Ryg: “I"'m a former village clerk trustee and county official
and | fully support governnment business being conducted
openly and in full view of the public. In those positions

|"ve benefited from training from experts in the field,
including former Attorney General Jim Ryan, who offered
information on the Open Meetings and Freedom of Information
Act. And these Bills are very critical to the conduct of
open busi ness. |’ ve always spoken out against violations
of these l|laws and have been frustrated by those who
bl atantly ignore or abuse them However, | am unable to
support Senate Bill 1586 as an effective neasure to prevent
these kinds of actions. As has been stated, the exenptions
to the Open Meetings Act are legitimte and discussion
allowed in closed session under current |aw should be held
wi thout the concern that what is being said is being
recorded word for word. The press association has cited
exanples that are clear violations of the Act, that there
has been little or no enforcenent of the existing |law and
adding additional requirenments will not change the fact
that these violations wll probably continue. The ot her
comon practice to circunvent the law is to neet two-on-two

or whatever nunber is less than a majority of the quorum

Such discussions do pronote m scomrunications. And as
chair of the Illinois Minicipal Clerks Legislative
Conmi ttee, I offered this testinony when simlar
| egi sl ati on was proposed ten years ago in 1993. Clearly,
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not nuch has changed in those ten years. | woul d propose
that work be done with the press association to address
their concerns through increased awareness and enforcenent
of the Open Meetings Act as witten. | respectfully
request that you join me in voting against Senate Bill 1586
and redirect the attention to where it belongs and that’s
in stopping the violations, not burdening those who...in the
maj ority who are in conpliance with the law. Thank you.”

Speaker Novak: “Further discussion? The Gentleman from Cook
M. Scully.”

Scully: “Thank you, M. Speaker. To the Bill.”

Speaker Novak: “To the Bill.”

Scul ly: “Ladi es and Gentlenen of the House, | rise in support
of this Bill, but nost specifically I wanna respond to the
guestions raised by a prior speaker about the use of the
wo...the perm ssive word ‘nmay’ as opposed to the declarative
word ‘shall’. In the specific context of this sentence it
is very appropriate that the statute provide that the court
‘“may’ conduct such in canera exam nation as the court deens
appropriate. There's also a possibility that the court is
going to find that no in canera review is appropriate
because there m ght be other basis for sinply disposing of
the lawsuit on a Mdtion to Dismss. The statute as witten
is...the Bill as witten is very proper. I commend the
Sponsor for bringing this to our attention and for
carefully reviewing and explaining to ne the analysis and
the grammar for the Bill as witten. Thank you very nuch,
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Leader Currie. And | ask for your support for this Bill
Thank you.”

gover nnent s. Concerns that people will not be able to
express thenselves freely are overbl own. In fact, | heard
froma trustee of a local village in northern Illinois who

said that his colleagues didn't agree, but he thought that
this change would be a healthy change. He said, that often
in the closed neetings people decide to veer off and talk
about things that are not appropriate in a closed neeting
and he thought that to pass this law would put them on
notice and see to it that when they’'re doing the chit chat
and when they're doing the other kinds of conversation,
they either do it in public or they do it in private. They
do it behind their closed doors, not as part of a public
meet i ng. Second, we’'ve heard a great deal about the
wonder ful volunteers who help us at the |ocal governnenta

level and | am delighted to have them But | have to
suggest that if we trust the volunteers to spend hundreds
of thousands of dollars in their local school systens or
park boards properly, if we trust them to be accountable to
the way they spend our public dollar, we can trust themto
respond to the requirenents of the State Opens(sic-Qpen)
Meeti ngs Act. Finally, Speaker and Menbers of the House,
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just for the record, it isn't just the press association

that supports this Bill, this Bill also has support from
the |ndependent Voters of Illinois and from our State
Attorney General, Lisa Madigan. | believed her... her

predecessor, Attorney General, Jim Ryan, supported the sane
measure when it canme up in this House and passed
overwhelmngly two years ago. | look forward to your ‘yes
votes on Senate Bill 1586.”

But
it took a period of tine But what really sticks in the
craw of may of these famlies who were renoved from their
famly land, the purpose for which their |and was taken was

never built. So, we took 20 thousand acres off the tax
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rolls in a county for the purposes of building a reservoir.
To this day there is no reservoir and to this day the state
and/or the county has titled the land so it’s tax exenpt.

Now, if you...if you expedite that process and you take
ownership of the land by quick-take procedure, which neans

you're going to gain title to the l|and, the governnent

entity will gain ownership or title to the land in a manner
of days and then we’'ll settle up with the property owner
si x weeks, six nonths, a year or two years later. | think

you ought to have a very specific purpose for quick-take
and it ought to be easily explained as to why you want
qui ck-take, why you cannot go through the normal process of
em nent domain. And since | see nothing in this Bill that
indicates there is an energency and that there are property
owners in fact opposed to this, | stand opposition to the
qui ck-take provision enbodied in Senate Bill 1740.”

Meyer : “Could you explain why a tax increase that you ve

descri bed shouldn’t go to referendunt”
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Hanos: “Wel I, the... because these are intergovernnental
agreenments it would require a special recreation district
to seek a referendum in multiple nmunicipalities and park
districts at the sane tine. That makes it wvirtually
i npossible for themto go through that process, but | also
want to point out that these special recreation districts
receive their authority before we passed the Federal Law
for Anerican D ...for Americans for Disabilities Act. So by
virtue of the Federal Law, there are all kinds of new
responsi bilities and obligations that these park districts,
these special recreation districts have had to assune. And
that makes it another conpelling reason to do it this way.”

someone cannot afford it, then usually the pharmacist wll
eat the cost.”

Currie, on Senate Bill 100. M. Cerk, read the Bill."”
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Cl erk Rossi: “Senate Bill 100, a Bill for an Act concerning
conpensation of public officials. Third Reading of this
Senate Bill.”

Speaker Novak: “Representative Currie.”

Currie: *“Thank you, Speaker and Menbers of the House. A year
ago we abolished the <cost-of-living adjustnent for
Legislators, for nenbers of the executive branch, and for
the judiciary, as well. Unfortunately, it has since cone
to our attention that it was not wthin our purview
legitimately, under the Constitution, to take the COLA, the
cost-of-living increase, away from the judiciary. Let ne
read to you from the Illinois Constitution, Article WV,
Section 14, ‘judges shall receive salaries provided by |aw
whi ch shall not be dimnished to take effect during their
terms of office.’ When the pay... the Conpensation Review
Board authorized a <cost-of-living adjustnent for the
| egi slative, executive, and judicial branches in 1991, the
report made absolutely <clear that that cost-of-living
adj ustnment was to be considered part of conpensation, part
of salary, in each and every year that ensued. So, the two
issues in this Bill are first of all, the constitutiona
prohi bition agai nst disparaging, reducing, the salary of a
sitting judge. And that provision is there so as to nmke
sure we value the integrity and the independence of the
judiciary, that we do not wuse the salary schedule to
intimdate or to discourage them from using their best
judgnment, their best intelligence, their best judicial

expertise when they are trying cases. Second, the reason
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that provision is relevant is precisely because when the

Conpensation Review Board established the schedule for

cost-of -living adjustnents they did so as a proni se, not

just a ‘maybe’, from 1991 going forward. Il would
appreci ate your support for the Bill. | would be happy to
answer your questions. I do believe, Menbers of this

chanber, that we have no constitutional choice but to vote

‘yes’ on Senate Bill 100.”

Speaker Novak: “Is there any discussion? On this question, the
Gentl eman from Verm lion, M. Black.”

Bl ack: “Well, Ladies and Gentlenen of the House, you stay here
| ong enough and you get to see al nost everything. But this
is the first tinme |I’ve seen this. And | hope... put down
your popcorn, put down your soda pop, |ook at your |aptop
because here cones, what | think, is the nost...]| won’t even
say that. I think this is the nost interesting Bill that
you’'re gonna get a chance to vote on all Session. Last
year the Menbers of the CGeneral Assenbly passed a Bill that
said we will forego a pay raise, cost-of-living pay raise,
that was recomrended in the Conpensation Review Board
report. And along wth that, canme the constitutional

el ected officeholders and the judges. That saved $12

mllion. | have a Bill pending to do the sane thing this
year but | don’t think you'll ever get a chance to vote on
it. But that’'s..that's for a later tinme. Now, here cones
a Bill, retroactive, that says in effect, judges who nake

$120 thousand a year or nore... hey, you can't.. you can’t
i nclude us, our cost-of-living raise, uh-uh. You don’t
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have the right to deny us a cost-of-living raise. Ch,
really? \Were is that in statute? | can't find it. |[|’ve
had staff |ooking for a nonth. And you know what | was

told? If you don't do this and you don’t give us our raise
back that you took away |ast year, we’'re going to sue you
Sue ne. What judge in Illinois is gonna hear the case?
VWhat judge in Illinois is gonna hear the case? Not that
any of ‘em would have a conflict of interest. So, | was
told today, ‘we’ll take it to the federal courts.” Take it
to the federal courts. Come on into ny district, tell
people who can’t find a job. Tell people who have had to
sign union contracts, giving back noney the last two
contract terns. Tell people in ny district trying to get
by on $24 thousand a year that you can't give up a 4.8
percent cost-of-living increase for one year when you nake...
Let’s listen to this: the Suprene Court, a hundred and
fifty-eight thousand, a hundred and three; the Appellate
Court, a hundred forty-eight thousand, eight hundred and
three; ny good friends on the Circuit Court, the Circuit
Court j udges, a hundr ed and thirty-six thousand;

Rat her than just cone in and say, ‘we don't
want to give up our..our raise. W don't think we should,
and we don't like it.’ They cone in and they raise a

constitutional issue. How many tinmes have we backed off a

vote where sonebody stands up and says, ‘I don’'t think
that’s constitutional.’ The courts will rule. And | et
themrule. But | say to you this, if the judges ask to be

included in the Conpensation Review Board report, as they
did less than 20 years ago, then by God, they are subject
to the will and the action of this Body. And why did they
want in the Conpensation Review Board report? Because
those raises can becone autonmatic. Those cost-of-1living
rai ses can becone automatic. |If you vote on a judicial pay
raise all by itself, it didn't pass very often. So, they
said, ‘put us under the Conpensation Review Board.’ Ve
did, we froze their pay. They don’t |ike, they want a
retroactive pay increase. However you vote is your
busi ness. But ny... and | have canpaigned, and that’'s
another thing | love about this Bill. |’ ve canpai gned for
many a judge, ‘course the mnute they' re elected they can’'t
talk to ne, but |’ve canpaigned and raised noney to help
elect a lot of judges in ny district. And then here they
cone in with this kind of backwards pay increase saying
that we don't have the authority. If you' re under the

Conmpensati on Revi ew Board, we have the authority. To quote
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that great Anerican statesman, you all renmenber him
President Bill dinton. That great American statesnman
said, ‘I feel your pain. And we should share in your
pain.’ well, M. and Ms. Judge, | feel your pain. I

There are people in ny district who would
think they’'d died and gone to heaven if they could make a
hundred and twenty-four thousand dollars a year. I think
this is an affront to the state enployees who have been
laid off, to enployees who not only won’t get a raise, but
now have to pick up their own pension contribution so
they' Il get a net |oss. | think it’s an affront to every
communi ty-based provider who wll take a budget cut.

However, | just have to rem nd him that
there are a lot of judges who, we won't get in...gave up
practices and that, but there are judges who are with the
State’s Attorneys Ofice, becane judges, they have children
in college. They don’t necessarily all drive Mercedes,

they don’t necessarily have to... where they're all

multimllionaires. There are judges out there that Ilive
check to check, just like everybody else does. Now, the
other thing that | mght point out that | want to make

clear for the record. W’'re not here voting a raise for
the judges, the judges aren’t getting a raise. Wat we're
doing is, there was a raise that we voted on, previously.
‘Pate’ Philip and a few other Leaders decided that the
cost-of-living part, we should take away from ourselves.
Vell, what we did do was we included the judges, we just

didn’t take away from ourselves. Very nice of us a year
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ago to take away from other people. And | think that’'s
where the problemis. No judges cone down here and say, ‘I
want a pay increase.’ Al they’'re saying is that...and no
judge has really been down here doing this. This is
something that we did that I don’t think we had the right
to do. Very sinple to conprom se and gi ve sonething up, as
long as it’s not yours. W took sonething away from these
judges we didn’t have a right to take. Al this does is
put it back, we're not giving ‘ema pay increase. This is
sonething that was already voted on previously that we
decided to do. And | do take...just want ‘em..other people

to know, there are judges living check...check to check, not

all of ‘em drive Mercedes. | just want to nake that
clear.”

Speaker Novak: “Representative Currie to close.”

Currie: “Thank you, Speaker and Menbers of the House. It’'s
been suggested that the constitution is not our

responsibility, we're to leave that up to the courts. Let
me point out Menbers of this chanber, that each and every
one of us, when we took the oath o office, swore that we
woul d uphold the Constitution of the State of Illinois.
And the constitution is clear, judges salaries nmay not be
di m nished during a term in office. Second, we’ve been
treated to a bit of judge bashing on this House Floor.

woul d urge, Menbers of the Assenbly, that perhaps one of
the reasons for this very constitutional provision is that
it’s easy to intimdate the judges. It’s easy to undercut

their authority. It’s easy to give them a hard tine.
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Maybe that’'s why, to preserve their integrity and their
i ndependence, maybe that’'s why the Constitution is so
specific that we nay not take away their salary. There’s

no question, this is salary. The 1991 report mnekes that

absol utely clear. If you want to get away w thout a huge
cost to state governnent | would urge that you vote ‘yes’
on Senate Bill 100. Not only because that would show your

respect for the Constitution you have sworn to uphold, but
al so because it wll avoid the taxpayer bill for the
substantial suns of noney that we’ll spend in court |osing
the battle to say that this was the wong vote. | urge

your ‘aye’ votes. It’s tine...whatever you think of judges,
it’s tinme to do the right thing. It’s time to do the
constitutional thing. Vote ‘yes’.”

aborti ons. And | stand in strong opposition and so do
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many ot her groups and many pro-famly organizations rise in
opposition to this |egislation.

even go there. The problemis and it gets to be so easy

here because we just sinply..we just look at one Bill on
its face and say, how could anybody be against this. It’'s
not easy to stand up and speak against this Bill. You
catch heck froma lot of different people. |[1’Il catch heck
from ny daughter. I’11 catch heck from organized groups.
Some of the opposition that 1’'Il get for this wll be
pl easant and sone of it wll be very unpleasant. But |

figure nmy constituents sent me down here to do what | think
is right based on the current fiscal situation of the State
of Illinois. Now, if we're gonna sit here day after day
and vote Bills out of this chanber that cost the taxpayers,
just the taxpayers, on this Bill $10.2 nmllion to be...to

pay for the additional insurance mandate, that doesn’t...
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that doesn’'t even begin to cover the cost to private

policies. And once again, | would remnd you this has no
inpact on the majority of health plans in Illinois. | f
you're self-insured, this Bill does not inpact your health
i nsurance plan, whatsoever. So, the biggest health

insurers in this state who are self-insured and represent
the big corporate nanes that all of us would represent

they’re not covered by this Bill. They' Il do whatever they
negotiate wth their enployees. |’ve given you the
statistics about every nmandate that we put on here about
what private businesses do. Mre and nore of them just get
out of even offering health insurance. So, you know, at
some point, collectively, you can argue with the Governor’s
figures, let’s use the Governor’s figures, $5 billion out
of bal ance. Schools are gonna take a hit, nmental health
providers are going to take a serious cut. Your conmunity-
based providers, | daresay, sone of them who provide
service to the disabled, the nentally ill, the aged, the
blind, and the disabled, sone of those conmunity service
providers will not be in business one year from today.
They will not be able to absorb the budget cuts that the
current fiscal crisis is going to necessitate this Governor
meki ng. The Governor said it nore eloquently than |I. The
Governor’s budget nessage was not intended to be popul ar,
| " m paraphrasing him He said it was sonething that had to
be done. And we sit here day after day and we add m |l |ions
of dollars to this Bill, mllions of dollars to that Bill,

with no rhyme or reason as to where we’'re gonna get the
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money. ldentify a funding source, 1’'ll cosponsor the Bill.
But until we have the collective wsdom to say, the

Governor nay be right, the Governor nmay be absolutely on
target and the Governor’s nessage nmay be very accurate.
This budget is going to hurt people and it won't be very
popular. | cannot and will not sit here and push a ‘green

button, that’s the easy way out. It’s the easy thing to
do. But then | have to go hone and explain to people, how
can you add $10 mllion to the enployees, just the state
enpl oyees’ health insurance program when you re cutting
every other program known that the state has. Once, just
once, let’s have the collective courage that the Governor
has shown and say, we’'d like to do this, but there’s no way
to pay for it for the state enployees’ plan, |et al one sone
of the private businesses that are struggling to neet

payroll and to stay in business. This is a difficult year.

But there is, it would be an
ordi nance violation, so what happens in townshi p gover nnment
just like in a lot of nunicipalities is that sonebody is
i ssued an ord...a ticket for an ordinance violation and that
is by sworn officer or it can be done through sumons.
Because a lot of, as you know, a |lot of loca

munici palities and a lot of townships...| nean, and they
don’t have a police force that does this so then they
actually issue an ordinance violation, it’s done... and then
they’'re summoned to cone to court and they have the, ya
know, the whole proceeding goes on that way rather than
getting like a uniformtraffic citation handed to themwth
a road comm ssioner wth red flashing lights, that’s not
goi ng to happen.”
