Speaker Hanni g: “Ckay. So, now it’s... you nake a Modtion to..

canme out of the Exec Conmmittee, Representative.”
Acevedo: “Make a Motion..
Speaker Hannig: “Okay.”

Acevedo: “..make a Modtion to adopt Anmendnent #1..

Speaker Hannig: “OCkay.”

Acevedo: “.to House Bill..

Speaker Hanni g: “So, Represent... Representative Acevedo noves
for the adoption of Floor Anmendnent #1. And on that

One of ‘em was
grenade | aunchers, another one was bayonet nounts, and we
also elimnated the peace officers in the line of duty
while in...in their active duty.”

Parke: “Did this renove the operate...the opposition of the NRA
and the...the other groups that are concerned about Second
Amendnent rights?”
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Acevedo: “Well, Representative, due to further negotiations, |
beli eve we’ve cone closer. | don’t know if it conpletely
removed the opposition of the NRA | know they were

involved in negotiations and the grenade |aunchers, the
bayonet, and the peace officers were all included and part
of the negotiations.”

Par ke: “ Ckay. Well, it’s our understanding that the NRA is
still in opposition to this Bill as anended. So, | guess
we'll fight that battle when it’s on Third Reading, unless
soneone el se has questions. Thank you, M. Speaker.”

Speaker Hannig: “Any further discussion? Then all in favor of
the Amendnent say, ‘aye’ ; opposed ‘nay’. The ‘ayes’ have
it. And the Anmendnent is adopted. Any further
Amendnent s?”

Cl erk Mahoney: “No further Amendnents. However, a note... a
fiscal note has been requested and not yet received.”

Speaker Hanni g: “So, Representative Acevedo, there’'s been a
request for a fiscal note. W'Il have to hold the Bill on
Second until you can get that fiscal note filed. Ckay?
So, that wll remain on the Oder of Second Reading.

Representative Bail ey, you have House Bill 1289. That’s on
page 26 of the Cal endar. M. Cerk, wuld you read the
Bill.”

Cl erk Mahoney: “House Bill 1289, a Bill for an Act concerning
[iquor. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Lady from Cook, Representative Bailey.”

Bai |l ey: “Thank you, M. Speaker. House Bill 1289 anends the
Li quor Control Act of 1934. Basically, it clarifies that
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those distributors who are continuous conpliance taxpayers
who acquire or nerge with other inporting distributors
shall not be deem.. shall continue to be deenmed prior
continuous conpliance wth taxpayer and shall not be

required to post an additional surety bond. And I ask for

an ‘aye’ vote.”

Speaker Hanni g: “This is on the Order of Short Debate. Does
anyone stand in response? Then the question is, 'Shall
this Bill pass? Al in favor vote 'aye'; opposed 'nay'.
The voting is open. Have all voted who w sh? Have all

voted who w sh? M. Cderk, take the record. On this
guestion, there are 111 voting 'yes', 0 voting 'no', and O
voting ‘present’. And this Bill, having received a
Constitutional Majority, is hereby declared passed. On
page 26 of the Calendar is House Bill 2355, Representative
Brauer. M. Clerk, would you read the Bill.”

Cl erk Mahoney: “House Bill 2355, a Bill for an Act concerning
regulation. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Brauer.”

Br auer : “Thank you, M. Speaker, Menbers of the Body here.

According to the Dept of Ag, the fiscal inpact of House
Bill 2355 is 3.6 mllion. There are 4,900 retail |ocations
that sell notor fuel to public in Illinois. The average
cost per location is 734.70. That wusual takes about two
hours to perform these inspections. That’ s anounts of
$367.35 an hour. Three percent of the dispensers are found

to be out of conpliance and a certified and trained
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technician is hired to repair that dispenser. I wll be
glad to answer any questions.”

Speaker Hannig: “This is on the Order of Short Debate. And in
response, Representative Cultra is recognized.”

Cultra: *“Thank you. To the Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Cultra: “We have rather a novel idea here in Springfield.
W' re actually gonna pass a Bill that’s gonna save
businesses in the State of Illinois sone noney. There are
92,500 fuel punps in the State of Illinois and presently it
costs ‘em $18 a piece to have those tested, when that could
be done private entity for probably around $5. So, | rise
in strong support of House Bill 2355.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Representative Reitz, for what reason do you
ri se?”

Reitz: “Questions of the Sponsor.”

Speaker Hannig: “Sponsor will yield.”
Rei t z: “Thank you. Representative, |...l guess |I’m | ooking at

the analysis fromthe Departnment of Agriculture. Did they...

do you have the fiscal inpact for this Bill? O.

Brauer: “Yes, | do. It was 3.6 mllion.”

Reitz: “I'ncluding...and... and it’s 1.7 for the fees charged at
the punp for inspection fees, is that the... the note you
have? O ..

Br auer: “I don't have that in front of nme, but I wll check

that and get back to you.”
Reitz: *“l guess one of the con...concerns | have, I..1 think if

you could... ya know, there may be a way to work this out
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sonehow wth the Departnent of Agriculture. [
understand what you're trying to do and the concerns that
the petrol eum marketers have. But |...1 think we have...you
know, we do have a problem wth the budget in this state
and...and if there...there’s a way to do that and mnim ze
the inpact that we have on the state revenue woul d... woul d
be good. | guess the other question, you don't..wll this...
has anyone indicated if this will adversely inpact the...the
Departnment of Weights and Measures within the Departnment of

Agricul ture?”

Br auer: “No. l...1 don't think it wll. VWhat it will do is
take sonme of the responsibility away from‘em Wen a punp
is found out of conpliance, what happens, they call in
these private contractors. The private contractor then

fixes the punp, puts a seal on it, and then that punp isn't
i nspected again for the next year. So, what this wll
actually do is lower the cost to businesses in...in this
state. And | think that as we | ook at our responsibility,
our responsibility is to keep businesses in the state.
This is a business friendly Bill.”

Reit z: “1 agree. Is it not, also, our responsibility to nake
sure that the consuners are getting a gallon for a gallon
of gas?”’

Br auer: “Well, | don't think that’s the issue here. ‘ Cause
what ... what you have here is one of these punps, 3 percent
of ‘em are found out of conpliance every year. The
Departnment of Ag doesn't fix the punps. The private

contractors cone in, they fix a punp, they tag ‘em and
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then the state doesn’'t even cone back to inspect ‘em  So,
that responsibility is placed on these private contractors.
And so, what we have here now is a situation to where
there’'ll be a |ower cost. And, you know, these punp
i nspections went up 2 years ago from $7 per punp to $9 per
punp and then this year, it’s $18 per punp.”

Reitz: “Well, | appreciate that. And |, ya know, | tend to
agree with you on...on sone parts. | guess, the thing, I
think, that is incunbent on us is to make sure that we have
a separation there, to make sure that we  have
accountability and the Departnent of Agriculture is the one
that is going to do these certifications. I think, vya
know, it shows the... the analysis | have conpares the
national average to be 6.6 percent of.. of commtnent of
irregularities within that on a national survey and 3.6 for
[11inois. So, | think...1 think we should be proud of the
job that the Departnment of Agriculture is doing. Md if
there’s a way to work within the paraneters of the current
program and relieve sone of these costs, |'d be happy to
work with ya on that. But, ya know, 1.

Br auer: “As... as this thing noves through Senate, I|... 11| be
glad to work with ya and... and see if we can't get the
Departnent of Ag to...to sign on to this.”

Rei t z: “Ckay. Well, | appreciate... Unfortunately, [I'1II
probably have to oppose it at this tinme because of that.
But |... but | appreciate your efforts and appreciate your
willingness to work with the departnent.”

Brauer: “Thank you.”
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Speaker Hannig: “Representative Brauer to close.”
Br auer: “This Wights and Measure Fund is listed by the

Governor as an account that nay have excess funds in it and
woul d be open to be swept. So, | would appreciate an ‘aye’
vote. Thank you.”
Speaker Hannig: “The question is, "Shall this Bill pass? Al
in favor vote '
Have all voted who wi sh? Have all voted who wi sh? Have

al | vot ed who W sh? Have al | vot ed who w sh?

aye'; opposed 'nay'. The voting is open.

Representative Biggins, do you wish to be recorded? M.
Clerk, take the record. On this question, there are 108

Cl erk Mahoney: *“House Bill 2460, a Bill for an Act concerning
child labor. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Bol and.”

Bol and: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker. This is a Bill
exactly like we passed last term overwhelmngly in the
House and unfortunately didn't nove in the Senate. But

what it does is creates the state prohibition of goods from
Chil d Labor Act. Its...follows a |law that we passed 3 years
ago that prohibited the State Governnent from spending tax
nmoney on goods nade by political and religious prisoners.

This one now woul d do the sanme thing with child labor. And

it..it says that any... any contractor who know ngly and,
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that’s a keyword, knowingly violates this would have sone

penalties.”

Speaker Hanni g: “This is on the Oder of Short Debate. Does
anyone stand in response? Then the question is, 'Shall
this Bill pass? Al in favor vote '"aye'; opposed 'nay'.
