WHEREAS, If greywater is released into rivers, lakes, or
estuaries, it becomes a pollutant, but to plants, it is a

valuable fertilizer; and

WHEREAS, Reusing greywater saves water and money on one's

water bill; and

WHEREAS, Reusing greywater keeps it out of the sewer or
septic system, thereby reducing the chance that it will pollute

local bodies of water; and

WHEREAS, Reusing greywater 1is a way to increase the
productivity of sustainable backyard ecosystems that produce

food, clean water, and shelter wildlife; therefore, be it
