May 1, 2006; and

WHEREAS, In addition to being a certified firefighter,
Chief Hitzemann is a certified instructor, certified pension
trustee, and a certified fire trustee; he is a member of the
Illinois Fire Chiefs Association, the International
Association of Fire Chiefs, the Illinois Professional
Firefighters Association, and the Illinois Public Pension Fund
Association; he also is a past vice president of the Yorkville
