WHEREAS, The members of the Illinois Senate are saddened to

learn of the death of Richard J. Short of McHenry, who passed

away on March 24, 2018; and

WHEREAS, Richard Short was born in Chicago to James H. and

Patricia (Nuccio) Short on February 22, 1931; he married

Barbara J. Carnagio at Our Lady of Sorrows Basilica in Chicago

on September 6, 1952; he enlisted in the Illinois Air National

Guard and he was stationed at the U.S. Air Force Base in

Langley, Virginia; he was a gunner and an instructor in the

108th Bomb Squadron until 1952; after serving, he attended the

John Marshall Law School and was admitted to the Illinois and

Federal Bar in 1957; in 1960, he received a Doctor of

Jurisprudence; and

WHEREAS, Richard Short was an attorney for over 60 years,

first in Chicago, and then in McHenry County; in 1960, he was

appointed to the Cook County Board of Tax Appeals; in 1961, he

was appointed as Technical Advisor to the Illinois Department

of Revenue; he gained national prominence as an authority on

state and local tax law and later served as an Assistant

Attorney General; and

WHEREAS, Richard Short served as Chairman of the McHenry
