and visiting his daughter and family in Florida; his other

interests included the selling of race track safety
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communication equipment to the race teams, and the building,
repairing, and selling of computers, as well as installing

complete office systems; and

WHEREAS, Ron Modrich was a member of St. Elizabeth Ann
Seton Parish in Crystal Lake and the St. Elizabeth Ann Seton

Knights of Columbus Council #10678; and

WHEREAS, Ron Modrich was preceded in death by his parents;
his sister, Shirley; and his brother-in-law, Robert Richards;

WHEREAS, Ron Modrich is survived by his wife, Judy; his
daughter, Janice (Brad) Price; his son, Rick (Lisa) Modrich;
