Veterans, Marine Corps V Division, the Third Division, and the

Marine Corps League; "Semper Fi Larry" joined in camaraderie

and fellowship for the purpose of preserving traditions and

promoting the interests of the United States Marine Corps by

banding together with those who are now serving and those who

have been honorably discharged to promote the ideals of

American freedom and democracy; he was an avid reader,
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historian, listener, and traveler; he will be remembered as "a
