SYNOPSIS AS INTRODUCED:

ILCON Art. III, Sec. 2 rep.

Proposes to amend the Suffrage and Elections Article of the Illinois
Constitution. Repeals language denying a person convicted of a felony, or
otherwise under sentence in a correctional institution or jail, the right
to vote until completion of his or her sentence. Effective upon being
declared adopted.

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE ONE

electors of the State for adoption or rejection at the general
election next occurring at least 6 months after the adoption of
this resolution a proposition to amend Section 2 of Article III

of the Illinois Constitution as follows:
