WHEREAS, Judge Connor participated in many local groups,
including the Joliet Area Historical Society; he was a founding
member of the Will County Irish American Society; many people
recognized him from his jogging days, when he ran all around
Joliet; he was known for his depth of compassion, his zest for
life, the strength of his integrity, and the force of his
