WHEREAS, After graduation, Daniel Crane served as a captain

in the United States Army during the Vietnam War; he was

stationed in Southeast Asia; following his honorable

discharge, he started a private dental practice in Danville and

retired in 2011; and

House of Representatives and served as a congressman for both

the 19th and 22nd Districts from 1979 until 1985; and

WHEREAS, Daniel Crane was a member of the Hillsboro United

Methodist Church and the American Legion Post 23 of Aurora,

WHEREAS, Daniel Crane was preceded in death by his wife,

Judy; his parents; and his brothers, George Crane IV and Dr.

Philip Crane; and
