The |Illinois Vehicle Code is anended by
changing Sections 1-140, 11-302, 11-304, 15-102, 15-107,
15-111, and 15-316 as foll ows:

Sec. 1-140. Local authorities.

Every county, nmunicipal and other |ocal board or body
having authority to enact laws relating to traffic under the

constitution and laws of this State and each road district

hi ghway comm ssioner having that authority.

Sec. 11-302. Authority to designate through highway and
stop and yield intersections.

(a) The Departnent wth reference to State highways
under its jurisdiction, and local authorities and--road
di strtet--ht ghway--conmtssioners wth reference to ot her
hi ghways under their jurisdiction, may designate through
hi ghways and erect stop signs or yield signs at specified
entrances thereto, or nmy designate any intersection as a
stop intersection or as a yield intersection and erect stop
signs or yield signs at one or nore entrances to such
i ntersection. Designation of through highways and stop or
yield intersections and the erection of stop signs or yield
signs on township or road district roads are subject to the
witten approval of the county engi neer or superintendent of
hi ghways.

(b) Every stop sign and yield sign shall conformto the
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State Manual and Specifications and shall be |ocated as near
as practicable to the nearest line of the <crosswalk on the
near side of the intersection or, if there is no crosswalk,
then as close as practicable to the nearest Iline of the
i ntersecting roadway.

(c) The Departnent may in its discretion and when
traffic conditions warrant such action give preference to
traffic upon any of the State hi ghways under its jurisdiction
over traffic crossing or entering such highway by erecting
appropriate traffic control devices.

Sec. 11-304. Local traffic-control devices; tourist
ori ented busi nesses signs.

Local authorities and-road-distriet-ht ghway- eonmnt sst oners
in their respective maintenance jurisdiction shall place and
mai ntain such traffic-control devices upon highways under
their maintenance jurisdiction as are required to indicate
and carry out the provisions of this Chapter, and | ocal
traffic ordinances or to regulate, warn, or guide traffic.
Al  such traffic control devices shall conformto the State
Manual and Specifications and shall be justified by traffic
warrants stated in the Manual. Placenent of traffic-contro
devices on township or road district roads also shall be
subject to the witten approval of the county engi neer or
superi nt endent of highways.

Local authorities and-road-distriet-ht ghway- eonmnt sst oners
in their respective maintenance jurisdictions shall have the
authority to install signs, in conformance with the State
Manual and specifications, alerting notorists of the tourist
oriented busi nesses avai | abl e on roads under | ocal
jurisdiction in rural areas as nay be required to guide

nmotorists to the businesses. The |l ocal authorities and road
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district highway conm ssioners shall also have the authority
to sell or |ease space on these signs to the owners or
operators of the businesses.

Sec. 15-102. Wdth of Vehicles.

(a) On Cass Il and non-designated State and | ocal
hi ghways, the total outside wdth of any vehicle or |oad
t hereon shall not exceed 8 feet.

(b) Except during those tinmes when, due to insufficient
light or wunfavorable atnospheric conditions, persons and
vehicles on the highway are not <clearly discernible at a
di stance of 1000 feet, the foll ow ng vehicles my exceed the
8 feet imtation during the period froma half hour before
sunrise to a half hour after sunset:

(1) Loads of hay, straw or other simlar farm
products provided that the load is not nore than 12 feet
wi de.

(2) Inplements of husbandry being transported on
another vehicle and the transporting vehicle whi |l e
| oaded.

The fol |l ow ng requi renents apply to t he
transportation on another vehicle of an inplenment of
husbandry wider than 8 feet 6 inches on the National
System of Interstate and Defense H ghways or other
hi ghways in the system of State highways:

(A) The driver of a vehicle transporting an

i npl ement of husbandry that exceeds 8 feet 6 inches

in width shall obey all traffic laws and shall check

t he roadways prior to making a novenent in order to

ensure that adequate clearance is available for the

nmovenent. It is prima facie evidence that the

driver of a vehicle transporting an inplenent of
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husbandry has failed to check the roadway prior to
making a novenent if the vehicle is involved in a
collision with a bridge, overpass, fixed structure,
or properly placed traffic control device or if the
vehicle blocks traffic due to its inability to
pr oceed because of a bridge, overpass, fixed
structure, or properly placed traffic control
devi ce.

(B) Flags shall be displayed so as to wave
freely at the extremties of overwdth objects and
at the extrene ends of all protrusions, projections,
and overhangs. All flags shall be clean, bright red
flags wth no advertising, wording, enblem or
insignia inscribed upon them and at | east 18 inches
square.

(© "OVERSI ZE LOAD' signs are nmandatory on the
front and rear of all vehicles with |oads over 10
feet wide. These signs nust have 12-inch high black
letters with a 2-inch stroke on a yellow sign that
is 7 feet wide by 18 inches high.

(D) One civilian escort vehicle is required
for a load that exceeds 14 feet 6 inches in wdth
and 2 civilian escort vehicles are required for a
| oad that exceeds 16 feet in wdth on the Nati onal
System of Interstate and Defense H ghways or other
hi ghways in the system of State highways.

(E) The requirenents for a civilian escort
vehicle and driver are as foll ows:

(1) The civilian escort vehicle shall be

a passenger car or a second division vehicle

not exceeding a gross vehicle weight of 8,000

pounds that is designed to afford clear and

unobstructed vision to both front and rear.

(2) The escort vehicle driver nust be
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properly licensed to operate the vehicle.

(3) Wiile in use, the escort vehicle nust

be equi pped W th illum nated rotating,
oscillating, or flashing anber lights or
flashing anber strobe Ilights nounted on top

that are of sufficient intensity to be visible
at 500 feet in normal sunlight.

(4) "OVERSIZE LQOAD' signs are mandatory
on all escort vehicles. The sign on an escort
vehi cl e shall have 8-inch high black letters on
a yellowsign that is 5 feet wde by 12 inches
hi gh.

(5 Wien only one escort vehicle IS
required and it 1is operating on a two-I|ane
hi ghway, the escort vehicle shal | trave
approximately 300 feet ahead of the |oad. The
rotating, oscillating, or flashing lights or
flashing anber strobe lights and an "OVERSI ZE
LOAD' sign shall be displayed on the escort
vehicle and shall be visible fromthe front.
When only one escort vehicle is required and it
is operating on a multilane divided highway,
the escort wvehicle shall travel approximtely
300 feet behind the load and the sign and
lights shall be visible fromthe rear

(6) When 2 escort vehicles are required,
one escort shall travel approximately 300 feet
ahead of the |oad and the second escort shal
travel approximately 300 feet behind the | oad.
The rotating, oscillating, or flashing |lights
or flashing anber strobe lights and an
"OVERSI ZE LOAD' sign shall be displayed on the
escort vehicles and shall be visible from the

front on the |lead escort and fromthe rear on
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the trailing escort.

(7) Wen traveling within the corporate
limts of a mnunicipality, the escort vehicle
shall maintain a reasonabl e and proper distance
from the oversize | oad, consi st ent with
existing traffic conditions.

(8 A separate escort shall be provided
for each | oad haul ed.

(9) The driver of an escort vehicle shal
obey all traffic | aws.

(10) The escort vehicle nmust be in safe
operati onal condition.

(11) The driver of the escort vehicle
must be in radio contact with the driver of the
vehicle carrying the oversize | oad.

(F) A transport vehicle while wunder |oad of
nmore than 8 feet 6 inches in width nmust be equi pped
with an illumnated rotating, oscil I ating, or
flashing anber |light or lights or a flashing anber
strobe light or lights nounted on the top of the cab
that are of sufficient intensity to be visible at
500 feet in normal sunlight. |[If the load on the
transport vehicle blocks the visibility of the anber
lighting fromthe rear of the vehicle, the vehicle
must al so be equipped with an illum nated rotating,
oscillating, or flashing anber light or lights or a
fl ashi ng anber strobe light or |ights nounted on the
rear of the load that are of sufficient intensity to
be visible at 500 feet in normal sunlight.

(G \VWhen a flashing anber light is required on
the transport vehicle under load and it is operating
on a two-lane highway, the transport vehicle shal
display to the rear at | east one rotating,

oscillating, or flashing light or a flashing anber
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strobe light and an "OVERSI ZE LOAD" si gn. Wen a
flashing anmber light 1is required on the transport
vehicle under load and it is operating on a
mul til ane divided highway, the sign and |ight shal
be visible fromthe rear.

(H) Maxi mum speed shall be 45 mles per hour
on all such noves or 5 mles per hour above the
posted mnimum speed limt, whichever is greater,
but the wvehicle shall not at any tinme exceed the
posted maxi mum speed limt.

(3) Portable buildings designed and used for
agricultural and livestock raising operations that are

not nore than 14 feet wde and with not nore than a 1

foot overhang along the left side of the hauling vehicle.

However, the buildings shall not be transported nore than

10 mles and not on any route that 1is part of the

Nati onal System of Interstate and Defense H ghways.

Al l buildings when being transported shall display at
least 2 red cloth flags, not less than 12 inches square,
mounted as high as practicable on the left and right side of
t he buil di ng.

A State Police escort shall be required if it 1is
necessary for this load to use part of the left |ane when
crossing any 2 laned State hi ghway bridge.

(c) Vehicles propelled by electric power obtained from
overhead trolley wres operated wholly within the corporate
limts of a municipality are also exenpt from the wdth
[imtation.

(d) Exenptions are also granted to vehicles designed for
the carrying of nore than 10 persons under the follow ng
condi tions:

(1) (Blank);
(2) Wen operated wthin any public transportation

service with the approval of Ilocal authorities or an
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appropriate public body authorized by law to provide

public transportation. Any vehicle so operated nay be 8

feet 6 inches in width; or

(3) When a county engineer or superintendent of
hi ghways, after giving due consideration to the mass
transportation needs of the area and to the wdth and
condition of the road, has determ ned that the operation
of buses wider than 8 feet will not pose an undue safety
hazard on a particular county or township road segnent,
he or she may authorize buses not to exceed 8 feet 6
inches in wdth on any highway under that engineer's or
superintendent's jurisdiction.

(e) A vehicle and load traveling wupon the National
System of Interstate and Defense H ghways or any other
highway in the system of State highways that has been
desi gnat ed as a Cass | or dass Il highway by the
Department, or any street or highway designated by |ocal
authorities or-road-distrtet-connt sstoners, may have a total
outside width of 8 feet 6 inches, provided that certain
safety devices that the Departnent determ nes as necessary
for the safe and efficient operation of notor vehicles shal
not be included in the cal cul ati on of w dth.

(e-1) A vehicle and load nore than 8 feet w de but not
exceeding 8 feet 6 inches in wdth is allowed access
according to the foll ow ng:

(1) A vehicle and | oad not exceeding 73,280 pounds
in weight 1is allowed access fromany State designated
hi ghway onto any county, township, or rmunicipal highway
for a distance of 5 highway mles for the purpose of
| oadi ng and unl oadi ng, provided:

(A) The vehicle and | oad does not exceed 65
feet overall |ength.
(B) There is no sign prohibiting that access.

(© The route IS not being used as a
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t horoughf are between State designated hi ghways.

(2) A vehicle and | oad not exceeding 73,280 pounds
in weight 1is allowed access fromany State designated
hi ghway onto any county or township highway for a
di stance of 5 highway mles or onto any municipal highway
for a distance of one highway mle for the purpose of
food, fuel, repairs, and rest, provided:

(A) The vehicle and |oad does not exceed 65
feet overall |ength.

(B) There is no sign prohibiting that access.

(C© The route is not Dbeing used as a

t horoughf are between State designated hi ghways.

(3) A vehicle and | oad not exceedi ng 80, 000 pounds
in weight is allowed access froma Cass | highway onto
any street or highway for a distance of one highway mle
for the purpose of [|oading, unloading, food, fuel,
repairs, and rest, provided there is no sign prohibiting
t hat access.

(4) A vehicle and | oad not exceedi ng 80, 000 pounds
in weight is allowed access froma Cass | or Cass |
hi ghway onto any State highway or any |ocally designated
hi ghway for a distance of 5 highway mles for the purpose
of | oadi ng, unloading, food, fuel, repairs, and rest.

(5) Atrailer or sem-trailer not exceeding 28 feet
6 inches in length, that was originally in conbination
with a truck tractor, shall have unlimted access to
poi nts of | oading and unl oadi ng.

(6) Al household goods carriers shal | have
unlimted access to points of |oading and unl oadi ng.

Section 5-35 of the Illinois Adm nistrative Procedure Act

relating to procedures for rul emaking shall not apply to the

desi gnation of highways under this paragraph (e).

(f) Mrrors required by Section 12-502 of this Code and

ot her safety devices identified by the Departnent may project
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up to 14 inches beyond each side of a bus and up to 6 inches
beyond each side of any other vehicle, and that projection
shall not be deened a violation of the wdth restrictions of
this Section.

(g0 Any person who is convicted of violating this
Section is subject to the penalty as provided in paragraph
(b) of Section 15-113.

(a-1) shall be exclusive of energy-absorbing bunpers and rear
view mrrors.

(b) On all non-State highways, the maxinmum |ength of
vehicles in conbinations is as foll ows:

(1) A truck tractor in conbination wth a
semtrailer may not exceed 55 feet overall dinension.

(2) A truck tractor-semtrailer-trailer my not
exceed 60 feet overall dinension.

(3) Conbinations specially designed to transport
motor vehicles or boats may not exceed 60 feet overal

di mensi on.

Vehi cl es operating during dayl i ght hour s when

transporting poles, pipes, machinery, or other objects of a
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structural nature that <cannot readily be disnenbered are
exenpt fromlength limtations, provided that no object my
exceed 80 feet in Ilength and the overall dinmension of the
vehicle including the | oad may not exceed 100 feet. Thi s
exenption does not apply to operation on a Saturday, Sunday,
or legal holiday. Legal holidays referred to in this Section
are the days on which the follow ng traditional holidays are
cel ebrated: New Year's Day; Menorial Day; |ndependence Day;
Labor Day; Thanksgi ving Day; and Christnas Day.

Vehi cl es and | oads operated by a public utility while en
route to make energency repairs to public service facilities
or properties are exenpt from length Ilimtations, provided
that during night operations every vehicle and its | oad nust
be equipped with a sufficient nunber of clearance |anps on
both sides and marker lanps on the extreme ends of any
projecting load to clearly mark the di nensions of the | oad.

A tow truck in conmbination with a disabled vehicle or
conbi nation of disabled vehicles, as provided in paragraph
(6) of subsection (c) of this Section, is exenpt fromlength
[imtations.

Al l other conbinations not listed in this subsection (b)
may not exceed 60 feet overall dinension.

(c) Conbinations of vehicles may not exceed a total of 2
vehi cl es except the foll ow ng:

(1) A truck tractor semtrailer my draw one
trailer.

(2) A truck tractor semtrailer may draw one
converter dolly.

(3) A truck tractor semtrailer my draw one
vehicle that is defined in Chapter 1 as special nobile
equi pnent, provided the overall dinension does not exceed
60 feet.

(4) Atruck intransit may draw 3 trucks in transit

coupl ed together by the triple saddl enount net hod.
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(5) Recreational vehicles consisting of 3 vehicles,

provi ded the foll ow ng:

(A The total overall dinension does not
exceed 60 feet.

(B) The t ow ng vehicl e IS a properly
regi stered vehicle capable of tow ng anot her vehicle
using a fifth-wheel type assenbly.

(© The second vehicle in the conbination of
vehicles is a recreational vehicle that is towed by
a fifth-wheel assenbly. This vehicle nust be
properly registered and nust be equipped wth
brakes, regardl ess of weight.

(D) The third vehicle nust be the lightest of
the 3 wvehicles and be a trailer or semtrailer
desi gned or used for transporting a boat ,
all-terrain vehi cl e, per sonal wat ercraft, or
not or cycl e.

(E) The towed vehicles may be only for the use
of the operator of the tow ng vehicle.

(F) Al vehicles nust be properly equipped
with operating brakes and safety equi pnment required
by this Code, except t he addi tional brake
requirenent in subdivision (C) of this subparagraph
(5).

(6) A tow truck in conbination wth a disabled

value specified by the manufacturer as the | oaded

wei ght of the tow truck

(B) |Is equipped wwth flashing, rotating, or
oscillating anber lights, visible for at |east 500
feet in all directions.

(© Is capable of utilizing the lighting and
br aki ng syst ens of t he di sabled vehicle or
conbi nati on of vehicles.

(D) Does not engage a tow exceedi ng 50 hi ghway
mles fromthe initial point of weck or disabl enment
to a place of repair. Any additional novenent of the
vehi cl es may occur only upon I ssuance of
aut hori zation for that novenent under the provisions
of Sections 15-301 through 15-319 of this Code.

The Departnment may by rule or regulation prescribe
additional requirenments regarding length Ilimtations for a
tow truck tow ng anot her vehicle.

For purposes of +this Section, a towdolly that nerely
serves as substitute wheels for another legally |icensed
vehicle 1is considered part of the |icensed vehicle and not a
separate vehicle.
