(b) It is wunlawful for a person, within this State, to

distribute, transport, or inport into this State or possess

with intent to sell or to offer for sale or to give a 50

cal i ber sni per weapon.

(c) It is unlawful for a person to transfer, sel |, or

give any 50 caliber sniper weapon to a person under 18 years

(d) It is wunlawful to possess a 50 caliber sniper

(e) This Section does not apply to or affect any of the

(1) Peace officers while in performance of their

official duties.

(2) War dens, superi nt endent s, and Kkeepers of

prisons, penitentiaries, jails, and other institutions

for the detention of persons accused or convicted of an

of f ense.

(3) Menbers of the of the Arned Services or Reserve

Guard, while in the performance of their official duty.
