(a) In the course of acrimnal trial the court shal
not require, request, or suggest that the defendant submt to
a pol ygraphi c detection deception test, comonly knowmn as a
lie detector test, to questioning under the effect of
thi opental sodium or to any other test or questioning by
means of a nechani cal device or chem cal substance.

(b) The results of a pol ygr aph exam nati on ar e

i nadm ssable as evidence in a capital case both during the

trial of the case and during the separate sentenci ng hearing.
