"Section 5. The Illinois State Auditing Act is anmended

by changing Section 3-1 as foll ows:

Sec. 3-1. Jurisdiction of Auditor GCeneral. The Auditor
Ceneral has jurisdiction over all State agencies to nake post
audits and investigations authorized by or under this Act or
the Constitution.

The Auditor GCeneral has jurisdiction over | ocal
gover nnment agencies and private agencies only:

(a) to make such post audits authorized by or under
this Act as are necessary and incidental to a post audit
of a State agency or of a program adm nistered by a State
agency involving public funds of the State, but this
jurisdiction does not include any authority to review
| ocal governnental agencies in the obligation, receipt,
expenditure or use of public funds of the State that are
granted without imtation or condition inposed by |aw,
other than the general limtation that such funds be used

for public purposes;
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(b) to meke investigations authorized by or under
this Act or the Constitution; and

(c) to make audits of +the records of | ocal
gover nnment agenci es to verify act ual costs of
state-mandated prograns when directed to do so by the

Legi slative Audit Conmm ssion at the request of the State

Board of Appeals under the State Mandates Act.

In addition to the foregoing, the Auditor Ceneral may
conduct an audit of the Metropolitan Pier and Exposition
Aut hori ty, t he Regi onal Transportation Authority, the
Suburban Bus Division, the Commuter Rail D vision and the
Chicago Transit Authority and any other subsidized carrier
when aut hori zed by the Legislative Audit Conmm ssion. Such
audit may be a financial, managenent or program audit, or any
conbi nati on thereof.

The audit shall determ ne whether they are operating in
accordance with all applicable I aws and regul ations. Subject
to the limtations of this Act, the Legislative Audit
Comm ssi on may by resol ution specify addi ti onal
determ nations to be included in the scope of the audit.

In addition to the foregoing, the Auditor GCeneral nust
also conduct a financial audit of the Illinois Sports
Facilities Authority's expenditures of public funds in
connection wth the reconstruction, renovation, renodeling,
extension, or inprovenent of all or substantially all of any
existing "facility", as that termis defined in the 1Illinois
Sports Facilities Authority Act.

The Auditor General nmay also conduct an audit, when
authorized by the Legislative Audit Comm ssion, of any
hospital which receives 10%or nore of its gross revenues
from payments from the State of |Illinois, Departnment of
Public A d, Medical Assistance Program

The Auditor General is authorized to conduct financial

and conpliance audits of the Illinois D stance Learning
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Foundation and the Illinois Conservation Foundati on.

As soon as practical after the effective date of this
amendatory Act of 1995, the Auditor General shall conduct a
conpl i ance and managenent audit of the Gty of Chicago and
any other entity wth regard to the operation of Chicago
O Hare International Airport, Chicago Mdway Airport and
Merrill C. Meigs Field. The audit shall include, but not be
limted to, an examnation of revenues, expenses, and
transfers of funds; purchasing and contracting policies and
practices; staffing levels; and hiring practices and
procedures. Wen conpleted, the audit required by this
paragraph shall be distributed in accordance with Section
3-14.

The Auditor General shall conduct a financial and
conpliance and program audit of distributions from the
Muni ci pal Econom c Devel opnment Fund during the imredi ately
precedi ng cal endar year pursuant to Section 8-403.1 of the
Public Uilities Act at no cost to the city, village, or
i ncorporated town that received the distributions.

The Auditor General nust conduct an audit of the Health
Facilities Planning Board pursuant to Section 19.5 of the
II'linois Health Facilities Planning Act.

The Auditor General nust conduct an annual audit of the

water enterprise fund of a county that has assunmed the

assets, liabilities, rights, powers, duties, and functions of

a water comm ssi on under Section 0.02 of the Water Conmm ssSi on

Act of 1985.

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Sec. 5-1005. Powers. Each county shall have power:

1. To purchase and hold the real and personal estate
necessary for the wuses of the county, and to purchase and
hold, for the benefit of the county, real estate sold by
virtue of judicial proceedings in which the county is
plaintiff.

2. To sell and convey or |ease any real or personal
estate owned by the county.

3. To make all contracts and do all other acts in
relation to the property and concerns of the county necessary
to the exercise of its corporate powers.

4. To take all necessary neasures and institute
proceedi ngs to enforce all laws for the prevention of cruelty
to ani mal s.

5. To purchase and hold or |ease real estate upon which
may be erected and maintained buildings to be utilized for
pur poses of agricultural experinents and to purchase, hold
and use personal property for the care and mai ntenance of
such real westate in connection wth such experi nment al
pur poses.

6. To cause to be erected, or otherwse provided,
suitable buildings for, and maintain a county hospital and
necessary branch hospitals and/or a county sheltered care
home or county nursing honme for the <care of such sick
chronically ill or infirmpersons as may by |law be proper
charges wupon the county, or upon other governnental units,
and to provide for the managenent of the sane. The county
board nmay establish rates to be paid by persons seeking care
and treatnment in such hospital or honme in accordance wth
their fi nanci al ability to neet such charges, either
personal ly or through a hospital plan or hospital insurance,
and the rates to be paid by governnental units, including the
State, for the care of sick, chronically ill or infirm

persons admtted therein upon t he request of such
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governnmental units. Any hospital nmaintained by a county under
this Section is authorized to provide any service and enter
into any contract or other arrangenent not prohibited for a
hospital that 1is |licensed under the Hospital Licensing Act,
i ncorporated under the General Not-For-Profit Corporation
Act , and exenpt from taxation under paragraph (3) of
subsection (c) of Section 501 of the Internal Revenue Code.

7. To contribute such suns of noney toward erecting,
bui | di ng, mai ntai ning, and supporting any non-sectarian
public hospital located within its Ilimts as the county board
of the county shall deem proper

8. To purchase and hold real estate for the preservation
of forests, prairies and other natural areas and to nmaintain
and regul ate the use thereof.

9. To purchase and hold real estate for the purpose of
preserving historical spots in the county, to restore,
mai ntain and regulate the use thereof and to donate any
hi storical spot to the State.

10. To appropriate funds fromthe county treasury to be
used in any manner to be determned by the board for the
suppression, eradication and control of tubercul osis anong
donestic cattle in such county.

11. To take all necessary neasures to prevent forest
fires and encourage the mai ntenance and planting of trees and
the preservation of forests.

12. To authorize the closing on Saturday nornings of al
offices of all county officers at the county seat of each
county, and to otherwi se regulate and fix the days and the
hours of opening and cl osing of such offices, except when the
days and the hours of opening and closing of the office of
any county officer are otherwi se fixed by |law, but the power
herein conferred shall not apply to the office of State's
Attorney and the offices of judges and clerks of courts and,

in counties of 500,000 or nore population, the offices of
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county clerk.

13. To provide for the conservation, preservation and
propagati on of insectivorous birds through the expenditure of
funds provided for such purpose.

14. To appropriate funds fromthe county treasury and
expend the sane for <care and treatnent of tuberculosis
resi dents.

15. In counties having |less than 1,000, 000 i nhabitants,
to take all necessary or proper steps for the exterm nation
of nosquitoes, flies or other insects within the county.

16. To install an adequate system of accounts and
financial records in the offices and divisions of the county,
suitable to the needs of the office and in accordance with
general |y accepted principles of accounting for governnental
bodi es, which system may include such reports as the county
board may det erm ne

17. To purchase and hol d real estate for t he
construction and mai nt enance of notor vehicle parking
facilities for persons wusing county buildings, but the
purchase and use of such real estate shall not be for revenue
produci ng pur poses.

18. To acquire and hold title to real property |ocated
within the county, or partly wwthin and partly outside the
county by dedication, purchase, gift, legacy or |ease, for
park and recreational purposes and to charge reasonable fees
for the use of or adm ssion to any such park or recreational
area and to provide police protection for such park or
recreational area. Personnel enployed to provide such police
protection shall be conservators of the peace wthin such
park or recreational area and shall have power to nake
arrests on view of the offense or upon warrants for violation
of any of the ordinances governing such park or recreational
area or for any breach of the peace in the sane manner as the

police in nmunicipalities organized and existing under the
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general laws of the State. Al such real property outside the
county shall be <contiguous to the county and wthin the
boundaries of the State of Illinois.

19. To appropriate funds fromthe county treasury to be
used to provide supportive social services designed to
pr event the wunnecessary institutionalization of elderly
residents, or, for operation of, and equipnment for, senior
citizen centers provi di ng social services to elderly
resi dents.

20. To appropriate funds fromthe county treasury and
loan such funds to a county water comm ssion created under
the "Water Comm ssion Act", approved June 30, 1984, as now or
hereafter anmended, in such anobunts and upon such terns as the
county nmay determne or the county and the comm ssion may
agr ee. The county shall not wunder any circunstances be
obligated to make such | oans. The county shall not be
required to charge interest on any such | oans.

21. Begi nning COctober 1, 2003, to exercise the powers

and assune the obligations of a water conmmni ssion abolished

under Section 0.02 of the Water Conm ssion Act of 1985.

Al'l contracts for the purchase of coal under this Section
shall be subject to the provisions of "An Act concerning the
use of Illinois mned coal in certain pl ant s and
institutions", filed July 13, 1937, as anended.

vol unteers as deened necessary by the county board or

health departnent for the dissem nation of information

and other duties assigned by the board for the purpose of

responding to events of bioterrorism

(3) The establishnent of nunicipal liaisons for

every nunicipality wholly or partially within the county

in order to assist, if necessary, and to coordinate

county health departnent efforts in the event of a

bioterrorisminci dent.

(4) The distribution of county public service

announcenents and advertisenents designed to educate

county residents on what to do and where to turn for help

in the event of a bioterrorismincident.

Funding for the plan and its operation shall derive from

revenues coll ected under the Water Conm ssion Act of 1985 and

transferred to the hone county board under this anendatory

Act of the 93rd General Assenbly.
