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AN ACT concerni ng professional regul ation.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Pharmacy Practice Act of 1987 is anended

by changing Section 10 as fol |l ows:

(Section scheduled to be repeal ed on January 1, 2008)
Sec. 10. State Board of Pharmacy. There is created in the

Departnent of Professional Requlation the State Board of

Phar macy. It shall consist of 9 nenbers, 7 of whom shall be
i censed pharmaci sts. Each of those 7 nenbers nust be a
licensed pharmacist in good standing in this State, a
graduate of an accredited college of pharmacy or hold a
Bachel or of Science degree in Pharmacy and have at least 5

years' practical experience in the practice of pharnmacy

subsequent to the date of his licensure as a |icensed
pharmaci st in the State of Illinois. There shall be 2 public
menbers, who shall be voting nenbers, who shall not be

i censed pharmacists in this State or any other state.

Each nmenber shall be appointed by the Governor.

The ternms of all nenbers serving as of March 31, 1999
shall expire on that date. The Governor shall appoint 3
persons to serve one-year terns, 3 persons to serve 3-year
terms, and 3 persons to serve 5-year terns to begin April 1
1999. (O herwi se, nenbers shall be appointed to 5 year terns.
No nenber shall be eligible to serve nore than 12 consecutive
years.

I n maki ng the appoi ntnment of nmenbers on the Board, the
Governor shall give due consideration to recomendations by
the nenbers of the pr of essi on of phar macy and by

phar maceuti cal organizations therein. The Governor shal
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notify the pharmaceutical organizations pronptly of any
vacancy of nenbers on the Board and in appointing nenbers
shall give consideration to individuals engaged in all types
and settings of pharmacy practice.

The Governor may renove any nenber of the Board for
m sconduct, incapacity or neglect of duty and he shall be the
sol e judge of the sufficiency of the cause for renoval.

Every person appointed a nenber of the Board shall take
and subscribe the constitutional oath of office and file it
with the Secretary of State. Each nenber of the Board shal
be rei nbursed for such actual and legitinmte expenses as he
may incur in going to and fromthe place of neeting and
remai ni ng thereat during sessions of the Board. In addition,
each nenber of the Board shall receive a per diempaynent in
an anount determned fromtinme to tinme by the Director for
attendance at neetings of the Board and conducting other
of ficial business of the Board.

The Board shall hold quarterly neetings and an annual
meeting in January of each year and such other neetings at
such tinmes and places and upon such notice as the Board may
determne and as its business may require. Five nenbers of
the Board shall constitute a quorumfor the transaction of
busi ness. The Director shall appoint a pharmacy coordi nator,
who shall be soneone other than a menber of the Board. The
phar macy coordi nator shall be a regi stered pharmaci st in good
standing in this State, shall be a graduate of an accredited
col l ege of pharmacy, or hold at a mnimum a Bachelor of
Science degree in Pharmacy and shall have at |east 5 years
experience in the practice of pharmacy imediately prior to
his appoi nt nent. The pharmacy coordinator shall be the
executive adm nistrator and the chief enforcenent officer of
t he Pharmacy Practice Act of 1987.

The Board shall exercise the rights, powers and duties

whi ch have been vested in the Board under this Act, and any
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ot her duties conferred upon the Board by | aw

The Director shall, in conformty wth the Personnel
Code, enploy not less than 7 pharmacy investigators and 2
pharmacy supervi sors. Each pharmacy investigator and each
supervi sor shall be a registered pharnmacist in good standing
in this State, and shall be a graduate of an accredited
col l ege of pharmacy and have at |east 5 years of experience
in the practice of pharnmacy. The Departnent shall also
enpl oy at | east one attorney who is a pharmaci st to prosecute
violations of this Act and its rules. The Departnment may, in
conformty with the Personnel Code, enploy such clerical and
ot her enployees as are necessary to carry out the duties of
t he Board.

The duly authorized pharmacy investigators of t he
Department shall have the right to enter and inspect during
busi ness hours any pharmacy or any other place in the State
of Illinois holding itself out to be a pharmacy where
medi ci nes or drugs or drug products or proprietary nedicines
are sold, offered for sale, exposed for sale, or kept for
sal e. The pharmacy investigators shall be t he only
Department investigators authorized to inspect, investigate,
and nonitor probation conpl i ance of phar maci st s and
phar maci es.
