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AN ACT regardi ng school s.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The School Code is anended by changing

Sections 2-3.12 and 10-17a as foll ows:

(105 ILCS 5/2-3.12) (fromCh. 122, par. 2-3.12)

Sec. 2-3.12. School building code. To prepare for school
boards with the advice of the Departnent of Public Health,
the Capital Devel opnent Board, and the State Fire Marshal a
school building code that wll conserve the health and safety
and general welfare of the pupils and school personnel and
ot hers who use public school facilities.

The docunent known as "Efficient and Adequate Standards
for the Construction of School s" applies only to tenporary
school facilities, new school buildings, and additions to
exi sting schools whose construction contracts are awarded
after July 1, 1965. On or before July 1, 1967, each schoo
board shall have its school district buildings that were
constructed prior to January 1, 1955, surveyed by an
architect or engineer licensed in the State of Illinois as to
m ni mum st andards necessary to conserve the health and safety
of the pupils enrolled in the school buildings of the
district. Bui | di ngs constructed between January 1, 1955 and
July 1, 1965, not owned by the State of Illinois, shall be
surveyed by an architect or engineer licensed in the State of
II'linois beginning 10 years after acceptance of the conpleted
buil ding by the school board. Buildings constructed between
January 1, 1955 and July 1, 1955 and previously exenpt under
the provisions of Section 35-27 shall be surveyed prior to
July 1, 1977 by an architect or engineer licensed in the

State of Illinois. The architect or engineer, using the
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docunment known as "Building Specifications for Health and
Safety in Public Schools" as a guide, shall nmake a report of
the findings of the survey to the school board, giving
priority in that report to fire safety problens and
recommendations thereon if any such problens exist. The
school board of each district so surveyed and receiving a
report of needed recomendations to be nade to inprove
standards of safety and health of the pupils enrolled has
until July 1, 1970, or in case of buildings not owned by the
State of [Illinois and conpleted between January 1, 1955 and
July 1, 1965 or in the case of buildings previously exenpt
under the provisions of Section 35-27 has a period of 3 years
after t he survey IS comenced, to effectuate those
recommendat i ons, gi ving first attention to t he
recommendations in the survey report having priority status,
and is authorized to |levy the tax provided for in Section
17-2.11, according to the provisions of that Section, to nmake
such inprovenents. School boards unable to effectuate those
recomendations prior to July 1, 1970, on July 1, 1980 in the
case of buildings previously exenpt under the provisions of
Section 35-27, nmay petition the State Superintendent of
Educati on upon t he recommendat i on of t he Regi onal
Superintendent for an extension of tine. The extension of
time may be granted by the State Superintendent of Education
for a period of one year, but may be extended fromyear to
year provided substantial progress, in the opinion of the
State Superintendent of Education, is being nmade toward
conpliance. However, for fire protection issues, only one
one-year extension may be made, and no other provision of
this Code or an applicable code may super sede this
requirenent. For routine inspections, fire officials shal

provide witten notice to the principal of the school to
schedule a nutually agreed wupon tine for the fire safety

check. However, no nore than 2 routine inspections may be
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made in a cal endar year

Wt hin 2 years after the effective date of this
anendatory Act of 1983, and every 10 years thereafter, or at
such other tinmes as the State Board of Education deens
necessary or the regional superintendent so orders, each
school board subject to the provisions of this Section shal
again survey its school buildings and ef fectuate any
recommendations in accordance with the procedures set forth
herein. An architect or engineer licensed in the State of
II'linois is required to conduct the surveys under the
provisions of this Section and shall nmake a report of the
findings of the survey titled "safety survey report" to the
school board. The school board shall approve the safety
survey report, including any recomendations to effectuate
conpliance with the code, and submt it to the Regiona
Superintendent. The Regi onal Superintendent shall render a
decision regarding approval or denial and submt the safety
survey report to the State Superintendent of Educati on. The
State Superintendent of Education shall approve or deny the
report including recommendations to effectuate conpliance
wth the code and, iif approved, 1issue a certificate of
approval . Upon receipt of the certificate of approval, the
Regi onal Superintendent shall issue an order to effect any
approved recommendations included in the report. Itens in
the report shall be prioritized. Urgent itens shall be
considered as those itens related to life safety problens
that present an inmmediate hazard to the safety of students.
Required itens shall be considered as those itens that are
necessary for a safe environment but present |ess of an
i mredi ate hazard to the safety of students. Urgent and
required items shall reference a specific rule in the code
authorized by this Section that is currently being violated
or wll be violated wthin the next 12 nonths if the

violation is not renedied. The school board of each district
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so surveyed and receiving a report of needed recomendations
to be nmade to maintain standards of safety and health of the
pupils enrolled shall effectuate the correction of urgent
itens as soon as achievable to ensure the safety of the
students, but in no case nore than one year after the date of
the State Superintendent of Education's approval of the
reconmendat i on. Required itenms shall be corrected in a
tinmely manner, but in no case nore than 5 years fromthe date
of the State Superintendent of Education's approval of the
recomendati on. Once each year the school board shall submt
a report of progress on conpletion of any recomendations to
effectuate conpliance with the code. For each year that the
school board does not effectuate any or all approved
recommendat i ons, it shal | petition t he Regi ona
Superintendent and the State Superintendent of Education
detailing what work was conpleted in the previous year and a
work plan for conpletion of the remaining work. If in the
judgenent of the Regional Superintendent and the State
Superintendent of Education substantial progress has been
made and just cause has been shown by the school board, the
petition for a one year extension of tinme nmay be approved.

The State Board of Educati on shall require each school

district to prepare an indoor air quality (1 AQ nmanagenent

plan. At a mninmum the plan nust include all of the

foll owi ng conponents:

(1) A district | AQ coordinator

(2)  An annual | AQ wal k-t hrough inspection.

(3) A building systens eval uati on.

(4) A process for docunenting, evaluating, and

resolving | AQ i ssues.

(5) A plan to informstaff and teachers about the

| AQ managenent plan and how to contact the district [AQ

coor di nat or

(6) An energency response plan for both individual
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schools and the district.

(7) A preventive nmi ntenance and operations policy.

(8) A microbial managenent policy.

(9) Docunentation of school board approval.

(10) An annual review of the | AQ managenent plan by

the regional office of education as part of a reqular

annual revi ew.

The State Board of Education, in cooperation wth

regi onal offices of education and the Departnent of Public

Health, shall develop materials for and provide training to

school districts to assist themin devel oping | AQ nanagenent

As soon as practicable, but not later than 2 years after
the effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1992, the State
Board of Education shall conbine the docunent known as
"Efficient and Adequate Standards for the Construction of
School s" w th the docunent known as "Buil ding Specifications
for Health and Safety in Public Schools" together wth any
nodi fications or additions that may be deenmed necessary. The
conbi ned docunent shall be known as the "Health/Life Safety
Code for Public Schools" and shall be the governing code for
all facilities that house public school students or are
ot herwi se used for public school purposes, whether such
facilities are permanent or tenporary and whether they are
owned, |eased, rented, or otherwwse wused by the district.
Facilities owned by a school district but that are not used
to house public school students or are not wused for public
school purposes shall be governed by separate provisions
wi thin the code authorized by this Section.

The 10 year survey cycle specified in this Section shal
continue to apply based upon the standards contained in the
"Health/Life Safety Code for Public Schools”, which shal
specify building standards for buildings that are constructed

prior to the effective date of this anendatory Act of 1992
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and for buildings that are constructed after that date.

The "Health/Life Safety Code for Public Schools" shall be
the governing code for public school s; however, t he
provisions of this Section shall not preclude inspection of
school prem ses and buil dings pursuant to Section 9 of the
Fire Investigation Act, provided that the provisions of the
"Health/Life Safety Code for Public Schools", or such
predecessor docunment authorized by this Section as nay be
appl i cable are used, and provided that those inspections are
coor di nat ed W th t he Regi onal Superi nt endent havi ng
jurisdiction over the public school facility. Nothing in
this Section shall be construed to prohibit a local fire
departnent, fire protection district, or the Ofice of the
State Fire Marshal fromconducting a fire safety check in a
public school. Upon being notified by a fire official that
corrective action nust be taken to resolve a violation, the
school board shall take corrective action within one year.
However, violations that present immnent danger nust be
addressed i medi ately.

Any agency having jurisdiction beyond the scope of the
appl i cabl e docunent authorized by this Section may issue a
| awful order to a school board to effectuate reconmendati ons,
and the school board receiving the order shall certify to the
Regi onal Superintendent and the State Superintendent of
Education when it has conplied with the order.

The State Board of Education is authorized to adopt any
rules that are necessary relating to the admnistration and
enforcement of the provisions of this Section. The code
aut hori zed by this Section shall apply only to those school
districts havi ng a popul ati on of less than 500,000
i nhabi t ant s.

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Sec. 10-17a. Better schools accountability.

(1) Policy and Purpose. It shall be the policy of the
State of Illinois that each school district in this State,
i ncludi ng special charter districts and districts subject to
the provisions of Article 34, shall submt to parents,
taxpayers of such district, the Governor, the Cener al
Assenbly, and the State Board of Education a school report
card assessing the performance of its schools and students.
The report <card shall be an index of school performance
measured against statewide and |ocal standards and wll
provide information to make prior year conparisons and to set
future year targets through the school inprovenent plan.

(2) Reporting Requirenents. Each school district shal
prepare a report card in accordance with the guidelines set
forth in this Section which describes the performance of its
students by school attendance centers and by district and the
district's financial resources and use of financi al

resources. The report card shall also include informati on on

the quality of school facilities in the district. Such

report card shall be presented at a regular school board
nmeeti ng subject to applicable notice requirenments, posted on
the school district's Internet web site, if the district
mai ntains an Internet web site, made avail able to a newspaper
of general circulation serving the district, and, upon
request, sent hone to a parent (unless the district does not
maintain an Internet web site, in which case the report card
shall be sent home to parents wthout request). If the
district posts the report card on its Internet web site, the
district shall send a witten notice honme to parents stating
(1) that the report card is available on the web site, (ii)
the address of the web site, (iii) that a printed copy of the
report card will be sent to parents upon request, and (ivVv)
the telephone nunber that parents my call to request a

printed copy of the report card. In addition, each school
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district shall submt the conpleted report card to the office
of the district's Regional Superintendent which shall nake
copies available to any individuals requesting them

The report card shall be conpleted and di ssem nated prior
to October 31 in each school year. The report card shal
cont ai n, but not be I|imted to, actual I|ocal school
attendance center, school district and st at ew de dat a
indicating the present performance of the school, the State
norns and the areas for planned inprovenent for the school
and school district.

(3) (a) The report <card shall include the follow ng
applicable indicators of attendance center, district, and
st at ewi de student performance: percent of students who
exceed, neet, or do not neet standards established by the
State Board of Education pursuant to Section 2-3.25a;
conposite and subtest nmeans on nationally nornmed achievenent
tests for college bound students; student attendance rates;
chronic truancy rate; dropout rate; graduation rate; and
student mobility, turnover shown as a percent of transfers
out and a percent of transfers in.

(b) The report card shall i ncl ude t he fol |l ow ng
descriptions for the school, district, and State: average
cl ass size; anobunt of tinme per day devoted to nathematics,
science, English and social science at primary, mddle and
junior high school grade |evels; nunber of students taking
the Prairie State Achievenent Exam nation under subsection
(c) of Section 2-3.64, the nunber of those students who
received a score of excellent, and the average score by
school of students taking the exam nation; pupil-teacher
ratio; pupil-admnistrator ratio; operating expenditure per
pupil; district expenditure by fund; average adm nistrator
salary; and average teacher salary. The report card shal
al so specify the anount of noney that the district receives

from all sources, including wthout limtation subcategories
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speci fying the anount from |l ocal property taxes, the anount
from general State aid, the anount from other State funding,
and the amount from ot her incone.

(c) The report card shall include applicable indicators
of parental involvenent in each attendance center. The
parental involvenent conponent of the report card shal
i nclude the percentage of students whose parents or guardi ans
have had one or nore personal contacts with the students'
teachers during the school year <concerning the students'
educati on, and such other information, comentary, and
suggestions as the school district desires. For the purposes
of this paragraph, "personal contact"” includes, but 1is not
limted to, parent-teacher conferences, parental visits to
school, school visits to hone, tel ephone conversations, and
witten correspondence. The parental invol venent conponent
shall not single out or identify individual st udent s,
parents, or guardi ans by nane.

(d) The report card formshall be prepared by the State
Board of Education and provided to school districts by the
nost efficient, econom c, and appropriate neans.
