Pursuant to the
I1'linois constitutional and statutory provisions relating to
i nt ergovernnent al cooperation, the county clerk of any county
in which property subject to a special assessnment is |ocated
may, but shall not be required to, agree to mail bills for a
special assessnent with the regular tax bills of the county,
or otherwi se as nmay be provided by a special assessnent |aw
If the clerk agrees to nmail such bills with the regular tax
bills, then the annual amount due as of January 2 shal
becone due instead in even installnments with each tax bil
made during the year in which such January 2 date occurs,
thus deferring to later date in the year the obligation to

pay the assessnments. |If the county clerk does not agree to

mail the bills, or if the nunicipality declines to request

the county clerk to mail the bills, the nunicipality may bill

the annual anobunt due, as of January 2nd, in 2 even

install nents due on or about the due date for the real estate

tax bills issued by the county clerk during the year in which

the January 2nd date occurs, thereby deferring the obligation

to pay the assessnent installnment to later dates in that

year.
