WHEREAS, He began working in Edwardsville as a junior high

school principal in 1955 and had previously worked as a teacher

and principal in his hometown, West Frankfort; and

WHEREAS, He valiantly served his country and was decorated

with a Bronze Star for bravery in France during his World War

II service in the U.S. Army 6th Armored Division; he was

wounded and also received a Purple Heart; and

WHEREAS, The passing of Alvin G. Dodds has been deeply felt

by many, especially his wife, Evelyn Dodds; his daughter; his

sons; his sister; and his five grandchildren; therefore, be it
