The municipality must file a copy of the study

with the Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity, which

shall be responsible for monitoring the municipal impact

studies. A home rule unit may not regulate development in a

manner that is inconsistent with this Section. This Section is

limitation under subsection (i) of Section 6 of Article VII of

the TIllinois Constitution on the concurrent exercise by home

rule units of powers and functions exercised by the State.
