Commission, the Workforce Investment Board, the Decatur

Housing Authority, the Community Investment Corporation of

Decatur, the NALC Food Drive, and the Decatur Area Labor

Management Committee; and

community as passionate and articulate, an advocate who fought

to improve the lives of working men and women through his

efforts in organized labor and Democratic politics; he was a

likeable but tough leader who fought for what he believed in

and refused to back down under any circumstances; and
