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more than half million citizens of 1Illinois affected by
Alzheimer's who are in the chapter area, including 210,000
people with Alzheimer's disease, plus family members and

caregivers; and

WHEREAS, Kent's professional interest in Alzheimer's
disease and the Alzheimer's Association grew out a personal
connection with the disease, because both of his parents had

Alzheimer's disease; and

WHEREAS, Prior to his work with the Alzheimer's
Association, Kent taught middle school in Ohio and worked for
the Dayton, Ohio, YMCA as its executive director; he 1is a
graduate of Miami University in Oxford, Ohio, with a Bachelor's

degree in education; therefore, be it
