later St. Paul AME St. Louis, serving in the young people's

auxiliaries; and she served as church secretary at Campbell

Chapel for a number of years; and

WHEREAS, She worked at the YWCA as a receptionist for many

years, at the Alton School Systems for 30 years, and as an

independent Mary Kay consultant for 27 years; and

WHEREAS, Charlotte Brown's life was one of service,

inspiration, strength, and beauty; she used her life to

positively touch the lives of countless young people and

friends; and

WHEREAS, Charlotte Brown was preceded in death by her

parents, Reverend Damon and Willie Ann Jones; her brother, the

Reverend Damon Jones; her sisters, Irma and Doris Jones; her
