WHEREAS, Sergeant Shepherd was very active in the

Bloomington PB and PA Unit #21, serving as Vice President for

one year and recording secretary for four years; he assisted

with, and participated in, many of the unit events; and

WHEREAS, Sergeant Larry E. Shepherd will officially retire

from the Bloomington Police Department on May 1, 2010 after 30

years of service; Sergeant Shepherd has proudly worn the

uniform of the Bloomington Police Department and has endeavored

to maintain a professional and positive image to the citizens
