for investing in pro-social development of children and

families; research the types of supports needed to help parents

develop the necessary skills to ensure that their children

achieve positive youth development and to reduce factors that

lead to violence in the community, home, and school; and study

what systems are needed to assist communities to reinvest in

and support children and families; and

WHEREAS, More time is needed for the Parents and Community

Accountability Study Committee to complete its work;
