The following named amount of $5,000,000, or 6 

so much thereof as may be necessary, is appropriated from the 7 

Hospital Basic Services Preservation Fund to the State 8 

Treasurer to collateralize loans from financial institutions 9 

for capital projects as stated in the Hospital Basic Services 10 

Preservation Act. 11
