WHEREAS, In October of 1982, with congregation numbers now

at 200, Armitage Baptist Church moved to a 54,000 square foot

building that was the former Logan Square Masonic Temple; and

WHEREAS, The senior pastor of Armitage Baptist Church is

Charles Lyons, who became the church's first full-time pastor

in 1974; and

WHEREAS, Armitage Baptist Church's desire is to multiply by

starting multi-ethnic congregations throughout Chicago and the

world; its goal is to start 50 new congregations in the Chicago

area by the year 2025; and
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WHEREAS, Armitage Baptist Church will be celebrating its

50th anniversary on Memorial Day weekend May 25-27, 2013;

therefore, be it
