WHEREAS, Bruce Macfarlane worked as a news anchor for WGN
Radio and WGN-TV for more than 10 years; in 1958, he joined
Bronson, Dennehy and Ulseth Insurance Company, which was
subsequently acquired by the Fred S. James Agency; he remained
in his position until 1984, when he entered real estate sales,

where he remained until his retirement in 2001; and

WHEREAS, Bruce Macfarlane served the City of Lake Forest
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faithfully as head of the City Council's Caucus Committee and

as a Ward Chairman, Alderman, and Mayor; and

WHEREAS, Bruce Macfarlane was an avid athlete who
particularly loved golf; he won the Onwentsia Club Championship
in 1958 and 1983 and travelled to Eleuthera in the Bahamas,

California, and Scotland to play golf with his friends; and

WHEREAS, Bruce Macfarlane was the beloved husband of 63
years to Barbara King Macfarlane; the loving father of David B.
(Vicky) Macfarlane and the late Robert A. (Clarene) Macfarlane;
