Lanesville and Elkhart areas; he was also a licensed realtor;

area and received the Sangamon County Outstanding Young Farmer

Award in 1957; he served on the Logan County Farm Bureau Board

for 9 years; he initiated the first tractor pull in Logan

County and served as Superintendent of the Logan County Fair

Tractor Pull for many years; he also brought the first 4-wheel

drive tractor to Central Illinois in 1969; and

was a member of Elkhart American Legion Post #616, the Lincoln

Elks Club, and the Elkhart Homecoming Board and an honorary
