Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Illinois Human Rights Act is anended by

changi ng Section 5-102 as foll ows:

(775 ILCS 5/5-102) (from Ch. 68, par. 5-102)

Sec. 5-102. G vil Ri ghts Vi ol ati ons: Publ i c
Accommodat i ons.

It is acivil rights violation for any person on the
basis of unlawful discrimnation to:

(A) Enjoynent of Facilities. Deny or refuse to
another the full and equal enjoynent of the facilities
and services of any public place of accommodati on;

(B) Witten Communications. Directly or indirectly,
as the operator of a place of public accomobdati on,
publish, circulate, display or mai | any witten
communi cation, except a private conmmunication sent in
response to a specific inquiry, which the operator knows
is to the effect that any of the facilities of the place
of public accommodation wll be denied to any person or
t hat any per son IS unwel cone, objectionable or
unaccept abl e because of unlawful discrimnation;

(C© Public Oficials. Deny or refuse to another, as
a public official, the full and equal enjoynent of the
accomodati ons, advantage, facilities or privileges of
the official's office or services or of any property
under t he official's care because of unl awf ul
di scrim nation.

It is acivil rights violation for any person to restrict

an individual's access or adm ssion to, or usage of, a pl ace

of public accommobdation solely because t he i ndi vi dual
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operates a nmotorcycle. This paragraph does not prohibit a

person fromrestricting an individual's access or adnm ssion

to, or usage of, a place of public accommpdati on because the

i ndividual's conduct poses a risk to the health, safety, or

property of another.
