Section 5. The Counties Code is anmended by changi ng

Section 5-1005 as foll ows:

(55 I'LCS 5/5-1005) (from Ch. 34, par. 5-1005)

Sec. 5-1005. Powers. Each county shall have power:

1. To purchase and hold the real and personal estate
necessary for the wuses of the county, and to purchase and
hold, for the benefit of the county, real estate sold by
virtue of judicial proceedings in which the county is
plaintiff.

2. To sell and convey or |ease any real or personal
estate owned by the county.

3. To make all contracts and do all other acts in
relation to the property and concerns of the county necessary
to the exercise of its corporate powers.

4. To take all necessary neasures and institute
proceedi ngs to enforce all laws for the prevention of cruelty
to ani mal s.

5. To purchase and hold or |ease real estate upon which
may be erected and maintained buildings to be utilized for
pur poses of agricultural experinents and to purchase, hold
and use personal property for the care and mai ntenance of
such real estate in connection wth such experi nment al
pur poses.

6. To cause to be erected, or otherwse provided,
suitable buildings for, and maintain a county hospital and
necessary branch hospitals and/or a county sheltered care
home or county nursing honme for the <care of such sick

chronically ill or infirmpersons as may by I|law be proper
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charges wupon the county, or upon other governnental units,
and to provide for the managenent of the sane. The county
board nmay establish rates to be paid by persons seeking care
and treatnment in such hospital or honme in accordance wth
their financi al ability to neet such charges, either
personal ly or through a hospital plan or hospital insurance,
and the rates to be paid by governnental units, including the
State, for the care of sick, chronically ill or infirm
persons admtted therein upon t he request of such
governmental units. Any hospital maintained by a county under
this Section is authorized to provide any service and enter
into any contract or other arrangenent not prohibited for a
hospital that 1is |licensed under the Hospital Licensing Act,
i ncorporated under the General Not-For-Profit Corporation
Act, and exenpt from taxation wunder paragraph (3) of
subsection (c) of Section 501 of the Internal Revenue Code.

7. To contribute such suns of noney toward erecting,
bui | di ng, mai ntai ning, and supporting any non-sectarian
public hospital located within its limts as the county board
of the county shall deem proper

8. To purchase and hold real estate for the preservation
of forests, prairies and other natural areas and to nmaintain
and regul ate the use thereof.

9. To purchase and hold real estate for the purpose of
preserving historical spots in the county, to restore,
mai ntain and regulate the use thereof and to donate any
hi storical spot to the State.

10. To appropriate funds fromthe county treasury to be
used in any manner to be determned by the board for the
suppression, eradication and control of tubercul osis anong
donmestic cattle in such county.

11. To take all necessary neasures to prevent forest
fires and encourage the maintenance and planting of trees and

the preservation of forests.
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12. To authorize the closing on Saturday nornings of al
offices of all county officers at the county seat of each
county, and to otherwi se regulate and fix the days and the
hours of opening and cl osi ng of such offices, except when the
days and the hours of opening and closing of the office of
any county officer are otherwi se fixed by |law, but the power
herein conferred shall not apply to the office of State's
Attorney and the offices of judges and clerks of courts and,
in counties of 500,000 or nore population, the offices of
county clerk.

13. To provide for the conservation, preservation and
propagati on of insectivorous birds through the expenditure of
funds provided for such purpose.

14. To appropriate funds fromthe county treasury and
expend the sane for <care and treatnment of tuberculosis
resi dents.

15. In counties having |less than 1,000, 000 i nhabitants,
to take all necessary or proper steps for the exterm nation
of nosquitoes, flies or other insects within the county.

16. To install an adequate system of accounts and
financial records in the offices and divisions of the county,
suitable to the needs of the office and in accordance with
general |y accepted principles of accounting for governnental
bodi es, which system may include such reports as the county
board may det erm ne

17. To purchase and hol d real estate for t he
construction and mai nt enance of notor vehicle parking
facilities for persons wusing county buildings, but the
purchase and use of such real estate shall not be for revenue
produci ng pur poses.

18. To acquire and hold title to real property |ocated
within the county, or partly wwthin and partly outside the
county by dedication, purchase, gift, legacy or |ease, for

park and recreational purposes and to charge reasonabl e fees
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for the use of or adm ssion to any such park or recreational
area and to provide police protection for such park or
recreational area. Personnel enployed to provide such police
protection shall be conservators of the peace wthin such
park or recreational area and shall have power to nake
arrests on view of the offense or upon warrants for violation
of any of the ordinances governing such park or recreational
area or for any breach of the peace in the sanme manner as the
police in nmunicipalities organized and existing under the
general laws of the State. Al such real property outside the
county shall be <contiguous to the county and wthin the
boundaries of the State of Illinois.

19. To appropriate funds fromthe county treasury to be
used to provide supportive social services designed to
pr event the wunnecessary institutionalization of elderly
residents, or, for operation of, and equipnment for, senior
citizen centers provi di ng social services to elderly
resi dents.

20. To appropriate funds fromthe county treasury and
loan such funds to a county water comm ssion created under
the "Water Comm ssion Act", approved June 30, 1984, as now or
hereafter anmended, in such anobunts and upon such terns as the
county nmay determne or the county and the comm ssion may
agr ee. The county shall not wunder any circunstances be
obligated to make such | oans. The county shall not be
required to charge interest on any such | oans.

21. To acquire and hold title to real property

devel opnent ri ghts.

Al'l contracts for the purchase of coal under this Section

shal | be subject to the provisions of the Illinois M ned Coal

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Section 10. The Township Code is anended by changing

Section 85-10 as foll ows:

(60 ILCS 1/85-10)

Sec. 85-10. Township corporate powers.

(a) Every t ownshi p has the corporate capacity to
exercise the powers granted to it, or necessarily inplied,
and no others. Every township has the powers specified in
this Section.

(b) A township may sue and be sued.

(c) A township may acquire (by purchase, gift, or

| egacy) and hold property, including devel opnent rights, both

real and personal, for the use of its inhabitants and may
sell and convey that property. A township may purchase any
real estate or personal property for public purposes under
contracts providing for paynent in installnments over a period
of time of not nore than 20 years in the case of real estate
and not nore than 10 years in the case of personal property.
A township may finance the purchase of any real estate or
personal property for public purpose under finance contracts
providing for paynent in installnments over a period of tine
of not nore than 20 years in the case of real estate and not
nmore than 10 years in the case of personal property. A
township may construct a township hall wunder contracts
provi ding for paynent over a period of tinme of not nore than
5 years. The interest on the unpaid balance shall not exceed
that permtted in the Bond Authorization Act.

(d) A township may nmake all contracts necessary in the
exerci se of the township's powers.

(e) A township may expend or contract for the
expenditure of any federal funds nmade available to the
township by law for any purpose for which taxes inposed upon
townshi p property or property wthin the township nmay be

expended.
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(f) A township may acquire (singly or jointly with a
muni ci pality or nunicipalities) land or any interest in |and
| ocated within its towship limts. The township may acquire
the land or interest by gift, purchase, or otherw se, but not
by condemmation. A township may (singly or jointly) inprove
or arrange for the inprovenent of the land for industrial or
comerci al purposes and may donate and convey the Iland or
interest in land so acquired and so inproved to the Illinois
Devel opnent Fi nance Authority.

(g9) (Blank)

(h) It is the policy of this State that all powers
granted either expressly or by necessary inplication by this
Code, any other I1linois statute, or t he I1linois
Constitution to townshi ps may be exerci sed by those townshi ps
notwi thstanding effects on conpetition. It is the intention
of the General Assenbly that the "State action exenption" to
the application of federal antitrust statutes be fully
available to townships to the extent their activities are
aut hori zed by law as stated in this Code.

(1) Atownship may receive funds wunder the federa
Housing and Conmunity Devel opnent Act of 1974 and nay expend
or contract for the expenditure of those funds and other
townshi p funds for the activities specified in Section 105 of
that Act. The powers granted under this subsection (i) are
in addition to powers otherw se possessed by a township and
shall not be construed as a limtation of those other powers.

are deducted from the purchase price of the property as

provided for in such | ease or agreenent; and

(iii) to purchase or |ease real property devel opment

rights.

A  nmunicipality, having adopted and filed wth the
muni ci pal clerk such installnment or | ease agreenent, executed
by officers of the nunicipality, may issue debt certificates
to any person either in lieu of or in evidence of the anmounts
payabl e wunder such |ease or installnent agreenent. Such
certificates may contain such terns as are provided for the
i ssuance of bonds generally wunder Section 10 of the Local
Government Debt Reform Act, as now or hereafter anended,
except to the extent such terns expressly conflict with
limtations set forth in this Division. Cash proceeds
recei ved upon issuance of such certificates shall be duly

applied to the acquisition and construction and paynent for

the real or personal property which is the subject of such
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install ment or | ease agreenent.

(d) To acquire by gift, |egacy, purchase, condemation
in the manner provided for the exercise of the right of
em nent domain wunder Article VII of the Code of Guvil
Procedure, approved August 19, 1981, as anended, |ease,
agreenent or otherwise the fee or any lesser right or

interest, including a developnent right, in real property and

to hold the sane with or wthout public access for open
space, w ldland, scenic roadway, pathway, outdoor recreation
or other conservation benefits. A district that is entirely
within a county of under 200,000 inhabitants and contiguous
to a county of nore than 2,000,00 inhabitants and that 1is
authorized by referendum as provided in subsection (d) of
Section 15 to incur indebtedness over 0.575% but not to
exceed 1.725% may acquire an interest in real estate by
condemmation only if approved by an affirmative vote of
two-thirds of +the total nunber of trustees authorized for
that district; such a district my exchange, sell, or
ot herwi se di spose of any portion of any interest in real
estate acquired by it by any neans wthin 2 vyears of
acquiring that interest, provided that a public hearing on
the exchange, sale or other disposition of such real estate
or interest therein is held prior to such action.

The Departnent of Natural Resources, the county board, or
t he governing body of any nunicipality, district or public
corporation nmay, upon request of the conservation district,
set apart and transfer any real or personal property owned or

controlled by it and not devoted or dedicated to any other

inconsistent public wuse, to the conservation district. In
acquiring or accepting Iand or rights t her et o, due
consideration shall be given to its open space, outdoor

recreation or other conservation values and no real property
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shall be acquired or accepted which in the opinion of the
district or the Departnment of Natural Resources is of |[|ow
value fromthe standpoint of its proposed use.

(e) To classify, designate, plan, develop, preserve,
adm nister and maintain all areas, places and facilities in
which it has an interest, and construct, reconstruct, alter
and renew buildings and other structures, and equip and
mai ntai n the sane.

(f) To accept gifts, grants, |egacies, contributions and
appropriations of noney and other personal property for
conservation purposes.

(g To enmploy and fix the conpensation of an executive
officer who shall be responsible to the board for the
carrying out of its policies. The executive officer shal
have the power, subject to the approval of the board, to
enploy and fix the conpensation of such assistants and
enpl oyees as the Dboard may consi der necessary for carrying
out the purposes and provisions of this Act.

(h) To charge and collect reasonable fees for the use of
such facilities, privileges and conveniences as may be
provi ded.

(1) To police its property and to exercise police powers
in respect thereto or in respect to the enforcenent of any
rule or regulation provided by the ordinances of the district
and to enploy and commssion police officers and other
qualified persons to enforce the sane.

(j) To wundertake studies pertaining to the natural
hi story, archaeology, history or conservation of natural
resources of the county.

(k) To Ilease land for a period not |onger than 50 years
fromthe date of the |ease to a responsible person, firm or
corporation for construction, reconstruction, alteration,
renewal , equi pnment , furni shing, extension, devel opnent,

parcel of Jland. No district with a population of |ess than
500, 000 shall (i) have the power to condemm property for a
linear park or trail wthin a nunicipality wthout the
concurrence of the governing body of the municipality or (ii)
have the power to condem property for a linear park or trai

in an unincorporated area wthout the concurrence of the
governing body of the township within which the property is
| ocated or (iii) once having comenced a proceeding to
acquire land by condemation, dismss or abandon that
proceedi ng without the consent of the property owners. No
district shall establish a trail surface within 50 feet of an
occupied dwelling which was in existence prior to the
approval of the acquisition by the district w thout obtaining
perm ssion of the owners of the prem ses or the concurrence
of the governing body of the nmunicipality or township wthin
which the property is |ocated. Al'l acquisitions of |and by
a district with a population |less than 600,000 within 1 1/2
mles of a municipality shall be preceded by a conference
with the mayor or president of the nunicipality or his
desi gnated agent. If a forest preserve district 1is in
negoti ations for acquisition of land wth owners of |I|and
adj acent to a nunicipality, the annexation of that |and shal

be deferred for 6 nonths. The district shall have no power to
acquire an interest in real estate situated outside the
district by the exercise of the right of em nent domain, by
purchase or by |ease, but shall have the power to acquire any
such property, or an easenent in any such property, which is

contiguous to the district by gift, |legacy, grant, or |ease
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by the State of Illinois, subject to approval of the county
board of the county, and of any forest preserve district or
conservation district, within which the property is |ocated.
The district shall have the sanme control of and power over
land, an interest in which it has so acquired, as over forest
preserves within the district. If any of the powers to
acquire lands and hold or inprove the sane given to Forest
Preserve Districts, by Sections 5 and 6 of this Act should be
held invalid, such invalidity shall not invalidate the
remai nder of this Act or any of the other powers herein given
and conferred upon the Forest Preserve Districts. Such Forest
Preserve Districts shall also have power to lease not to
exceed 40 acres of the lands and grounds acquired by it, for
a termof not nore than 99 years to veterans' organizations
as grounds for conval escing sick and di sabl ed veterans, and
as a place upon which to construct rehabilitation quarters,
or to a county as grounds for a county nursing hone or
conval escent honme. Any such Forest Preserve District shal
al so have power to gr ant | i censes, easenents and
rights-of-way for the construction, operation and mai nt enance
upon, under or across any property of such D strict of
facilities for water, sewage, tel ephone, tel egraph, electric,
gas or other public service, subject to such terns and
conditions as may be determ ned by such District.

Any such District may purchase, but not condenmmn, a parcel
of land and sell a portion thereof for not Iless than fair
mar ket value pursuant to resolution of the Board. Such
resolution shall be passed by the affirmative vote of at
least 2/3 of all nenbers of the board within 30 days after
acquisition by the district of such parcel.

VWenever the board of any forest preserve district
determ nes that the public interest wll be subserved by
vacating any street, roadway, or driveway, or part thereof,

| ocated within a forest preserve, it may vacate that street,
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roadway, or driveway, or part thereof, by an ordi nance passed
by the affirmative vote of at least 3/4 of all the nenbers of
the board. This vote shall be taken by ayes and nays and
entered in the records of the board.

The determ nation of the board that the nature and extent
of the public use or public interest to be subserved is such
as to warrant the vacation of any street, roadway, or
driveway, or part thereof, is conclusive, and the passage of
such an or di nance IS sufficient evi dence of that
determ nation, whether so recited in the ordinance or not.
The relief to t he public from further burden and
responsibility of rmaintaining any street, r oadway or
driveway, or part thereof, constitutes a public use or public
i nterest authorizing the vacation.

Not hing contained in this Section shall be construed to
aut horize the board of any forest preserve district to vacate
any street, roadway, or driveway, or part thereof, that 1is
part of any State or county hi ghway.

When property is damged by the vacation or closing of
any street, roadway, or driveway, or part thereof, damage
shal | be ascertained and paid as provided by |aw

Except in cases where the deed, or other instrunent
dedi cating a street, roadway, or driveway, or part thereof,
has expressly provided for a specific devolution of the title
thereto wupon the abandonment or vacation thereof, and except
where such street, roadway or driveway, or part thereof, 1is
held by the district by |ease, or where the district holds an
easenent in the land included within the street, roadway or
driveway, whenever any street, roadway, or driveway, or part
thereof is vacated under or by virtue of any ordi nance of any
forest preserve district, the title to the land in fee sinple
included within the street, roadway, or driveway, or part
t hereof, so vacated vests in the forest preserve district.

The board of any forest preserve district 1is authorized
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to sell at fair narket price, gravel, sand, earth and any
other material obtained fromthe |lands and waters owned by
the district.

(a) To adopt a corporate seal and alter the sane at
pl easure; to sue and be sued; and to contract in furtherance
of any of its corporate purposes.

(b) (1) To acquire by gift, |legacy, grant or purchase,
or by condemmation in the manner provided for the exercise of
t he power of em nent donmain under Article VII of the Code of

Cvil Procedure, approved August 19, 1981, as anended, any

and all real estate, or rights, including devel opnent rights,

therein necessary for building, laying out, ext endi ng,
adorning and maintaining any such parks, boulevards and
driveways, or for effecting any of the powers or purposes
granted under this Code as its board may deem proper, whet her
such lands be | ocated within or w thout such district; but no
park district, except as provided in paragraph (2) of this
subsection, shall have any power of condemation in the
manner provided for the exercise of the power of em nent
domai n under Article VIl of the Code of G vil Procedure,
approved August 19, 1981, as anended, or otherwi se as to any
real estate, lands, riparian rights or estate, or other
property situated outside of such district, but shall only
have power to acquire the sane by gift, |egacy, grant or
purchase, and such district shall have the same control of

and power over |lands so acquired without the district as over
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par ks, boul evards and driveways within such district.

(2) In addition to the powers granted in paragraph (1)
of subsection (b), a park district |ocated in nore than one
county, the majority of its territory located in a county
over 450,000 in population and none of its territory |ocated
in a county over 1,000,000 in population, shall have
condemmati on power in the manner provided for the exercise of
the power of em nent domain under Article VIl of the Code of
Cvil Procedure, approved August 19, 1981, as anended, or as
otherwse granted by law as to any and all real estate
situated up to one mle outside of such district which is not
wi thin the boundaries of another park district.

(c) To acquire by gift, |egacy or purchase any personal
property necessary for its corporate purposes provided that
all contracts for supplies, materials or work involving an
expenditure in excess of $10,000 shall be let to the | owest
responsi bl e bi dder, consi dering conformty W th
speci fications, terns of delivery, qual ity, and
serviceability, after due advertisenent, excepting contracts
which by their nature are not adapted to award by conpetitive
bi ddi ng, such as contracts for the services of individuals
possessing a high degree of professional skill where the
ability or fitness of the individual plays an inportant part,
contracts for the printing of finance comnmttee reports and
departnental reports, contracts for the printing or engraving
of bonds, tax warrants and ot her evidences of indebtedness,
contracts for utility services such as water, |ight, heat,
t el ephone or telegraph, contracts for the wuse, purchase,
delivery, novenent, or installation of data processing
equi pnent, software, or services and telecommunications and
i nterconnect equi pnent, software, or services, contracts for
duplicating machi nes and supplies, contracts for goods or
servi ces procured from anot her governnental agency, purchases

of equipnment previously owned by sone entity other than the
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district itself, and contracts for the purchase of magazi nes,
books, periodicals, panphlets and reports and excepti ng where
funds are expended in an energency and such energency
expenditure is approved by 3/4 of the nmenbers of the board.

Al conpetitive bids for contracts i nvol vi ng an
expenditure in excess of $10,000 nmust be seal ed by the bidder
and nust be opened by a nenber or enployee of the park board
at a public bid opening at which the contents of the bids
must be announced. Each bidder mnmust receive at |east 3 days
notice of the tinme and place of the bid opening.

For purposes of this subsection, "due advertisenent”
includes, but is not limted to, at |east one public notice
at least 10 days before the bid date in a newspaper published
inthe district or, if no newspaper is published in the
district, in a newspaper of general circulation in the area
of the district.

(d) To pass all necessary or di nances, rul es and
regulations for the proper nmanagenent and conduct of the
busi ness of the board and district and to establish by
or di nance al | needf ul rules and regulations for the
government and protection of parks, boul evards and driveways
and other property under its jurisdiction, and to effect the
obj ects for which such districts are forned.

(e) To prescribe such fines and penalties for the
vi ol ation of ordinances as it shall deem proper not exceedi ng
$500 for any one offense, which fines and penalties nmay be
recovered by an action in the name of such district in the
circuit court for the county in which such vi ol ation
occurred. The park district may also seek in the action, in
addition to or instead of fines and penalties, an order that
the offender be required to make restitution for damage
resulting fromviolations, and the court shall grant such
relief where appropriate. The procedure in such actions

shall be the sane as that provided by law for like actions
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for the violation of ordinances in cities organi zed under the
general laws of this State, and of fenders may be inprisoned
for non-paynent of fines and costs in the sane manner as in
such cities. Al fines when collected shall be paid into the
treasury of such district.

(f) To manage and control all officers and property of
such districts and to provide for joint ownership with one or
nore cities, villages or incorporated towns of real and
personal property used for park purposes by one or nore park
districts. In case of joint ownership, the terns of the
agreenent shall be fair, just and equitable to all parties
and shall be set forth in a witten agreenent entered into by
the corporate authorities of each participating district,
city, village or incorporated town.

(g) To secure grants and loans, or either, from the
United States Governnent, or any agency or agencies thereof,
for financing the acquisition or purchase of any and all real
estate, or rights therein, or for effecting any of the powers
or purposes granted under this Code as its Board nay deem
pr oper .

(h) To westablish fees for the wuse of facilities and
recreational prograns of the districts and to derive revenue
from non-resident fees fromtheir operations. Fees charged
non-residents of such district need not be the sane as fees
charged to residents of the district. Charging fees or
deriving revenue from the facilities and recreational
prograns shall not affect the right to assert or utilize any
defense or immunity, common |law or statutory, available to
the districts or their enpl oyees.

(1) To nmake contracts for a term exceedi ng one year, but
not to exceed 3 years, notw thstanding any provision of this
Code to the contrary, relating to: (1) the enploynent of a
par k di rector, superintendent, admnistrator, engineer,

health officer, land planner, finance director, attorney,
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police chief, or other officer who requires technical
training or know edge; (2) the enploynent of out si de
prof essional consultants such as engineers, doctors, |and
pl anners, auditors, at t or neys, or ot her pr of essi onal
consultants who require technical training or know edge; and
(3) the provision of data processing equi pnent and services.
Wth respect to any contract made under this subsection (i),
the corporate authorities shall include in the annual
appropriation ordinance for each fiscal year an appropriation
of a sum of noney sufficient to pay the amount which, by the
terms of the contract, is to becone due and payable during
that fiscal year

(j) To enter into |licensing or managenent agreenents
with not-for-profit corporations organized under the | aws of
this State to operate park district facilities if the
corporation covenants to use the facilities to provide public
park or recreational prograns for youth

any and all real and personal property, right of way, and

for its corporate purposes; and in case any district forned
her eunder shall be unable to agree with any person or party
upon the ternms and anounts for which it may desire to acquire
or purchase any such property, it may proceed to acquire the

sanme in accordance with the ternms and provisions of this Act.
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Wenever the board of trustees of any conservancy
district shall pass an ordinance for the nmaking of any
i nprovenent which such district is authorized to nake, the
maki ng of which will require that private property should be
taken or damaged, such district may cause conpensation
therefor to be ascertained, and nay condemm and acquire
possession thereof in the sane manner as nearly as may be as
is provided for the exercise of the right of emnent donmain
under Article VII of the Code of Cvil Procedure, and al
amendnents thereto: Provided, however, that proceedings to
ascertain the conpensation to be paid for taking or damagi ng

acquiring private property, and may enter upon and use the
sane for the purposes aforesaid: Provided, the public use
thereof shall not be unnecessarily interrupted or interfered
with, and that the same shall be restored to its forner
useful ness as soon as possi bl e.
