Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Park District Aquarium and Miuseum Act is

anended by changing Section 1 as foll ows:

Sec. 1. The corporate authorities of cities and park
districts having the control or supervision of any public
park or parks, are hereby authorized to purchase, erect and
mai ntain within any public park or parks under the control or
supervi sion of such corporate authorities, wedifices to be
used as aquariuns or as nuseuns of art, industry, science or
natural or other history, or to permt the directors or
trustees of any corporation or society organized for the
construction or nai ntenance and operation of an aquarium or
museum as herei nabove described to erect, enlarge, ornanent,
build, rebuild, rehabilitate, inprove, maintain and operate
its aquariumor nuseum or nmuseuns W thin any public park now
or hereafter under the control or supervision of any city or
park district, and to contract with any such directors or
trustees of any such aquarium nuseum or nuseuns relative to
t he erection, enl ar genment or nanment ati on, bui | di ng,
rebuil ding, rehabilitation, inprovenent, maintenance and
operation thereof. Any city or park district may charge, or
permt such an aquariumor nuseum to charge, an adm ssion
fee.:--Provided;--that Any such aquarium or nmuseum_however,
shal |l be open te-the-publte w thout charge for-at--I|east--one
day- - eaeh- - week; --and, when acconpani ed by a teacher, to the
children in actual attendance upon grades ki ndergarten
through twelve in any of the schools in this State at al

w t hout charge for a period equivalent to 52 days, at least 6
of which nust be during the period from June through August,
each vyear;--tnstead--of--at--|east--one---day---eaeh---week.
Notw t hstandi ng said provisions, charges may be nmade at any
time for special services and for admssion to special
facilities wthin any aquariumor nmuseum for the education,
entertai nment or convenience of visitors. The proceeds of
such adm ssion fees and charges for special services and
special facilities shall be devoted exclusively to the
pur poses for which the tax authorized by Section 2 hereof may
be used. If any owner or owners of any lands or |ots abutting
or fronting on any such public park, or adjacent thereto,
have any private right, easenent, interest or property in
such public park appurtenant to their Jlands or |lots or
ot herwi se, which would be interfered with by the erection and
mai nt enance of any aquarium or nuseum as hereinbefore
provi ded, or any right to have such public park remain open
or vacant and free frombuildings, the corporate authorities
of the city or park district having control of such park, may
condemm the sane in the manner prescribed for the exercise of
the right of em nent domain under Article VII of the Code of
G vil Procedure, as now or hereafter anended.
