Sec. 5-9-1.5. Donestic violence fine. In addition to

any other penalty inposed, a fine of not |less than $300 and

not nore than $1,000 $100 shall be inposed upon any person

who pleads guilty or no contest to or who is convicted of
murder, voluntary manslaughter, involuntary manslaughter,
burgl ary, resi denti al burgl ary, crim nal trespass to
residence, crimnal trespass to vehicle, crimnal trespass to

land, crimnal damage to property, telephone harassnent,
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ki dnappi ng, aggravat ed ki dnappi ng, unl awful restraint,
forcible detention, child abduction, indecent solicitation of
a child, sexual relations between siblings, exploitation of a
child, child pornography, assault, aggr avat ed assaul t,
battery, aggravated battery, heinous battery, aggravated
battery of a child, donestic battery, reckless conduct,
intimdation, crimnal sexual assault, predatory crimnal
sexual assault of a «child, aggravated crimnal sexual
assault, crimnal sexual abuse, aggravated crimnal sexual
abuse, violation of an order of protection, disorderly
conduct, endangering the I|ife or health of a child, child
abandonment, contributing to dependency or neglect of child,
or cruelty to children and others; provided that the offender
and victim are famly or household nenbers as defined in
Section 103 of the Illinois Donestic Violence Act of 1986.
Upon request of the victimor the victinis representative,
the court shall determ ne whether the fine wll inpose an
undue burden on the victimof the offense. For purposes of
t his paragraph, the defendant nmay not be considered the
victims representative. If the court finds that the fine
woul d i npose an undue burden on the victim the court may
reduce or waive the fine. The court shall order that the
def endant may not use funds belonging solely to the victim of
the of fense for paynent of the fine. The circuit clerk shal

remt each fine within one nonth of its receipt to the State
Treasurer for deposit as follows: (i) for sexual assault, as
defined in Section 5-9-1.7, when the offender and victim are
famly nenbers, one-third ene-half to the Donestic Viol ence

Shelter and Service Fund, and one-third eone-half to the

Sexual Assault Services Fund, and one-third to the Children's

Advocacy Center Services Fund; (ii) for the remaining

of fenses to the Domestic Violence Shelter and Servi ce Fund.

(a) Definitions. The terns used in this Section shal

have the foll owi ng nmeani ngs ascribed to them

(1) "Sexual assaul t" means the comm ssion or
attenpted comm ssion of the following: crimnal sexua

assault, predatory crimnal sexual assault of a child,

aggravated crimnal sexual assault, crimnal sexual
abuse, aggr avat ed crim nal sexual abuse, indecent
solicitation of a child, public i ndecency, sexual

relations within famlies, soliciting for a juvenile
prostitute, keeping a place of juvenile prostitution,
patronizing a juvenile prostitute, juvenile pinping,
exploitation of a child, obscenity, child pornography, or
harnful material, as those offenses are defined in the
Crimnal Code of 1961

(2) "Famly menber" shall have the neaning ascribed
toit in Section 12-12 of the Crimnal Code of 1961

(3) "Sexual assaul t organi zati on" means any
not-for-profit organization provi di ng conpr ehensi ve,
communi ty-based services to victins of sexual assault.
"Comuni ty-based services" include, but are not I|imted
to, di rect crisis intervention through a 24-hour
response, nedical and | egal advocacy, counsel i ng,
i nformation and referral servi ces, training, and
communi ty educati on.

(4) "Children's Advocacy Center" i s any

organi zation that coordinates t he mul tidisciplinary

i nvestigati on, pr osecuti on, and treatnent referral of

child sexual abuse and severe physical abuse cases.

(b) Sexual assault fine; collection by clerk.
(1) In addition to any other penalty inposed, a
fine of not less than $300 and not nore than $1, 000 $1600

shal | be i nposed upon any person who pleads guilty or who
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is convicted of, or who receives a disposition of court
supervision for, a sexual assault or attenpt of a sexual
assault. Upon request of the wvictim or the victins
representative, the <court shall determ ne whether the
fine will inpose an undue burden on the victim of the
of f ense. For purposes of this paragraph, the defendant
may not be considered the victims representative. | f
the court finds that the fine would inpose an undue
burden on the victim the court may reduce or waive the
fine. The court shall order that the defendant may not
use funds belonging solely to the victimof the offense
for paynment of the fine.

(2) Sexual assault fines shall be assessed by the
court inposing the sentence and shall be collected by the
circuit clerk. The circuit clerk shall retain 10% of the
penalty to cover the costs involved in adm nistering and
enforcing this Section. The circuit clerk shall remt
the remai nder of each fine wthin one nonth of its
receipt to the State Treasurer for deposit as follows:

(i) for famly nenber offenders, one-third
one-half to the Sexual Assault Services Fund, and
one-third ene-half to the Donestic Violence Shelter

and Service Fund, and one-third to the Children's

Advocacy Center Services Fund; and

(1i) for other than famly nenber offenders,

one-half to the Children's Advocacy Center Services

Fund and one-half the--full--ampunt to the Sexual

Assaul t Servi ces Fund.
(c) Sexual Assault Services Fund; admi nistration. There
is created a Sexual Assault Services Fund. Moneys deposited
into the Fund under this Section shall be appropriated to the

Depar t ment of Hunman Servi ces Publtte---Health. Upon

appropriation of noneys from the Sexual Assault Services

Fund, the Departnment of Human Services Publie--Health shal
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make grants of these noneys fromthe Fund to sexual assault
organi zations with whomthe Departnent has contracts for the
purpose of providing conmunity-based services to victinms of
sexual assault. Gants nmade wunder this Section are in
addition to, and are not substitutes for, other grants
aut hori zed and nmade by the Departnent.

(d) Children's Advocacy Cent er Ser vi ces Fund;

adm nistration. There is <created the Children's Advocacy

Center Services Fund. Moneys deposited into the Fund under

this Section shall be appropriated to the Departnent of

Children and Famly Services. Upon appropriation of noneys

from the Children's Advocacy Center Services Fund, the

Departnent of Children and Fanily Services shall make grants

of these npbneys fromthe Fund to Children's Advocacy Centers

with whomthe Departnent has contracts for the purpose of

providing multidisciplinary investigation, prosecution, and

treatnent referral of child sexual abuse and severe physica

abuse cases. Gants nade under this Section are in addition

to, and are not substitutes for, other grants nade by the

Depart ment.
