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AN ACT to re-enact the Bi-State Transit Safety Act.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the

Bi-State Transit Safety Act.

Section 5. Definitions. As used in this Act:

"Accident" neans any event involving the revenue service
operation of a rail fixed guideway systemif as a result:

(1) an individual dies;

(2) an individual suffers bodi |l y injury and
imredi ately receives nedical treatnent away fromthe
scene of the accident; or

(3) a collision, derailnent, or fire causes
property danmage in excess of $100, 000.

"APTA @iidelines" neans the Anmerican Public Transit
Association's "Manual for the Developnment of Rail Transit
System Saf ety Program Pl ans”, published on August 20, 1991.

"FTA" neans the Federal Transit Adm nistration, an agency
within the U S. Departnent of Transportation.

"Hazardous condition" nmeans a condition that may endanger
human life or property. It includes unacceptable hazardous
condi ti ons.

"I nvestigation" nmeans a process to determ ne the probable
cause of an accident or an unacceptabl e hazardous conditi on;
it may involve no nore than a review and approval of the
transit agency's determnation of the probable cause of an
acci dent or unaccept abl e hazardous conditi on.

"Rai | fixed guideway systeni neans any light, heavy, or
rapid rail system nonorail, inclined plane, funicular,
trolley, or automated gui deway that is:

(1) included in FTA s calculation for fixed
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guideway route mles or receives funding under FTA s
formul a program for urbani zed areas; and
(2) not regul at ed by t he Feder al Rai | r oad

Adm ni stration.

"Revenue service operation" neans an operation outside of
arail yard.

"System safety program plan" neans a docunent adopted by
the transit agency detailing its safety policies, objectives,
responsi bilities, and procedures.

"System safety program standard® neans the standard
devel oped and adopted by the State oversight agency which, at
a mnimm conplies wwth the APTA CQuidelines, requires the
imrediate notification of appropriate Illinois energency
service agencies in the event of an accident in Illinois, and
whi ch addresses personal security.

"Transit agency" neans an entity operating a rail fixed
gui deway system

"Unaccept abl e hazardous condition" nmeans a hazardous
condition determned to be an unaccept abl e hazar dous
condition using the APTA Qiidelines' Hazard Resolution
Matri x.

Section 10. Powers. In further effectuation of the
Bi - State Devel opment Conpact Act <creating the Bi-State
Devel opment Agency, the State of Illinois hereby authorizes
the St. Cdair County Transit District to exercise the
foll ow ng powers
(1) To regulate the safety of rail fixed guideway
systens and the personal security of the passengers and
enpl oyees of the Bi-State Devel opnent Agency | ocated and
operated within the boundaries of the State of Illinois,
in a manner consistent with "Rail Fixed Gui deway Systens;
State Safety Oversight", 49 CFR Part 659.

(2) To develop, adopt, and inplenent a system
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safety program standard neet i ng t he conpl i ance
requi renents prescribed in Sections 659.31 and 659. 33 of
"Rai |l Fixed CGuideway Systens; State Safety Oversight"

(3) To require the Bi-State Devel opnent Agency to
report accidents and unaccept abl e hazardous conditions to
the St. Cair County Transit District wwthin a period of
time specified by the St. Cair County Transit D strict
as required by Section 659.39 of "Rail Fixed GQuideway
Systens; State Safety Oversight".

(4) To establ i sh procedur es to i nvestigate
accidents and unacceptable hazardous condi tions as
required by Section 659.41 of "Rail Fixed GCuideway
Systens; State Safety Oversight".

(5 To direct the Bi-State Devel opnent Agency to
mnimze, control, correct, or elimnate any investigated
hazardous condition within a period of tinme specified by
the St. dair County Transit District as required by
Section 659.43 of "Rail Fixed Guideway Systens; State
Safety Oversight".

(6) To perform all other necessary and i ncidental
functions related to its effectuation of this Act and as
mandated by "Rail Fixed GQuideway Systens; State Safety
Oversi ght".

Section 15. Confidentiality of investigation reports.
The security portion of the system safety program pl an,
i nvestigation reports, surveys, schedules, lists, or data
conpiled, collected, or prepared by the Bi-State Devel opnent
Agency or the St. Cair County Transit District wunder this
Act shall not be subject to discovery or admtted into
evidence in federal or State court or considered for other
purposes in any civil action for damages arising from any
matter nentioned or addressed in such plan, reports, surveys,

schedul es, lists, or data.
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Section 20. Right to contract for safety consultation
The St. Cair County Transit District may contract for safety
consultation wunder the St. Cdair County District's duties
created by this Act. The St. dair County District my
assess the Bi-State Devel opnment Agency for its expenses in

adm ni stering the Act.

Section 25. Jurisdiction. The jurisdiction of the St.
Clair County Transit D strict under this Act shall be
exclusive, except to the extent that its jurisdiction is

preenpted by federal statute, regul ation, or order.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect wupon

becom ng | aw.
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
