WHEREAS, Heidrick & Struggles grew to becone the world's
second- | argest executive search firm wth nearly 1,000

search professionals and nore than 80 offices worl dw de; and

WHEREAS, M. Heidrick was chief executive officer of the
conpany for nmany vyears, helping the firm shape t he
executive-search industry; he co-founded the Association of
Executive Search Consultants, served as the trade group's
president and helped establish ethical standards for the

i ndustry; and

WHEREAS, At the age of 70, he retired from Heidrick &

Struggles, but not fromwork altogether, instead co-founding
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t he bouti que executive search firm the Heidrick Partners,
with his son, Bob Heidrick, who nowis vice chairmn of the

gi ant Spencer Stuart recruiting firm and

WHEREAS, M. Heidrick was an avid golfer, traveling the
world to play top courses; he served as president of the
Hi nsdale Golf Cub and of the Community House, which provides
services to several suburbs in the H nsdale area; an ardent
supporter of the University of Illinois, he served as
president of its alumi association and of the University of

I[llinois Foundation, of which he was a life director; and
