VWHEREAS, This Executive Order abolishes those agency entities
directly responsible to the Governor that do not have any function,
whi ch abolishment decreases agency bureaucracy, streamines the
executive branch, and di ssolves inactive entities; therefore

BE |T ORDERED, Pursuant to the power vested in ne by Article V,
Section 11 of the Illinois Constitution, that the follow ng agency
reorgani zati on shall be executed:

I. Abolishnent:

The entities listed under Part |l of this Executive Order and all
acconpanying administrative wunits, boards, councils, advisory
bodies, or related entities of these agencies are abolished. The
correspondi ng terns of appointed nenbers on these entities are
also terminated, and their appointed offices are subsequently
abol i shed. These entities or offices may be tenporarily
reorgani zed or reconstituted, if necessary, under the Depart nent
of Central Managenent Services or another appropriate agency to
facilitate the w nding up and termination  of their
adm ni stration. The Director of Central Mnagenent Services
shall determne in the winding up or termnation of the abolished
entities' affairs if the consultation or consolidation with
anot her agency's adninistration is appropriate.

The rights, powers, duties, and functions of the entities

continue to be exercised by the Departnent of Central Managenent
Services or another appropriate agency to the extent necessary to
effectuate the termination or wi ndi ng up of affected
adm nistrative affairs. Each act done in the exercise of these
rights, powers, and duties shall have the sanme | egal effect as if
done by the former agencies, and by the officers and enpl oyees of
t hose agenci es.

Every person or corporation shall be subject to the sane
obligations and duties and to the associated penalties, if any,
and shall have the sane rights arising fromthe exercise of these
obligations and duties as if exercised subject to the forner
agency or the officers and enpl oyees of that agency.

Every person shall be subject to the sanme penalty for offenses as
prescribed by existing law for the same offense by any person
whose powers or duties were abolished or transferred under this
Executive Order.

Whenever reports or notices are now required to be nade or given
or papers or docunents furnished or served by any person or
entity, then those requirements shall be waived or, 1 f conpleted,
then those reports and notices shall be delivered, i mediately
after the effective date of this Executive Order.

This Executive Order shall not affect any act done, ratified, or
cancelled or any right occurring or established or any action or
proceedi ng had or comrenced in an admnistrative, civil, or
crimnal cause, before this Executive Order takes effect, but
t hese actions or proceedi ngs may be prosecuted and continued by
t he Departnment of Central Managenent Services in cooperation with
anot her agency, if necessary.

This Executive Oder shall not affect the legality of any rules

inthe Illinois Admnistrative Code that are in force on the
effective date of +this Executive Order, which rul es have been
duly adopted by the pertinent agencies. |f necessary, however,

the affected agenci es shall propose, adopt, or repeal rules, rule
amendnment s, and rul e recodifications as appropriate to effectuate
this Executive Oder. These rule nodifications shall coincide
with, if applicable, the termnation and w nding up of the
abol i shed entities' affairs.

Whenever any provision of any previous Executive Order, any Act,
or any Act's Section transferred by this Executive O der provides
for menbership of an individual froman abolished entity or their
respecti ve desi gnee, on any board, conmssion, authority, or
other entity, the Director of Central Management Services, the
head of another appropriate agency, or a Director's designee

shall serve in that place, if necessary. |If nmore than one such
director is required by lawto serve on any board, conm ssion,
authority, or other entity, then an equivalent nunber of

representatives of the Departnment of Central Managenent Services
or another appropriate agency shall so serve, if necessary.

Al enployees, if any, of the abolished entities are transferred
to the Departnent of Central Managenent Services or to another
appropriate agency as deternined by the Director of Central
Management Servi ces. Al'l enpl oyees engaged in the performance
of a function or in the admnistration of a |aw transferred by
this Executive Order are transferred to the Departnent of Central
Managenment Services. Personnel exercising rights, powers, and
duties in the abolished entities are nowtransferred to the
Depart ment of Central Management Services. The rights of the
enpl oyees, the State, and the transferring agencies under the
Personnel Code or any coll ective bargai ning agreenent, or under
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any pension, retirement, or annuity plan, shall not be affected
by this Executive Order. Personnel enployed by the abolished
agencies to performfunctions that are not clearly classifiable
within the areas referred to in this Executive Order shall be
assigned and transferred to appropriate departnents by the
Di rector of Central Mnagenent Servi ces.

Al'l  personnel records, docunents, books, correspondence, papers,
real and personal property, and other associated itens in any way
pertaining to the rights, powers, duties, and functions of the
abolished entities shall be delivered and transferred to the
Depart ment of Central Managenent Services, another appropriate
agency, or the State Archives.

Al'l  pending business and affairs in any way pertaining to the
rights, powers, duties, and functions of the abolished entities
shall be transferred to the Departnment of Central Managenent
Services or to another appropriate agency for continuation,
nmodi fication, winding up, or term nation, as appropriate

The wunexpended bal ances of any appropriations or funds, grants,
donati ons, or other noneys available for use by the abolished
entities shall be transferred to the Department of Central
Managenment Services or other appropriate agency and shall be
expended for similar purposes for which the appropriations,
funds, grants, or other npbneys were originally made or given to
those entities. |f those purposes are no |onger feasible, then
the remaining balances shall be deposited into the GCeneral
Revenue Fund.

Severability:

If any provision of this Executive Order or its application to
any person or circunstance is held invalid, then the invalidity
of that provision or application does not affect other provisions
or applications of this Executive Order that can be given effect
wi thout the invalid provision or application.

Fi ling:

This Executive Order shall be filed with the Clerk of the House
of Representatives and the Secretary of the Senate. In addition,
this Executive Oder shall be filed with (i) the Secretary of
State for publishing in the Illinois Register and (ii) the
Legislative Reference Bureau for preparation of a revisory bill
ef fectuating these provisions.

Further action:

The abolishnent of these entities does not foreclose further
action in that the Governor nmy review additional executive
entities for abolishnent and conduct that abol i shrrent by
Executive Order. Future entities created by Executive Oder
shoul d include an expiration date for autonatic termination of
those entities.

Ef fective Date:
This Executive Order is effective 60 days after delivery to the
General Assenbly, which delivery is executed by filing copies of

the docunent with the Cerk of the House of Representatives and
the Secretary of the Senate.

(c) He knowi ngly nakes or directs another to nake a false or
deceptive statenent addressed to the public for the purpose of
pronoting the sale of property or services, or

(d) Wth intent to obtain control over property or to pay for

property, labor or services of another, or in satisfaction of an
obligation for paynent of tax under the Retailers' QOccupation Tax Act
or any other tax due to the State of Illinois, he issues or delivers

a check or other order upon a real or fictitious depository for the
paynent of noney, knowing that it will not be paid by the depository.
Fallure to have sufficient funds or credit with the depository when
the check or other order is issued or delivered, or when such check
or other order is presented for paynment and di shonored on each of 2
occasions at least 7 days apart, is prima facie evidence that the
of fender knows that it will not be paid by the depository, and that
he has the intent to defraud.

authority of another state, or pursuant to Section 11-501.1; except
as mmy be specifically allowed by a probationary license to drive,
judicial driving permit or restricted driving permt issued pursuant
to this Code or the | aw of another state; shall extend the suspension
for the same period of tine as the originally inposed suspension
however, if the period of suspension has then expired, the Secretary
shall be authorized to suspend said person's driving privileges for
