(1) films, videotapes, photographs, or otherw se depicts or
portrays by neans of any simlar visual nediumor reproduction or
depicts by conmputer any child whom he knows or reasonably should
know to be wunder the age of 18 or any severely or profoundly
mentally retarded person where such child or severely or
profoundly nentally retarded person is:

(i) actually or by sinulation engaged in any act of
sexual penetration or sexual conduct intereourse wth any
person or animal; or

(ii) actually or by sinulation engaged in any act of
sexual penetration or sexual conduct eentaet involving the
sex organs of the child or severely or profoundly nmentally
retarded person and the nouth, anus, or sex organs of
anot her person or animal; or which involves the mouth, anus
or sex organs of the child or severely or profoundly
mentally retarded person and the sex organs of another
person or ani mal; or

(iii) actually or by sinmulation engaged in any act of
mast ur bati on; or

(iv) actually or by sinulation portrayed as being the
object of, or otherwise engaged in, any act of |ewd
fondl i ng, touching, or caressing involving another person or
ani mal ; or

(v) actually or by simulation engaged in any act of
excretion or urination within a sexual context; or

(vi) actually or by sinulation portrayed or depicted
as bound, fettered, or subject to sadistic, masochistic, or
sadomasochi stic abuse in any sexual context; or

(vii) depicted or portrayed in any pose, posture or
setting iI1nvolving a lewd exhibition of the uncl ot hed

(2) with the knowl edge of the nature or content thereof,

person whom the person knows or reasonably should know to be
under the age of 18 or to be a severely or profoundly nentally
retarded person, engaged in any activity described in
subparagraphs (i) through (vii) of paragraph (1) of this
subsection; or

(3) with know edge of the subject matter or thenme thereof,
produces any stage play, live perfornmance, film videotape or
other similar visual portrayal or depiction by conputer which
includes a child whomthe person knows or reasonably should know
to be wunder the age of 18 or a severely or profoundly nmentally
retarded person engaged in any activity described in
subparagraphs (i) through (vii) of paragraph (1) of this

subsection; or

(5) is a parent, step-parent, legal guardian or other
person having care or custody of a child whomthe person knows or
reasonably should know to be under the age of 18 or a severely or
profoundly nentally retarded person and who knowi ngly permts,
I nduces, pronotes, or arranges for such child or severely or
profoundly nentally retarded person to appear in any stage play,

(6) with know edge of the nature or content thereof,

(b) (1) It shall be an affirmative defense to a charge of child
por nography that the defendant reasonably believed, under all of the
circunstances, that the child was 18 years of age or older or that
the person was not a severely or profoundly nentally retarded person
but only where, prior to the act or acts giving rise to a prosecution
under this Section, he took sone affirnmative action or nade a
bonafide inquiry designed to ascertain whether the child was 18 years
of age or older or that the person was not a severely or profoundly
mentally retarded person and his reliance upon the information so
obt ai ned was clearly reasonabl e.

(2) (Blank).

(3) The charge of child pornography shall not apply to the
performance of official duties by |aw enforcenent or prosecuting
officers, court personnel or attorneys, nor to bonafide treatnent
or pr of essi onal education prograns conducted by |icensed
physi ci ans, psychol ogi sts or social workers.

(4) Possession by the defendant of nore than one of the
sane film videotape or visual reproduction or depiction by
conmputer in which child pornography is depicted shall raise a
rebuttable presunption that the defendant possessed such
materials with the intent to dissenm nate them

(5) The charge of child pornography does not apply to a
person who does not voluntarily possess a film videotape, or
vi sual reproduction or depiction by conmputer in which child
pornography is depi ct ed. Possession is voluntary if the
def endant knowi ngly procures or receives a film videotape, or
vi sual reproduction or depiction for a sufficient time to be able
to termnate his or her possession.

(c) Violation of paragraph (1), (4), (5), or (7) of subsection
(a) is aCass 1 felony with a mandatory mni mumfine of $2,000 and a
maxi mum fine of $100,000. Violation of paragraph (3) of subsection
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(a) is aCass 1 felony with a mandatory mini mumfine of $1500 and a
maxi mum fine of $100,000. Violation of paragraph (2) of subsection
(a) is aCass 1 felony with a mandatory mini mumfine of $1000 and a
maxi mum fine of $100,000. Violation of paragraph (6) of subsection
(a) is a Cass 3 felony with a mandatory mni mumfine of $1000 and a
maxi mum fine of $100, 000.

(d) |If a person is convicted of a second or subsequent violation
of this Section within 10 years of a prior conviction, the court
shal | order a presentence psychiatric exam nation of the person. The
exam ner shall report to the court whether treatnment of the personis
necessary.

(e) Any film videotape, photograph or other sinilar visual
reproduction or depiction by conmputer which includes a child under
the age of 18 or a severely or profoundly nentally retarded person
engaged in any activity described in subparagraphs (1) through (vii)
or paragraph 1 of subsection (a), and any material or equi pnent used
or intended for use in photographing, filmng, printing, producing,
reproduci ng, manufacturing, projecting, exhibiting, depiction by
conput er, or dissenminating such material shall be seized and
forfeited in the manner, nmethod and procedure provided by Section
36-1 of this Code for the seizure and forfeiture of vessels, vehicles
and aircraft.

(e-5) Upon the conclusion of a case brought under this Section,
the court shall seal all evidence depicting a victimor w tness that
is sexually explicit. The evidence may be unseal ed and vi ewed, on a
motion of the party seeking to unseal and view the evidence, only for
good cause shown and in the discretion of the court. The notion nust
expressly set forth the purpose for viewing the naterial. The
State's attorney and the victim if possible, shall be provided
reasonabl e noti ce of the hearing on the notion to unseal the
evi dence. Any person entitled to notice of a hearing under this
subsection (e-5) nmay object to the notion.

(f) Definitions. For the purposes of this Section:

(1) "Dissenminate" neans (i) to sell, distribute, exchange
or transfer possession, whether with or w thout consideration or
(ii) to make a depiction by conmputer available for distribution
or downl oading through the facilities of any tel ecommunications
network or through any other neans of transferring conputer
programs or data to a conputer;

(2) "Produce" neans to direct, promote, advertise, publish,
manuf acture, issue, present or show,

(3) "Reproduce" nmeans to nake a duplication or copy;

(4) "Depict by conputer" neans to generate or create, or
cause to be created or generated, a conputer program or data
that, after being processed by a conputer either alone or in
conjunction with one or nore conputer prograns, results in a
vi sual depiction on a conputer nonitor, screen, or display.

(5) "Depiction by conmputer" neans a conputer program or
data that, after being processed by a conputer either alone or in
conjunction with one or nore conputer prograns, results in a
vi sual depiction on a conputer nonitor, screen, or display.

(6) "Computer", "conputer program, and "data" have the
meani ngs ascribed to themin Section 16D 2 of this Code.

(7) "Child" includes a film videotape, photograph, or
other simlar visual nmedium or reproduction or depiction by
conputer that is, or appears to be, that of a person, either in
part, or in total, under the age of 18, regardl ess of the method
by which the film videotape, photograph, or other sinilar visual
medi um or reproduction or depiction by conputer is created,
adopted, or nodified to appear as such. "Child" also includes a
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film videotape, photograph, or other simlar visual medium or
reproduction or depiction by conputer that is advertised,
pronoted, presented, described, or distributed in such a manner
that conveys the inpression that the film videotape, photograph,
or other simlar visual nediumor reproduction or depiction by
conputer is of a person under the age of 18.

(8) "Sexual penetration" and "sexual conduct" have the

meani ngs ascribed to themin Section 12-12 of this Code.
(g) Re-enactment; findings; purposes.
(1) The General Assenbly finds and decl ares that:

(i) Section 50-5 of Public Act 88-680, effective
January 1, 1995, contained provisions amending the child
por nogr aphy statute, Section 11-20.1 of the Crimnal Code of
1961. Section 50-5 al so contained other provisions.

(ii) In addition, Public Act 88-680 was entitled "AN
ACT to create a Safe Nei ghborhoods Law'. (A) Article 5 was
entitled JUVEN LE JUSTI CE and anended the Juvenile Court Act
of 1987. (B) Article 15 was entitled GANGS and anended
various provisions of the Crimnal Code of 1961 and the
Uni fied Code of Corrections. (C) Article 20 was entitled
ALCOHOL ABUSE and anended various provisions of the Illinois
Vehi cl e Code. (D) Article 25 was entitled DRUG ABUSE and
amended the Cannabis Control Act and the Illinois Controlled
Substances Act. (E) Article 30 was entitled FIREARVS and
amended the Crimnal Code of 1961 and the Code of Crimi nal
Procedure of 1963. (F) Article 35 anended the Crinminal Code
of 1961, the Rights of Crime Victinms and Wtnesses Act, and
the Unified Code of Corrections. (G Article 40 anended the
Crimnal Code of 1961 to increase the penalty for conpelling
organi zati on nmenbership of persons. (H) Article 45 created
the Secure Residential Youth Care Facility Licensing Act and
anended the State Finance Act, the Juvenile Court Act of
1987, the Unified Code of Corrections, and the Private
Correctional Facility Moratorium Act. (I) Article 50
amended the W C Vendor Managenent Act, the Firearm Oaners
lIdentification Card Act, the Juvenile Court Act of 1987, the
Crimnal Code of 1961, the Wongs to Children Act, and the
Uni fi ed Code of Corrections.

(iii) On Septenber 22, 1998, the Third District
Appel late Court in People v. Dainty, 701 N.E. 2d 118, ruled
that Public Act 88-680 violates the single subject clause of

the Illinois Constitution (Article IV, Section 8 (d)) and
was unconstitutional in its entirety. As of the time this
amendatory Act of 1999 was prepared, People v. Dainty was
still subject to appeal.

(iv) Child pornography is a wvital concern to the
people of this State and the validity of future prosecutions
under the child pornography statute of the Criminal Code of
1961 is in grave doubt.

(2) 1t is the purpose of this amendatory Act of 1999 to
prevent or ninimze any problens relating to prosecutions for
child pornography that may result from challenges to the
constitutional validity of Public Act 88-680 by re-enacting the
Section relating to child pornography that was included in Public
Act 88-680.

(3) This anendatory Act of 1999 re-enacts Section 11-20.1
of the Crimnal Code of 1961, as it has been anended. Thi s
re-enactnent is intended to remobve any question as to the
validity or content of that Section; it is not intended to
supersede any other Public Act that anends the text of the
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Section as set forth in this anendatory Act of 1999. The

material is shown as existing text (i.e., w thout underscoring)
because, as of the time this anmendatory Act of 1999 was prepared,
People v. Dainty was subject to appeal to the Illinois Suprenme
Court.

(4) The re-enactment by this amendatory Act of 1999 of

Section 11-20.1 of the Criminal Code of 1961 relating to child

pornography that was anended by Public Act 88-680 is not

intended, and shall not be construed, to inply that Public Act

88-680 is invalid or to limt or inmpair any legal argunent

concer ni ng whet her those provisions were substantially re-enacted

by other Public Acts.

Sec. 2. The Illinois Department of Children and Family Services
shall, upon receiving reports made under this Act, protect the
heal th, safety, and best interests of the child in all situations in
which the child is vulnerable to child abuse or neglect, offer
protective services in order to prevent any further harmto the child
and to other children in the sane environment or fanmily, stabilize
the home environment, and preserve fanmly |ife whenever possible.
Recogni zi ng that children al so can be abused and neglected while
living in public or private residential agencies or institutions
meant to serve them while attendi ng day care centers, or schools, or
religious activities, or when in contact with adults who are
responsi bl e for the welfare of the child at that tinme, this Act also
provides for the reporting and investigation of child abuse and
negl ect in such instances. |In performng any of these duties, the
Department may utilize such protective services of voluntary agencies
as are avail able.

"Local |aw enforcement agency" means the police of a city, town,
village or ot her incorporated area or the sheriff of an
uni ncorporated area or any sworn officer of the Illinois Departnent
of State Police.

"Abused child" nmeans a child whose parent or inmediate famly
menber, or any person responsible for the child's welfare, or any
individual residing in the sane hone as the child, or a paramour of
the child' s parent:

(a) a- inflicts, causes to be inflicted, or allows to be
inflicted upon such child physical injury, by other than
acci dental neans, which causes death, disfigurenment, inpairnent

of physical or enpotional health, or loss or inpairment of any
bodily functi on;

(b) b- creates a substantial risk of physical injury to
such child by other than accidental neans which would be |ikely
to cause death, disfigurenent, inmpairment of physi cal or

enotional health, or loss or inpairnment of any bodily function
(c) e- comits or allows to be conmtted any sex offense
agai nst such child, as such sex offenses are defined in the
Cri m nal Code of 1961, as anended, and extending those
definitions of sex offenses to include children under 18 years of
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age;
(d) d- comits or allows to be conmitted an act or acts of
torture upon such child;

(e) e- inflicts excessive corporal punishment;

(f) f- comits or allows to be conmtted the offense of
female genital nutilation, as defined in Section 12-34 of the

(g) g- causes to be sold, transferred, distributed, or
given to such child under 18 years of age, a controlled substance

"Negl ected child" neans any child who is not receiving the proper
or necessary nourishment or nmedically indicated treatnent including
food or care not provided solely on the basis of the present or
anticipated nental or physical inpairment as determ ned by a
physician acting alone or in consultation with other physicians or
otherwi se i s not receiving the proper or necessary support or nedica
or other renedial care recogni zed under State | aw as necessary for a
child's well-being, or other care necessary for his or her
wel | - bei ng, including adequate food, clothing and shelter; or who is
abandoned by his or her parents or other person responsible for the
child' s wel fare wi thout a proper plan of care; or who is a newborn
infant whose blood, wurine, or nmeconium contains any anmount of a
control | ed substance as defined in subsection (f) of Section 102 of
the Illinois Controll ed Substances Act or a netabolite thereof, with
t he exception of a controlled substance or nmetabolite thereof whose
presence in the newborn infant is the result of medical treatnent
admi nistered to the nother or the newborn infant. A child shall not
be considered neglected for the sole reason that the child' s parent
or other person responsible for his or her welfare has left the child
in the care of an adult relative for any period of tine. A child
shall not be considered neglected for the sole reason that the child
has been relinqui shed in accordance with the Abandoned Newborn | nfant
Protection Act. A child shall not be considered negl ected or abused
for the sole reason that such child' s parent or other person
responsi ble for his or her welfare depends upon spiritual neans
t hrough prayer alone for the treatment or cure of disease or renedia
care as provided under Section 4 of this Act. A child shall not be
consi dered negl ected or abused solely because the child is not
attendi ng school in accordance with the requirements of Article 26 of
The School Code, as anended.

"Child Protective Service Unit" nmeans certain specialized State
enpl oyees of the Departnent assigned by the Director to perform the
duties and responsibilities as provided under Section 7.2 of this
Act .

"Person responsible for the child' s welfare" neans the child's
parent; guardian; foster parent; relative caregiver; any person
responsible for the child's welfare in a public or private
residential agency or institution; any person responsible for the
child's welfare within a public or private profit or not for profit
child care facility; or any other person responsible for the child's
welfare at the time of the alleged abuse or neglect, or any person
who cane to know the child through an official capacity or position
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of trust, including but not limted to health care professionals,
educational personnel, recreational supervisors, nenbers of the
clergy, and volunteers or support personnel in any setting where
children may be subject to abuse or neglect.

"Tenporary protective custody" means custody within a hospital or
other nmedical facility or a place previously designated for such
custody by the Department, subject to review by the Court, including
a licensed foster honme, group hone, or other institution; but such
place shall not be a jall or other place for the detention of
crimnal or juvenile offenders.

"An unfounded report" nmeans any report nade under this Act for
which it is determined after an investigation that no credible
evi dence of abuse or negl ect exists.

"An indicated report" neans a report nmade under this Act if an
investigation determ nes that credible evidence of the alleged abuse
or negl ect exists.

"An undeterm ned report" neans any report made under this Act in
which it was not possible to initiate or conplete an investigation on
the basis of information provided to the Department.

"Subject of report" means any child reported to the centra
regi ster of child abuse and negl ect established under Section 7.7 of
this Act and his or her parent, guardian or other person responsible
who is also naned in the report.

"Perpetrator" means a person who, as a result of investigation
has been determi ned by the Department to have caused child abuse or
negl ect .

"Menber of the clergy" neans a clergynan or practitioner of any

religious denom nation accredited by the religious body to which he

or she bel ongs.

Any physician, resident, intern,
hospi tal, hospi t al admi ni strator and per sonnel engaged in
exam nation, care and treatnment of persons, surgeon, dentist, dentist
hygi eni st, osteopath, chiropractor, podiatrist, physician assistant,
substance abuse treatnent personnel, Christian Science practitioner
funeral honme director or enployee, coroner, nedical exam ner
enmergency nedical technician, acupuncturist, crisis line or hotline
personnel, school personnel, educational advocate assigned to a child
pursuant to the School Code, truant officers, social worker, social
servi ces admi ni strator, domestic violence program personnel
registered nurse, |licensed practical nur se, respiratory care
practitioner, advanced practice nurse, hone health aide, director or
staff assistant of a nursery school or a child day care center
recreational programor facility personnel, |aw enforcenent officer
regi stered psychologist and assistants working under the direct
supervision of a psychologist, psychiatrist, or field personnel of
the Illinois Department of Public Aid, Public Health, Human Services
(acting as successor to the Departnent of Mental Health and
Devel opnental Disabilities, Rehabilitation Services, or Public Aid),

Any nenber of the clergy having reasonabl e cause to believe that

capacity may be an abused child as defined in item (c) of the

definition of "abused child" in Section 3 of this Act shal

imedi ately report or cause a report to be made to the Departnent.
Whenever such person is required to report under this Act in his

capacity as a menber of the staff of a nedical or other public or

private institution, school, facility or agency, or as a nenber of

the clergy, he shall nake report imediately to the Departnent 1in
accordance with the provisions of this Act and may al so notify the
person in charge of such institution, school, facility or agency, or
church, synagogue, tenple, nosque, or other religqgious institution, or
his designated agent that such report has been made. Under no
circunstances shall any person in charge of such institution, school

facility or agency, or church, synagogue, tenple, npbsque, or _other

religi ous institution, or his designated agent to whom such
notification has been nmade, exercise any control, restraint,
nmodi fication or other change in the report or the forwarding of such
report to the Departnment.

The privileged quality of communication between any professiona
person required to report and his patient or client shall not apply
to situations involving abused or neglected children and shall not
constitute grounds for failure to report as required by this Act.

A nenber of the clergy nmay claimthe privil ege under Section

8-803 of the Code of Civil Procedure.

In addition to the above persons required to report suspected
cases of abused or neglected children, any other person may nake a
report if such person has reasonabl e cause to believe a child nay be
an abused child or a neglected child.

Any person who enters into enploynent on and after July 1, 1986
and is mandated by virtue of that enployment to report under this

Act, shall sign a statement on a form prescribed by the Departnent,
to the effect that the enpl oyee has knowl edge and understanding of
the reporting requirements of this Act. The statenment shall be
signed prior to commencenent of the enployment. The signed statenent
shall be retained by the enployer. The cost of printing,
distribution, and filing of the statement shall be borne by the
enpl oyer.

The Departnment shall provide copies of this Act, upon request, to
all enpl oyers enpl oying persons who shall be required under the

provisions of this Section to report under this Act.

Any person who knowingly transnits a false report to the
Department commits the offense of disorderly conduct under subsection
(a)(7) of Section 26-1 of the "Crimnal Code of 1961". Any person who
violates this provision a second or subsequent tine shall be guilty
of a Cass 4 fel ony.

Any person who knowi ngly and willfully violates any provision of
this Section other than a second or subsequent violation of
transmitting a false report as described in the preceding paragraph

is shalt-be guilty of a Cass A misdenmeanor for a first violation and
a Class 4 felony for a second or subsequent viol ation

A child whose parent, guardian or custodian in good faith selects
and depends wupon spiritual nmeans through prayer al one for the
treatment or cure of disease or renedial care may be considered
negl ected or abused, but not for the sole reason that his parent,
guardi an or custodi an accepts and practices such beliefs.

A child shall not be considered neglected or abused solely
because the child is not attending school in accordance with the
requi rements of Article 26 of the School Code, as amended.
