If I could see the committee
amendment maybe it does the same thing aé an amendment
I have on the Floor. I don'F think it does. If not,
then I have Amendment No. 2.

PRESIDENT:

Senator Rock do you want to describe Qhat the committee
amendment does for Senator Mitchler's explanation? Senator
Rock.

SENATOR ROCK:

Yes, Senator...Senator Mitchler the committee amendment
was offered by me on behalf of the Department of Public
Health. It merely changes three or four words in one
Section as it relates to fixtures. It is no way...identical
or similar to the amendment whigh you propose to offer and
I would move it's adoption. 1It's just...de minimis amend-
ment. v
PRESIDENT:

Is there further discussion? Senator Rock has move
the adoption of Amendment No. 1. All in favor signify by
saying aye. Contrary no. Motion carries, Amendment No. 1
is adopted. Senator Mitchler.

SENATOR MITCHLER:

Mr. President, Members of the Senate, I would offer
Amendment No. 2 to HB 794. And the Amendment is on the
Secretary's desk. And I have given copies to the leader~
ship on both sides of the aisle. Would you like me to
explain the amendment? I move for the adoption of the
amendment.

SENATOR ROCK:

I would like it explained. I think one of the reasons

I did not agree to accept this amendment. in committee is

I think this is a policy decision that the full Senate should
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make and I would direct the memberships attention to
what the bill says and what this amendment purports to
da. And I am going to make every attempt to resist this
amendment. You are amending...it's a two part aﬁendment
with the second part from line 15 to line 25 if you'll
read the bill I think it's totally unnecessary. 1It's ex-
cess baggage from lines 5 to 12 I think is the guts of the
amendment and it concerns the percentage of lead that is
in paint and I think it's something that the full Senate
should address itself to. And I would ask the Senator
to explain why he needs this amendment.
PRESIDENT:

Senator Mitchler.
SENATOR MITCHLER:

Yes, I...T've offered the amendment, now_I‘d like to
explain the amendment so that the members of the Senate
understand. We have already passed out of this Body SB
number 3, which is really identical to HB 794 with the
exception of the amendment that I am proposing. Now,
this bill creates the lead poisoning substances control.
I believe we're in agreement with about everything except
the language that is going to be used in the bill as it
;elates to the description of lead bearing substance.

Now the amendment that I have and if you'll refer to
your bill, HB 794, it deletes lines 1 thréugh 6 on page

2, and inserts a new derinition of lead bearing sub-

stance. The insertion in the amendment that I am proposing

is identical to the language contained in SB 3 that this
Body has already passed and is now over in the House, in
fact it will be heard either this afternoon or tomorrow

in the House Committee. Now, the reason, the reason for

Amendment No. 2 and to change the language from the existing

language in Amendment...in HB 794 is that the paint manufacturers




in the State of Illinois manufacture paint that goes to
all other States and naturally you would like to have

them have the type of an amendment that.,.that's why I'm
getting my no smoking bill fellows...I would like to have
a type...of 'an amendment thatvwould permit them to man-
ufacture paint that could be distributed th;éughout the
United States and therefore the defintion of lead beaxring
substanpe should be the Federal law and regulation which
is what Amenament No. 2 does to HB 794. It says that lead
bearing substance: means any paint or other surface

coating material containing more than five-tenths of one
percent lead by weight. And if the Federal law changes
and that's lowered, then the Illinois statute will automatlcal;y
change to conform to the Federal law and regulation... Now,
I know of no reason why anyone should oppose such an
amendment in such language. And it's very similar to

SB 3.

PRESIDENT:

Is there further discussion? Senator Netsch and then
Senator Knuepfer. Senator Netsch.

.SENATOR NETSCH:

Mr. President, I would like fo respond directly to the
point that Senator Mitchler just made that there is no
reason for anyone to oppose this change and suggest there
is a very good reason for opposing it. We heard a great
deal of testimony in the Welfare Committee on this question
of the proper level for lead content in paint.  We heard
a éood deal of testimony and read a good many things about
the effect thereof. It is quite true I think, it is fair
to say that there is not absélutely conclusively established
evidence that says that the level of .06 is the proper
level. On the other hand there is a great deal of evidence

to suggest that anythlng above that -is. going to be and has been

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a source of very serious injury to those children who may
come in contact with that paint. Our feeling was, the feel-
ihg of many of us who struggled with this problem that thé
paint industry can adjust to this changed level. Why should
we take any chances ét all with respect to the health of
children, and we're not just talking about kids living in

an inner-city ghetto, we're talking about lead levels found
in children throughout this State wherever the testing has
been done to date. Why shouldn't we for once resolve the
doubts in favor of the health of the children involved in-
stead of the industry and the answer that we always get under
such circumstances is we can't do it, you'll drive us out of
business, you'll put us in an economically disadvantageous
position. I think that is nonsense when it comes to some-
thing as critical as this and a...a source of a health
hazard that is as d;ngerous and horrible as this when it
does occur. I am convinced that the Federal government is
just playing games with what its level is going to be. And
that for once the States ought to tell the Federal govern-
ment what is the proper way to go and I would strongly suggest
that if the State of Illinois a major industrial State takes

this position firmly in its own legislation that .06 is

the proper level and the only proper level that that itself

may influence the Federalgovernment in its revised regulations.
I think that is the proper course,for.usito follow and I
would hope that is whai we do. ‘
PRESIDENT:

Senator Knuepfer.
SENATOR KNUEPFER:

Well, Senator Netsch, you have suggested that this is a
question of resolving doubts in favor'of the children.

I don't...I sincerely do not think that's true. This is

an area in which Federal Standards ought to obtain, and
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the Federal government is moving in the direction. Now,
you know and I know that the real problem is not ﬁhis issue
at all. If we really wanted té address ourselves to this
problem we.would have to address ourselves tolthe destruc--

i - .-
tion of probably a 100,000 homes in the State of Illinois.

Because the real problem is caused not by 06 or .l but the

.real problem is caused by the paints which were manufactured

some 30, 40 and 50 years ago in which tﬁe lead content was
up 15 to 20, 25%. As a practical economic matter we can-
not address ourselves to that problem because it would

mean the distruction, the repainting, the recovering of a
great many homes. There are some areas in...in this State
and most of them would be in your City. They're neither the
City of Chicago nor the State of Illinois has the resources
to address itself to the real solution of the problem

of lead poisoning. And I submit to you that is the real
solution. Short of that it seems to me that our problem

is to try and conform to a Federal standard and that Federal
standard, because manufacturers of a commodity.suéh as paint
simély cannot economically manufacture the product for
different markets. You well know in Chicago that you.have

a different standard set of City Ordinance and certainly
within the concept of Home Rule. I suggest to you that if
you want that that is perfectly acceptable to me. I do not
think however it is a desirable concept for the State of

Illinois. 1In part we're playing games because as I suggested

‘to you earlier, the real problem nobody has tried or has

even suggested that we attack because the expense of the
real problem is immense. I,suggest to you that this is a
desirable amendment and we ought to support it.
PRESIDENT:

Is there furtﬁer discussion? Senator éaperstein.

SENATOR SAPERSTEIN:

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Mr. President and Ladies and Gentlemen of the Senate.

I think Senator Knuepfer is right as far as it concerns the

-older buildings, that is a big problem.. But I think we have

to look at it in terms of what the...the American Institute
of Pediatrics stated as it relates to the safe percentage
of lead. The American Institute of Pediatrics said that
anything more than .06 is a dangervto children, and it is
a danger to lead pqisoning in children and to menﬁal retarda-
tion. We...it is txue that the older buildings are also a
factor in this, but it is also true without qualification
that the Institute of Pediatrics stated without equivocating
on the problem that any more than .06 is a danger to lead
poisoning and mental retardation in children. This is the
thing we ought to consider. It is true that the Federal
Government is dragging it's feet when it determines that
.5 is a safe level content; it is not, and anything more
ought to be rejected. *
PRESIDENT:

Senator Newhouse,
SENATOR NEWHOUSE:

Just one more point Mr. President and Senators and that
is this. The...the question arises then what will happen to
the industry_in the,interim? and will this work a hardship

on the industry. Well the fact‘is that Sherman-Williams

" has already achieved the point-that we are suggesting, they've

already gone to the...the point that the Federal government

is talking about, reaching it at some point in the future.

Now in addition to that there is a period of time contemplated
by this bill that will permit them to deal‘with the stock

that they presently have on hand; so the fact is that this
doesn't work any real hardship, that this is the level that
ought to be achieved and I would hope that we give a favorable

roll call on this bill.

SENATOR BELL:

Well, Mr. President, Members of the Senate, I think
what we have...personally what we have to do here is we
have to look at the...at the real issue iﬁ my mind is mental
retardation. And what...how it is brought about through the
eating by children of paint th;t has an extra amount of lead
in it or a lead that's above and beyond a certain pPercentage
point. Now, that is the question. What should be the parti-
cular percentage point that's allowed in lead based paint?
I say to you that the Federal standards call for a half of
one percent, but these standards have been tested they've
been found to be satisfactory as far as the Federal Govern-~
ment is concerned, and that for us to superimpose side
standards over and above that at this time causes an undue
burden in the paint industry that is for all practical pur-
poses not proper or fittipg. You know; why nof go to .003
of a percent or...that would be even better yet. I say that
in lieu of the Federal guidelines, in lieu of the fact that
the Federal studies at this time show that a half of one
percent is a proper amount. It's a vast improvement over
what's been previously, that we should not impose on the
paint industry side standards that mean that they're going
to be producing this one level for one State, another level
for another State, and...really it seems to like it's
causing...a ridiculous situation.
PRESIDENT:

Senator Rock.
SENATOﬁ ROCK:

Yes, Mr. President, Ladies and Gentlemen of the Senate,
before I move to Table Amendment No. 2, which I intend to
do, I wduld like to elaborate jgst for a moment on what
Senator ‘Bell so rightly referred to as ﬁhe real issue. The

real issue Ladies and Gentlemen is how much of a percentage

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of lead are we'going~to allow in our paint, so that our
kids can get at it or not get at it. I have a letter
from the Eﬁvironmental Protection Agency in Washington,
b.C., dateg January, 1972, and I will quote only in part.
I don't think it's out of context, and if - anybody wants
the whole letter théy're welcome to it. It relates on
how they have done studies conéerning lead poisoning,

and the letter, and I quote, these studies elaborated

in the attached In House Technical Report indicate that
lead paint in excess of 0.05%, my bill calls fér 0.06,

but this letter says in excess of 0.05% could constitute
a danger to the health of children with pica, our con-
clusion is similar to that of the American Academy of
Pediatrics, which strongly recommended that lead point...
lead paint in excess of 0.06% should not be permitted.
Now, the City of Chicago has adopted an ordinance which
has been upheld by the courts in our State which calls

for this percentage. I think the State should do no less.
Most certainly it should try to do better. The real issue
as Senator Bell would have us believe is not whether we're
concerned with lead poisoning but whether or not we're
cbncerned with the manufacturers, whether or not they
have to change the labels on their paint. Well, I say
let's have a vote in favor of the children and let's

make the paint companies change their labels. I know

that's a hardship but I think they can wellAafford to

‘do it. I move to Table Amendment No. 2.

PRESIDENT:

Senator Rock, would you withhold your motion? Senator
Berﬁing. .
SENATOR BERNING:

Thank you, Mr; President, Members of Ehé Body, speaking

as one lone legislator I resent bitterly and categorically

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the .implication that any inclination to 'support SB 794
is in derogation of the rights or concerns.for children.
I submit to the members of this Body that aspirin in the
home or even such as table salt is a violent poison. 1It's
up to the members of the family to protect their children
and not allow them to pick the paint off the wall or to
get a can of paint and drink it. ‘This is a specious argu-
ment. We owe our...an obligation to the industry as well.
These are realistic standards and I suggest we support them.
PRESIDENT: ' ;

Senator Smith.
SENATOR SMITH:

Mr. Chairman and Members of the Senate, the argument
made for the higher percentage of lead might sound reason-
able and perhaps factual. It is polite. But it so Happens
that a majority of the buildinqs where lead poisoning has re-
sulted are a lot of these old, run down, leaning, creaky, rét—
infested, disease breeding old buildings that are a disgrace
to our boasted of 20th century civilization. It's a little
astonishing to me to sit here and hear the part of the
argument with regards to this particular amendment that T
have héard. This bill was heard in committee, if I mistake
not last weék, was it not? They brought the attorney, their
national'attorney, the attorney that represents them through-
ouf these United States, here to sell us a particular trend
of thought. A very entertéining gentleman and a very
talkative gentleman. He talked at length and he supported
the 0.05 lead content, and when roll was called I called
attention and that's all that I arise for now, Mr. President,
is to read from their own national publication which I hold
here in my hand. Unlike those who will probably support this
amendment, their association states here on whatever the

page is, you can verify it by reading here as I now do.

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They presented no argument against the...00.06 lead content
of paint. As a matter of fact they say here in their
national publication that the National Paint and Coatings
Association. which represents more than 900 companies has
notified the commission that it anticipates it's members can
produce by January, 1974 interior products not exceeding the
0.06%‘maxiumum, not exceeding the 0.06% maximum lead level and
can producé by Jannary, 1975 exterior products not exceeding
that limitation. In the light of their own admission as
evidenced in their own national publication I ﬁope that the
entire membership on this side of the aisle at least will vote
against the Senator's proposed amendment to SB 794.
PRESIDENT:

Is there further discussion? Senator Mitchler can
close the debate and then we'll proceed to Senator Rock's
motion to Takle.

almost zero regardless of the amount of the recovery and
as an attempt to cure that defect we started giving them
the full amounts. It was found that that also was some-
what unfair because in manyicases the insurance company
does not receive the full amount of the claim, bqt they
only get a percentage back. So this bill...and what we
found was that the inéurance companies in those instances
would not bother to file a suit because their real monies
and interest coming back to them were so negligible that
they didn't benefit by pursuing the c¢laim. So this actually
went to the detriment of the insured who we were originally
trying to help. This bill says if for example there's a
$500 property damage bill, and the insured paia a $100
deductible, he is enéitled to 1/5th of the recovery if
the recovery is 500, he gets his full 100 back. If the
recovery is 300, he gets $60 back, he gets that pro rata
share.

PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR MOHR) :

Senator Carroll,
SENATOR CARROLL:

Thank you Mr. President, HB 828 deals with the area
of life insurance situations where the company's become
insolvent. And this is to protect us from a situation similar
to what we're going through now in the Equity Funding
Ssituation where it is quite possible that multi-million
of dollars have been defrauded from the people who were
policy holders of that particular company.' And very similar
to what happers alr?ady by Illinois law in casualty insurance
cases. We have demanded here aé a provision of doing

business in the State of Illinois that the insurance
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industry itself clean its own house. That they create
a management cempany of their own that only comes into
operation and effect should a company become insolvent.
And in that case where a company has become insolvent
and the rest of the cbmpanies of this State form their
own association, can assess their own membership up to
a maximum of 2% of premiums written to protect those people
who have been paying preminums for years and years to this
insurance company, to protect those policies for the future
for...the life insurance that these people were attempting to
do. There's a maximum assessment in here. We know from
experience that this happens very seldom, but we think
that it's sufficient when it does happen that the industry
in effect as a cost of doing business within this State
that it, itself, assume these costs at a very»minimal amount.
We have given this agsociation of insurance companies the
power to say that anyone of their companies or groups of
their companies are actually also a little bit shakey or
small and cannot join this pool of assessment. They can
eliminate any companies if they so see fit as long as
they protect that portion of the 11 million citizens of
Illinois who have been paying in preﬁiums for years to
this particular company that had become insolvent. I
would ask for a favorable roll call.
PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR MOHR) ;

Senator Merritt.
SENATOR MERRITT:

Mr. President and Members of the Senate, I certainly
rise in opposition to this proposed legislation. I think
it's bad in almostany form. I don't believe it wbuld have
ever gained passage out of committee without an amendment at-
tached to it. The amendment has been stricken at £his point.

The bill even with the amendment was not the best bill in the

world. This...this makes it a real bad piece of legislation.
The real question is why should any life insurance company

be.legally required to guarantee the financial soundness

and operation of his competitors. I think that's a real

basic thing. They refer to the fact that this...that we do
have a similar program now regulating the operation of
casualty insurance companies. But you've got to remember

in a casualty company, you're only dealing perhaps in an ex-
piration of one year, three years at the most, and then the}
can revise their rates accordingly. This is completely con-
trary to.what's going on in this bill because the company
would have to take over the policy at the same rate to be

in existence the next 20, 30, 40 yvears until death occurs.

In addition the company would have to assume the liability

of cash values, which you don't have in the casualty policies.

I just think that it should be pointed out to the Body
that our foreign companies under the 2% premium tax are
currently paying into State revenue nearly $70,000,000
a year. 'And the Department by their own admission says
it takes about $3,000,000 to 4,000,000 somewhere in that
area to do their investigative work and to police these com-
panies. Now, what the Department of Insurance is virtually
gaying here we can't do our work properly any longer and we
want this board created to do it f&r us. This is bad legis-
lation at its best. I would...I would»ask members on this
side of the aisle or otuer side also to oﬁpose it.
PRESIDING OFFICER {(SENATOR MOHR) :

Senator Knuepfer.
SENATOR KNUEPFER:

Well, I want to suggest to you that if...if there is
any liability in this kind of concept it ought to be on
the part of the State of Illinois. I just came from the

House where they are engaging in some rather lengthy and
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vociferous debate in reference to the City Saving and Loans
Association. And this kind of a thing is...somewhat of the
same concept. The State of Illinois has the regulatory

power. They are the ones that are supposed to prevent

_these kinds of incidents from happening. ‘And I would suggest

to that in view of the fact that they have.a...regulatory
power, if there is a failure, that failure is that of the
State of Illinois, not of the companies...the rest of the
companies operating in this business.. So that to the
extent that you believe thét these people were deprived
of something unjustly, put the liability right where it’
belongs, on the Department of Insurance or any other
department of the State of Illinois. But don't say to a
3rd party you've got a liability because we didn't
regulate the way we should have regulated. And I personally
would...second what Senator Merrittrhassuggested. This is,
I think, a bad principle to embody in law.and it ought to
be defeated.
PRESIDING OFFICER (SENATOR MOHR) :

" Any further discussion? = Senator Carroll may close the
debate.
SENATOR CARROLL:

Thank you, Mr. President, Members of the Senate. 1I'd

merely close by making a few points as to what has been
raised. First of all we have in this Session of the General

Assembly passed a regulation requiring mandatorv insurance

-for savings and loans, to avoid another situation like City

Savings and Loans, to avoid exactly the type of debate that's
going on in the House. Any of you who have followed the

equity funding arguments would know that it was almost entirely
impossible for the Department of Insurance to have found that
situation. It is alleged that the Company.was writing its

own policies and underwriting those to another company in order
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to gain this 1.8 times the premiums to fund themselves., »And
there was no way at that point for the Department to know which
were and were not the legitimate life insurance policies that
Equity was floating through its firm. What we are saying

here which this State and any state has the right to say,

that for the privilege of doing buiness in this State, for

the privilege of iﬁsuring the lives of the 11 million

people of this State, be they foreign or domestic corporations,

* for that privilege they must be willing to take the situation

where a company and we know it's seldom, but it does happen,
where a company becomes insolvent, that they pool among them-
selves to protect those little old ladies and everyone else
who has paid premiums for 20, 30, or 40 years, to protect
them from getting nothing back for all those years of paying
in. I don't think anyone here in this Chamber would want

to have to vote on the approp;iation to save thosé people

in the city...in the Equity Funding situation for the 20 or 30
million dollars it may take t o protect those who had been
paying fear in and year out to that particular company

or any company that becomes insolvent. We have the right,

we should have the duty of saying as a right of doing
business they should come in and iﬁsure themselves. We have
the situation in unemployment compensation where we say to
insurers, insure yourself. I think that it should be
reminded also that this was a commission proposal originally,
bipartisan that first came to the Legislature under

the Ogilvie administration, under the Republican Department
of Insurance that has been carried forward under the present
administration. This has had bipartisan support in its
inceptioh. And I would hope it has that kind of support

on the roll call.

And in May of 1945, while attending advanced navigation
school at San Marcos, Texas, Mr. Irving sustained an injury
which left him permanently pafalyzed and confined to a
wheel chair. Undaunted, however, by this injury, Mr. Irving
attentded Illinois College in Jacksonville, Illinois, receiv-
ing in 1953 an A.B. Degree. He also attended the University of
California in Los Angeles where he earned the M. A. degree
in 1955. He taught school at Midland School in Los Olivos,
California from 1955 to 1958. He has applied his considerable
talents as a historical researcher to the ﬁational Lincoln
Sesqui-centennial Commission and revised a series>of books
title pay by Day History éf Lincoln. And whereas Mr. Irving
from March of 1963 £o the present has served State govern-=
ment in Illinois in the following positions: Assistant
Director of the bepartment of Personnel; Aéting Director of the

then newly created Department of General Services; Assistant
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Director of the Department of General Services; Assistant
State Auditor in the Office of the Auditor of Public
Accounts and Associate Superintendent in the Division

of Business Affairs of the Office of the Superintendent
of Public Instruction} and whereas Mr. Irving has com-
bined a deep commitment to the two-party system with an
honest and compassionate manner of carrying out the con-
siderable and varied responsibilities associated with
