Environmental Protection Agency — Alternate Fuels Program (35 I1l. Adm. Code 275; 46 III.

Rep. Cunningham: We've had an opportunity to discuss this. There are some concerns about the
way that the rule is currently written. Is the Agency willing to take an Extension, go back, and
address this during next month's meeting?

Laura Roche: Yes, sir.

Rep. Reick moved, seconded by Sen. Mufioz, that JCAR, with the concurrence of EPA, extend
the Second Notice period for this rulemaking for an additional 45 days. The motion passed
unanimously (8-0-0).

Department of Public Health — Intermediate Care for Developmentally Disabled Facilities
Code (77 1ll. Adm. Code 350; 46 Ill. Reg. 2419)

Rep. Tarver moved, seconded by Sen. Curran, that JCAR recommend that the Department be
more timely in implementing statutory changes in rule. DPH has waited nearly 12 years to reflect
the establishment of the ID/DD Community Care Act in this Part and has waited nearly 11 years
to enact in rule criteria for determining whether an ICF/DD facility is a distressed facility under
the Act. The motion passed unanimously.

Department of Children and Family Services — Licensing Standards for Welfare Agencies (89
I1l. Adm. Code 401; 46 Ill. Reg. 653); Licensing Standards for Group Homes (89 IlI. Adm.
Code 403; 44 11l. Reg. 657); Licensing Standards for Child Care Institutions and Maternity
Centers (89 11l. Adm. Code 404; 46 Ill. Reg. 661)

Department of Public Health — Control of Communicable Diseases Code (Emergency Repeal
of Emergency Rule) (77 11l.
