WHEREAS, St. Benedict Preparatory School currently

educates 960 students from preschool to high school, providing

them a high quality education rooted in the Catholic faith; and

WHEREAS, The impact of the St. Benedict Parish community in

Chicago has been, and continues to be, strong and far-reaching;

the surrounding neighborhood is commonly referred to as "St.

Ben's"; and

WHEREAS, In many cases, several generations of families

have belonged to St. Benedict Parish and have attended St.

Benedict Preparatory School, thus becoming a cornerstone of the
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community for so many; and

WHEREAS, St. Benedict Parish and Preparatory School has a

proud tradition of meeting the spiritual, physical, social, and

economic needs of its neighbors, including hosting holiday

dinners for those in need; and

WHEREAS, The faith, community involvement, and generosity

of St. Benedict parishioners has had a tremendous impact on the

community and the Parish continues to serve generations of

Chicagoans; therefore, be it
