Transportation Alliance; he represented Lake County from 2010
until 2013 as a member of the Metra Citizens Advisory Board and

also served as Chairman from 2001 until 2013; and

WHEREAS, Since 2000, Jeffrey Berman has proudly given his
time and energy as the Village's Team Captain for the American

Cancer Society's Relay for Life; and

WHEREAS, Jeffrey Berman, an attorney with a nationwide
practice in complex commercial litigation, has been a resident
of Buffalo Grove since 1988; he and his wife, Jane, are the
parents of two daughters, Laura and Claire; he earned a
Bachelor of Science Degree in Accounting with Honors in 1984
from the University of Illinois and a Juris Doctorate from the
University of Illinois College of Law in 1987, where he served
