his father and uncle in their dental practice; he retired in

1988; during retirement, he and his wife operated Old Ground

Antiques in Plainfield; and

WHEREAS, George Fehrenbacher was an active member of his

community and profession; he was a Big Brother and was active

in fundraising for Big Brothers Big Sisters of Will County; he

was a devout Catholic, a proponent of Catholic education, and
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an active member of the Joliet Catholic Alumni Association; he

was a member of St. Paul the Apostle Catholic Church and a

former member of Sacred Heart Catholic Church, where he served

as an usher; he volunteered his professional services through

the Salvation Army of Chicago and volunteered his time at the

St. John the Baptist Catholic Church Food Pantry; and

WHEREAS, George Fehrenbacher enjoyed traveling, especially

to Ireland, reading novels and the New Yorker magazine,

golfing, and spending time with his family; he will be

remembered for his compassion and generosity; and
