WHEREAS, Russ Gremel worked as an attorney and was always

very active in his community; and

WHEREAS, Russ Gremel was a leader for Boy Scout Troop 979,

sponsored by the Congregational Church of Jefferson Park; under

his direction, over 150 Boy Scouts achieved the rank of Eagle

Scout; and

WHEREAS, In 2017, the Illinois Audubon Society named a new

wildlife sanctuary in Lee County in honor of Russ Gremel; the

society established the sanctuary in part through a $2.1

million donation of Walgreen's stock that Russ had purchased

over 60 years ago for approximately $1,000; and

WHEREAS, Russ Gremel enjoyed baseball; he always pushed
